Before Mr. Yatman began his address, J.
A. Dummitt, the Y. M. C. A. general secre-
tary for the Northwest, made a few an-
nouncements, followed by a strong appeal
in behalf of the assoclation.

Beginning his address, Mr. Yatman said
that the expression ‘“‘Galley Slaves” In the
printed title of his lecture might be mis-
construed. In reality, he said, the slaves
fu this case were the mastqr—they were
the passions of men, and the course they
pulled was often that to death. Throughout
the discourse the speaker stated and illus-
trated .In graphic terms, and frequently
with dramatiec power, the ways In which
the evil forces of man’s nature drag him
down Iato degradation and darkness. His
deseription of a vessel he had witnessed
driven on the rocks In a storm and wrecked
moved many of the audience to tears, as
@id also his pathetic description of a death-
bed scene, followed by a sublime portrayal
of passion and {ts power to break even the
most sacred vows.

Mr. Yatman's terse way of putting
striking facts often struck like a rifle
#hol, where the diffuseness of tha aver-
ags platform speaker would have scat-
tered llke birdshot. For instance: .

“Would you know my reason for going
to Africa instead of remaining In Amer-
iea? Hera it is: Seventy-fiva thousand
gallons of rum have gone to Africa set
Over against the work of every missionary
that has landed there.”
