The Future oi the Trade.

The morning sesison was called to order
by the president. Robert Marr. who made

his rvport fur the last year. He sail the
condition of the drug trade throughout the
gizte had changed very little sinje the last
meeting of the association, but with the
improvement of business manifested in

other parts of the country he could rea-
sonably predict the near approach of r~-
n- wed business activity here. The trade
had suffered from the hard times, but
some of the members had become richer
by experience, at any rate. No appoint-

ments to the state board ot pharmacy ha ',
vet been made by the governor to succeed
\V. H. T. Barnes and L. D. P. Collins,

whose ;? rms had expired, and he wanted
to call attention to the necessity of select-
ing names of men for the places against

whom nothing could be brought as to their
qualifications. and who would be willing

to serve it ap?>ointed. He spoke ot" the
troublesome question of "cut rates," and
said that the drift of opinion pointed to
organization within the ranks of the phar-

macists for the manufacture of such
medicinal preparations and family reme-

dies as their trade demands, as the soured
whrtce relief from the crying evil will
eventually come. The question of tax free
alcchol for use in manufacturing was one
of national interest, and he made sugges-
tions for the local organization to con-
sider.

Medicinal Plants of the state.

P. Jensen, of Taeorr.a. read a paper on
"Medicinal Plants to Which the Climate
and Soil of Our State Are Adapted." which
was of particular interest and which was
r<- e;\-fd with i rising vote of thar.ks.

He said that in the days of our parents
the knowledge of botanical simples was
quite widely diffused, and each house had
its bundle of dried herbs hung in the gar-
ret. But t:mes have changed. The pres-
ent gent-ration Knows nothing of herles,

and a case of sickness means a visit to

the drug store. As pharmacists, they
interested in the roots and herbs they
handled, and were anxious to grow a;

home whatever the splendid soil and beau-
tiful climate could produce. He had pre-
pared a list of names of botanical drugs
which grew in tlie state, containing the
names of thirty specimens, including hops,

wild cherry, dogwood, skunk cabbage,

sage, digitalis, catnip, tansy, thyme, bone-
set. dandelion, balm of Gilead. sumach,
poison oak. Notwithstanding the favorable
climate there are few medicinal herbs
that reach the perfection in growth and
strength attained by the mints. The cli-
mate and soil of the valleys of Western
Washington are admirably suited to the
cultivation of licorice root, and the de-
mand for tins is guaranteed by extensive,

medical use and by its constantly increas-
ing use in the manufacture of chewing to-

hacco. In the valley lands it can be raised
cheaper than In any other place in the
world. The state could produce a grade

of oil of lavendar easily superior to the
i.est English product. Some legislative
protection was necessary to prevent the
extermination of what is commonly called
"bearberry," as hunters, in order to get

r. small piece of the bark, will sacrifice
the life of a large tree.

Now Pharmacy l,nw Needed.

The fourth annual report to the gov-

ernor of the state board of pharmacy,
composed of A M. Stewart, Charles L.
Krum, C. G. Snyder, L I*. P. Collins,
W H. T. Barnrs, re id.

The report says during the year the
board lias Issued fifty pharmacists' certifi-
cates The number of registered phar-
macists and assistants in the state is
given as but 75 had failed to ren< w

their certificates, so that this year there
are .V»l persons authorized to practice
pharmacy in this state. The standard re-

quired is 60 per cent, on each subject and
a general average of 70 per cent. The re-
port speaks of the necessity of amend-
m> nts to the pharmacy law, and says that
the hoard framed a bill covering its recom-
mendations which passed the house at
the last session of the legislature, but
failed to pass the senate. It recommends
the appointment of a committee to secure
needed legislation.

Mr. Gronlund opened for the affirmative
s ie. and closed. while Judge Winsor had
hu hour between, Green hackers, Mr.
GronlunJ claimed, were the heart and

brain of the Populist party, and they tried

to control capitalism by changing the
money system?not the financial system,

but the kind of money in use. riiti ideas
of the greenhackers were the ideas of ihe
future, and greenback ism would only ob-
taln when socialism became triumphant.

The idea running through Mr. Gronlund's
discourse was the rich, who now rule,

would never permit the realization of tiat

money, and the only way to obtain t:*at

result would be first to nationalize all the
wealth for the benefit of all the people.

Government today had not the power to

make tiat money?he meant the physical,

not the moral, power. Our plutocrats

would veto all efforts in that direction.
Another mistake made by the greenback-

ers was that they failed to distinguish be-
tween leeal tender for debts and legal

tender for purchases. He admitted that
the government could enforce the legal

tender for debts, but denied that a gro-
ceryman, for instance, would be compelled

to take the money offered hint for his
goods. Mr. Gronlund contended fey gov-
ernment banking as the proper measure.
Under this scheme the government would
assume all the functions now exercised by

the banks: private banks would be abol-
ished and all banks would simply be ag n-
cies of the government. With a plank in
their platform f*»r such a banking system

the Populist party would be triumphant.
Mr. Wlnsor replied by saying that the

old idea of fiat money which the gentle-

man had been attacking was an exploded
theory not now advocated by the party.

Mr. Gronlund had erected and knocked
over a man of straw. There was a time
when men had sat down .and figured how
much per capita was coming to them, that
they might live in idleness, but such no-
tions had given way to reason, and the
demands of the People's party were based
on sound ideas of political economy. John
Stuart Mill was read from to enforce this
position. Money was a medium of ex-
change: prices of products were determin-
ed by the amount of money in circula-
tion amms the people. High prices and an
abundance of money went together. The
honest money was that utonev v hi h in its
volume represented dollar for dollar 'he
exchangeable wealth of a country. The
Populist demand for a per capita of J.V>
was modest when compared to the per cap-

ita of $37 of bank circulation (s6,ooo,floo,<x>o.
when all the money together amounted to
only sl,r/>O,<HX>.<W». The volume of money
necessary to the uses of commerce and
trade could he" as definitely established as

the census of the people. It had a scien-
tific basis in political economy, and th;s

demand for a *-V> per capita circulation
was only tentative until the true ratio
could be determined by the next census.
\s to the contention of M \ Gronlund «hat
it was physically impossible to do this,

he declared that if the people delegated

to the Populists the power at the polls,
they would see to It that it was done. As
to how this money should be uotten amonir

the people, it would go out in the various
channels of government expenditures and
come back In taxes This would dispense
with Rothschild loans, every dollar would
represent honest labor and not the bank-
er's fiat.

The s.ngle ti\ers got in some of their
ideas by well-directed questions at Mr.
Grnnl'ind. but the lateness of the hour
prevented extended discussion.

V Oi!»rman I'aper Wants the Govern-
ment to Include the Neutral l>uch\.

The Berlin Lokal Anzeiger strongly ad-
vises Oermany to annex the grand duchy
of Luxemburg, which by the London
treaty of I>T7 was declared neutral terri-
tory. and to fortifv the capital so that
Rtrasburg. Metz and Luxemburg will be
impregnable fortresses.

Commenting on this the New York Trib-
une says: Just as if th c re were not
enough of rritating questions to disturb
the apparently peaceful somnolence of
Europe, a raiher important organ of Ber-
lin is ra:sing again the old ques::on cf
Luxemburg, which nearly brought war

between France and Prussia between the
years !**4-C. Both countries have always
coveted the ownership of that grand
duchy, which separates them, and which
possessed in its capital a fortress consid-
ered as impregnable. But the powers, in
order to avoid a terrible war?which broke
out. however." in IS7O, though for other mo-
tives?compelled Prussia and France to de-
sist from their claims. The treaty of Lon-
don in ISfiT destroyed the main bone of
contention hy ordering th* dismantlement
of the Luxemburg citadel, and it pro-
claimed the absolute neutrality of the
grand duchy, which was. like Belgium
and Switzerland, to serve as a bunijter be-
tween the aggressive nations in its
neighborhood.

German diplomacy, however, has never
Riven up the hop* of annexing Luxem-
burg. It? expectations were encouraged

when in ll»Kt a German prince, the Duke
Adolphe de Nassau, became regent of the
grand duchy, and then Its sovereign,
the death of William 111 . of Holland, who
could not transfer his own sovereignty

over the grand duchy to his heir. Prince
Wilhelmiaa, since the Salic law prc%ails
constitutionally in Luxemburg.

That country, which contains about 213.-
000 Inhabitants, was given by the treaties
of 1813 to :h< Orange-Nassau house.ot" Hol-
land in to Indemnify the latter for
the loss of the territories she possessed in
Germany. In IS3O, after the successful

iuiijn which separated Belgium from
Holland. Luxemburg was divided between
them, the larger portion going to Belgium
and the smaller, with the capital and its
famous fortress, reverted to Holland. The
death of Wdliam 111 caused it to pass

into the hands of the junior branch of the
Orange house. It is true (hat the actual
grand duke. Adolphe de Nassau, was dis-
possessed by Prussia in l*6fi of his Ger-
man du< hy of Nassau, and that in be
did not fight France in the ranks of the
German army. But since then he has
made his peace with the Berlin govern-
ment. which may fancy that he would not

tie opposed to the annexation projects ad-
vised by the L"-kal Anzciger. Still tlie
powers may not be ready on their side to
see the Ixjndon treaty torn into pieces,
and Luxemburg become an annex to the
German empire. Moreover, neutrality has
been highly profitable to the grand duchy.
Its budget since ISoO has always shown ari

excels of receipts over expenditures. It
was in lstd 10.000.400 francs of receipts
against 7.119.110 francs of expenses. Fin-
ally the great majority of the jiopulation
is of French origin. There are hardly

I'I.OOO Germans in the duchy. The inhab-
itants are also nearly all of the Catholic
faith, and the official language is French,
though German is not prohibited. The
whole military force is composed of :575
iren. commanded by eight officers, and in
that number gendarmes are included. It
seems that Luxemburg could hardly gain
anything for itself if its neutrality, whi h
is one of the peace guarantees to Europe,
should be transformed into annexation to
Germany.
