11l nois, er'atfi a sensation at the'monu-
nvnt d- lies:ion, |)te conclusion of his
spe»<-h being as follows:

"Instead of an armed force that we can
?meet on the field, there Is today an enemy

that is invisible hut everywhere at work
destroying our Institutions. That enemy
is corruption. It seeks to direct official a -

tion, it dictates legislation, and endeavors
to control the construction of the law? It
seeks to control the pres*. to set fashions
and shape public sentiment: it has emascu-
lated American politics, and places it on
the low plane at Jugglery. The tendency

is now for political parties to forsake
piineipie a 1 follow expediency, anJ their
platforms are often drawn to evade or
straddle every live issue. The idea is now
to cajole rather than convince, to ignore
great wrongs an i wink at abuses, to court
the support of conflicting interests, though
i? involves the deception of one or both.
We are substituting office-seeking and
office-holding for real achievement#, aid
instead of great e»reers in public life we

ar- facing a harvest of slippery, blear-eyed
mi etnpt> mediocrity, whi.-h glides into

oblivion without the assistance of death.
To be an eligible candidate for office now
often means to stand for nothing in partic-
ular and to reprrsent no definite principle,
but all things to all men and in the eni tci
be contemptible.

"Thirty-four years ago the call was to
fight an open enemy in the field Today

our country is calling for men who will
be true to republican Institutions at
home. Never bef re did this republic call
so loudly as it does today for a strong,
sturdy manhood that will stand tip de-
fiantly and dare to do right.

"For more than a decade tho tendency
in this country has been toward a color-
less and negative diletanteism, having
the countenance of the I'har see with the
greed of the wolf, and drawing all its in-
spirations from tlie altar of concentrated
and corruntine wealth.

sition dawned auspiaiously bright anil
clear, affording to thousands of Northern
visitors a sample of typical Southern S> p-
.t. mber *? eat her. As the day wore on ihe
hfat thr atened to pass the limit of com-

fi rt, bur tlie buoyant crowds d l rot swn
to mind the temi>erature. During the
night the finishing torches had put

on a number of buildings, and very effort
was made to e>-t the grounds in cood sh.»p«

for the opening. From the tops of 317 flag-

staff* on the buildings around the grounds
there floated the pennants ar.d flags of all
the nations of the earth, and the doors of
th.- building*, which had been closed for
several days, were all thrown open Over
nine-tenths of the exhibits were complete,
and neatly-appareled attendants stood at

t d.-h booth. The ity is a mass of bunting,

and the waving decorations, flying flags.
bi.nds of music and general atmosphere of
gaiety and rejolcine- offer the. strongest
possible contrast to the dismantled Atlanta
of IM>4.

At high noon every steam whistle in the
city bruke forth into a noisy chorus, the
crowds cheered loud and long, and the fes-
tivities of the opening day were fairly be-
gun. At 1 o'clock the procession, under
command of Col. W. I» Kellogs. I". S. A ,

as marshal, began to move In line were
the Filth regiment. U. S A . the Washing-

ton artillery, a New Orleans track com-
pany, commanded by Col. John K. Rich-
ardson: the Fifth regiment. Georgia volun-
teers. and various visiting state troops,
making twenty-flve companies in all. Five
b.*r> Is, including GUmore's famous organi-
zation, headed by Victor Herbert, fur-
nished music for the tramping column,
which swept out toward the exposition
park between continuous lines of admiring
and cheering spectators. As the head of
the column reached the gates the compa-
nies w.-re haitt-d until the exposition dirtc-
tors and guests in carriages passed into
the gates. The military companies then
marched in, stacked amis and w-r.® enter-
tained at a barbecue. The guests and di-
rectors entered the auditorium, where
the formal opening occurred While the
crowd was still gathering. Victor Herbert's
band played his new and original "Sa-
int* to Atlanta'' amid ereat applause.

The new auditorium wl'hin the opcsl-
tion grounds was packed to its remotest
corners during the delivery <.f the ad-
dresses. all of which were received with
enthusiasm The programme presented
the remarkable spectacle <>f ex-Gov. Ruf-
us R. Bullock. fleeted chief executive of
the state by Republican votes during the
