FRANCE AND BRAZIL

More Trouble Over the Flexible
Guiana Boundary.

BRAZILIAN TERRITORY INVADED.

GOT. Gabral Preparing to Realat?Tho

French Were Defeated lu an

Invasion Lust May.

Rio Janeiro, Sept. 19.? Dispatches from
Para state that & French force has landed
north of Amapa and has blockaded c oit-

nani, close to where the tight;rs; occur-
red last May. Gov. Gabral, who was prom-
inent tn the former fighting, is preparing
to resist the French. The trouble ;n May

in thfl frontier district between Brazil and
French Guiana has given rise to a good

deal of bitter controversy between the two
governments. The Brazilian governor ar-
rested a Frenchman named Trajane, in the
region which is in dispute between the
two countries. The French governor of
Guiana, Charveln, organized an expedition

to punift* GOT. Gabral and rescue Trajane.
The expedition, led by Capt. Lunier. was
unsuccessful, its leader and four marines
being killed.

The French governor. Charvein, was re-
called for having organized an expedition
without the authority of the colonial otlice,
and his successor. M. de la Mothe. for-
merly governor of Senegal, was sent out
with instructions to pacify the region by
peaceful measures. The news above looks
as though he had decided peaceful meas-
ures to be unavailing, and was about to
reopen his predecessor's armed controver-
sy with Gov. Gabral.

This region is swarming with adventur-
ers seeking gold, and mob law is the only
appeal for differences. Oounani was the
location of a small French settlement and
is where Gov. Gabral and 500 followers
captured Trajane, the leading colonist, and
brought him to Amapa. Other expeditions
acted against French miners in various
parts of the territory.

The C risis on the Kongo.
London, Sept. 19.?There are indications

that the pcwers may be invited to inter-
fere *ln the affairs of Belgium and the
Kongo Free State. The feeling in En-
gland regarding King Leopold's African
venture was never very favorable, and the
execution last January of the- English
trader Stokes without, it is alleged, ob-
servance of the due process of law, ex-
cited much comment here, which found
expression in the late st\ssion of parlia-
ment. when the foreign office was urged
to demand explanations. The re>ports

which hive reached this country in pri-
vate letters that a condition of virtual
anarchy prevai's in the Kongo Free State;
that in several instances Belgian troops
have been defeated and slaughtered by
natives, and that two Englishmen were
murdered there and eaten by savages,
have intensified the feeling.

SEVEN HEADS Cl'T OFF

Execution of Participants in
Kuehen<r Massacre.

THE LEADERS ALL ALIVE YET.

Consuls Hastened the IVoapltntlou by

Telegraph Inir to Peklnsr New Klota

in the C anton District.

New York. Sept. IS. -A cablegram to the
World from Fooohow, China, says: De-
tails of Tuesday's executions have just
been received. After the mandarin had re-
fused on Friday to execute any men impli-

cated in the missionary massacres, the
American and British consuls wired to

I'ek ng. On Monday the mandarin re-
ceived the viceroy's order to execute seven
men. At 6 o'clock Tuesday morning Con-
sul Hixson, Lieut. Evans and Mr. Greg-

ory, the British consul, proceeded to the
yamen Kite, where the mandarin sat
awaiting them. When the foreigners took
their seats the drums were beaten, a sa-
lute fired and the crier shouted three
t mes, "The court is open." Then the
condemned men were brought speedily
from their cells. They kne!t before the
court and were tumbled, securely bound,
into bamboo cages, on which were attach-
ed pieces of paper with the sentence writ-
ten on them. The mandarins then put on
their scarlet robes and scarlet hoods, and
the death procession started for the execu-
tion grounds outside the city, between lines
of soldiers. When the procession arrived
the condemned men were tumbled out and
made to kneel with their ba.ks t.i the
mandarins. Then the five headsmen be-
gan their bloody work. The first head fell
clean cut. When the heads of the seven
men were cut off the vast crowd gave *

great shout. The people clapped their
hands and departed. The heads were hung
in a prominent place in the city as a
warning.

The mandarins professed to fear further
trwuble from the crowd of foreigners who
\v«.nt armed with revolvers, but there was
no trouble. No leaders have been execute 1
>et. Some leaders with strong: backing

he pe to escape. The viceroy is delaying
the execution of others, hoping for und> -

served clemency. Punishment following
the crime so soon Is usually after foreign

troubles. The execution will have a good
efleet in showing the people that the mat-

ter is serious. A bad feeling is spreading
through the province because of the delay
In the executions. At Foochow the com-
mon talk was that the nun would escape.
The consuls' wiring to Peking for strin-
gent orders to the local oflieials. who do
nothing unless forced, resulted in prompt
action. The Detroit is still here, and one
English gunboat of 756 tons.

Ixndon. Sept. I?.?A dispatch to the
Times from Hongkong says: The Basle
m'ssion, near Swatow. was wrecked on
Monday. The foreigners had evacuated it,
owing to the warnings received from o-her
strticns that thousands of rebels were
gathering and looting the property of
wealthy Chinese. The troops sent to qu 11
the uprising were withdrawn recently.
Placards announce that the withdrawal
was due to an English attack on Canton
owing to the recent massacres.

Washington City, Sept. 19.?The joint

American and British commission which is
investigating the missionary riots at Ku-
cheng is miking most sttT.'sfactory pro-
gress in fixing the responsibility for the
outrages and securing the punishment of
the guilty parties. Cablegrams have been
received at the state department from
both Minister Denby, at Peking, and Con-
sul-General Jernigan. at Shanghai, stating

that seven of the Chinese who were con-
victed by the commission of being ring-
leaders in the assaults were decapitated
Wednesday morning The commission is
still proceeding with its work. Minister
Denby also reports that he

come to l.ght concerning the plague. Ja-
pan -md North China arc fairly alive wi'h
cholera germs. The Siberian* officials
have de iared the Japanese open ports in-
fected. and from officials it !s learm 1 that
over 1.700 people nave died in Japan from
the plague since it started in the Pesca-
dores. The disease has gained a firm
foothold. In Tokyo the heat is f-rriflc,
and the disease germs hav» been nursed
by the climate into virulent life. The
plague is raging at Yokohama also.

At China. the disease is spread-
ing rapidly. Miss Turner and the chiM of
Hr. and Mrs. M.icFar'ane, of the Chuchai
London mission, were stricken down and
died. At Nanking illness prevails
amen? the forr'gnefrs many of whom have
been forced to flee from the country.

The ravages of the cholera in Japan are
far greater than have been reported.
