[ Into port today from Bering sea, a dis-
tanre of 1,TC»> miles, after a remarkably
fast passage of eleven days. She I? Un

, der seizure by the T'nlted States g ivern-
ment, and is in the Immediate custody of
Lieut, F. M. Dunwoody, navigating lieu-
tenant of the I'nited States revenue cut-
ter Rush. Frank Leeds tells the story of
the Olsen's trip and seizure as follows:

"We left Victoria for Japanese waters
on the Sid of January, and after li>rht
weather and an trip reached
the neighborhood of Hakodate, where we

fished for some months. Our luck was
very poor, and the whole season only
netted us 600 skins, which we sent ashore
at Hakodate. Six of our bout pullers left

| us at this port and went away in various
vessels. None of the schooners we fell in
with on the Japan side had much luck,
and we farerj better than most of them.

" The Olsen then made for Bering sea.
which we iishe i for over a month. We
h.id .H'i skins al>oari when one day as we
were laying to the south of the island of
St. Geo rue, with no boats out, the revenue
cutter Rush ran up to us in the fop and
sent a boat crew alongside. T{ie com-
mander informed Capt. Cole that the vea-

| sel was within the prescribed sixty
! limit of St. George island, and that he

would ha\e to seize h< r and convey her to
her home port. We protested that we be-
lieved ourselves to be thirty miles outsit

! of the limit, but the head ofileer of the
Rush put every man on board under ar-

"The only schooners in Bering sc,i that
we found doiriß well wore those matin- |
by Indians. The seals seemed to tie keep-
ing too far off-shore all the year for the
majority of *'ne vessels, and this s> ason
they forsook their old haunts consider-

i ably.
"A sad accident happened the day we

were leaving l'nalaska A boat puller
aboard the schooner W. M. Morrill, of Se-
attle. had his left leg blown off by a dis-
charge from a small brass cannon. H«
was brought into the settlement, but it
was not thought ho could live more than
a few hours.'*

The Rosie Olsen has a crew of seventeen
men. Including officers, and six hunters,
outside of the captain, who is also a hunt-
er and part lessee of the schooner.

made. First, may the complainant Hiee
maintain these proceedings? Second, s it
w th i th" id:*ial province to so command
the mayor in the premises?"

The court then quotes from the city
charter the section providing for the ap-
poin'm. Nt by the mayor of a <*ity attorney.
!?< ar 1 of public works and other executive
officer*, and their confirmation by the
council. Th» a-f of March 13. govern-
ing proceedings by writ of man iamus. is
quoted by ths rourt. and the judge says:

"It loes rot appear that the mayor s de-
lay in or refusal to make another or dif-
ferent appointment for the council to re-
j* t or eor.tirm in any way adds any bur-
den to the complainant Hiee in the way of
taxes or otherwise, or that any right of
his is curtailed or a ft-Med thereby; nor
does i» appear that the completeness or
autonomy of the municipal government is

at all affected or impaired thereby. He is
interested only in a political sense in hav-
ing some other person than the choice of
the mayor fill the 1 office of city attorney.

"The charter provisions above quote 1
seem to contemplate that the council will
confirm the mayor's appointment to this
offi e. but. assuming that this provision
should be construed to mean that the ottL«!
shall !>e filled by one agreed to by both thi
mayor and the council, su. h provision mas-
fail of result entirely by a failure to agree.
1. aving the incumbent to fill the office
pending efforts to reach agreement. It s
a matt-r for '.he charter makers to explain
why wo have such an unpractical pro-
\ m f r thi 1 filling of appointive offices;
It affords no excuse for judicial interfer-
ence in a way to change the provision as
Sn.ii. by joining hands with the council to
force the- mayor to yi« Id his judgment an I
submit to the control of the court in reach-
ing results."

Finally, the court'holds that "the mayor,
having made one appointment, the manner
of the exercise of his judgment thereafter
to reach an agreement being the exercise
of policy and discretion, as distinguished
from ministerial, is not w thin the judicial
province to control. It results that the
peremptory writ should be denied, and it
is so ordered."

Pawnbroker Oppenheim Says
Durrant Tried to Pawn It.

HIS MEMORY OF H S PATRONS.

Another Man Swears Hf Saw Durrant
Coming Out of the Pawnshop.

Both Very Positive In the

Identification of the Prisoner In-

Morbid-Minded Women In the Trial.

San Francisco. Sept. ZX -M >re women
than men sit and listen while Durrant s

tried. Every phase and incident < f the
drama is keenly watched by theni. When
Mrs. IMjrrant comes in of a morning and
Imprints a motherly kiss on her son's lips
the women in the Iwck benches peer and
peek and crane and flutter. As the kiss
is met there is an involuntary indrawn
"Ah" all along the line, and then the
wave of hats and bonnets and feathers
and flowers, the fauna and flora of the
milliner's shop, subsides into the pool.

This morninp Durrant was handed an
invitation to a social, to take place to-
morrow evening. The invitation was pass-
ed around, but he was obliged to send his
regrets- a previous engagement, vdolph
Oppenheim sat in front. Mr. Oppenheim
was breathing hard. He knew what was
before him in the way of cross-examina-
tion. and he was ha-denins his he*rt for
the test. The defense laid all sorts of
trans for Oppenheim. and whether they
succeeded in netting him in any of them
?will not be made clear until ihey bring in

such evidence AS they may have to im-
peach his testimony. There is no doubt
that such is their purpose, for they laid
the foundation today.

The most dramatic witness of the day
was W. J. Phillips, now of >an Rafael.
Mr. Phillips may be described as a British
blonde, and he kept a cigar store for years
in Victoria. Mr Phillips has an import-

ant walk and an impressive manner.
When asked to identify Durrant h«
stepped off the stand, walked quickly to

the front, pushed out an aggressive tinker
almost threateningly, and said: 'That's
the man," with no hesitation about it He
said he would have known Durrant if thev
had shaved his head instend of giving his
hair the Intermediate pompadour of the
county jail, a sort of coiffure midwa> be-
tween the city prison and S.m <-juentin.

Oppenheim was the first witness of the
morning, and h>> was tiiken in hanti by
Dickinson for cross-examination. From
the severity and s*-arching nature of th*
inquisition it is evident that the defense
regards his testimony as important Thev
have had detectives working up his rec-

ord. and have sent people to him with ar-

ticles for sale, in order to test his mem-
ory. They showed him a silver corkscrew,
a watch charm, a gold chain and a couple
of watches, and asked him to say if he
had seen them before. He had seen them
They had been offered him for sale in his
store. Then they asked him to describe
the clothes and appearance of the
who offered the articles. Oppenheim was
aMf to do this in some degree. It is alto
Kefher possible that among the articles
shown were some that were never offered
him for sale. That sort of thing is called
"testing the memory of the witness." Of
course, Oppenheim's memory for the
clothes and outward characteristics of
the casual visitor to his store is a most
important element in th« value of bis tes-
timony. as his description of the man he
believes to have h'-en Durrani is specific
and minute in details. Further, they ask-
ed him questions regarding some trans-

actions in whi h lie was up with
the police. The beating of the questions
wis not made clear at th<» time, but were
obviously put to lay a foundation for fu-
ture testimony in the way of impeach-
ment. The man who goes on the stand in
the Durrant case takes his reputation in
his hand.

When th* trial was resumed this morn
ing it was announced thit Pa
Oppenhfim. who was on the stand under
cross-examination when the court adjourn-
ed on Friday, desired to chinge his testi-
mony. There was a stir In the court at

this evpry one expecting a sensation. It
transpired that the witness dimply wished
to correct some measurement* which he
had given of his store By way of test-
ing his memory of the far-en of those who
came to his stove, Oppenhe m was Rbown
a silver corkscrew an«J asked if be h*d
even seen it before, and tinder what cir-
cumstances. He replied promptly that
3bout three weeks ago a tall man with
dark complexion, wearing black clothes,
had come to his store and offered a M!-
ver corkscrew for sale. In a similar man-
ner he identified a silver watch shown
him. sayins it had been brought to his
shop two weeks ago by a short man wear-
ing gray clothes. The attempt of the de-
fense to impeach the memory of this wit-
ness proved a boomerang, as defendant's
att< rnevs could not catch him on filia-
tions of identifying jewelry.
