Terry is notorious as a smuggler and is
well-known ail over the S )ucd and aior«
the British Columbia line, having .'»een
concerned In the Woo Hey snooting affray
In If?'. He was released but a short time
ago from the I'nited States penitentiary,
where he served a six months' senten e

E Bchwager!. pa-k commissioner,
and lands<-a*>e irchltect. yesterday out-
lined a plan f»r th* ins.juration of a
bouleviri system which is somewhat
novel, as it d >es not the immedi-
ate expenditure of money. He said:

"Every city in the country has
caused more or less diffi -nlty and exces-
sive cost by the neglect of the municipal-
ity to provide a park and boulevard sys-
tem. The majority of cities which todav
have such system* could have averte.l
costly delays if they had done what is to-day suggested to the city of Seattle.

Work to an Adopteu i Him,.
"The plan suggested is that the city for-

mulate an ctficial plan for a belt boule-
vard, of generous width and arrange-
ments, embodying a spacious driveway,
cycle way. w »lks, electric car line and
traffic roa is, each properly place ! in re-
lation to the others and separated by am-
pl* areas of plantVd lawn Of course the
location should conform not oniv to the
easiest grades and alignment, but'it should
also lead to objective traffic
nads to couneet with the county roa-is,
so that the farmers would have an easeIngress to market, and the driveways to
diverge so as to take in as much of the
laiie shore as p>vssible, a larg»» number of
the property owners along the lake are
now and have been ready to join hands
w:th t'iA city to accomplish this magnifi-
cent objert. One arm, or artery, would
emerge from the city in a southerly direc-
tion, the other to the north. Let the mu-
n tpal authorities adopt such a plan a3
the official plan of ftie city, making legis-
lation which will provide that no addition
to the city will be accepted unless it Mil-
form to the general scheme. In this way
the city can obtain a magnificent park and
driveway system without any Immediate
cosl, for nothiri? moro is suggested than
that the city Indicate definitely where this
boulevard shall be located, flo that any
owner of land on the tine of the proposed
boulevard should know how to lay out Uts
land in relation to this direct roadway t->
the ci'v. The sr-eptance by the city of
the?e plats opens up so much of the boule-
vard. Detached of the great whole
may for a while i«rnam unimproved, but
tlie lesson that wr til b« taught" by the com-
pletion of the parrs will caiue the bring-
ing into line of the missing links sooner
or later.

Others Will <oon Fall in Line.
"As to eueh portions of the city as are

already improved and jrraded, let the coun-
cil Indicate where it thinks the two drive-
ways shoulJ go through the city, and when
the outer boulevards hav® reached some
degree of maturity, and have demon-
strated their necessity, usefulness, beauty,
influence and money-making power for
Seattle, the remaining factor will not be
long of realisation. Fiy this plan condem-
nation of property is avoided, as we'.l as
the assumption of a blinded debt, which
the city is not now able to consider.

"This is strictly the city's and the prop-
erty owners' method of securing l a boule-
vard for the eity on just grounds, being
the same as any other allotment tenlered
to the city, exempt that the land owner
kno*s beforehand that his land will be in
d!r»"*» an ! essv contact with the city, and
ha in plat intelligentlyand in conformity
*;th the plan of the city as a harmo-
nious whole. This halt boulevard ought to
b» continuous, if a popular drl\*eway has
any merit at all, a-> that a ride could be
had by going out of the city at one side
and returning at the other, taking in its
course possible prominent villa residence
ait's, public Institution grounds, etc..

"It is my opinion that there 1s no propo-
sition in sight for Fettle so full of prom-
ise, so needful and so desirable, which can
bo accomplished with sy little outlay. ss
the making of an official plan by the city
to be fallowed in its future improvement
and extension."
