of repentance and purification of heart.

Yesterday was Yom Kippur, the day of
atonement, and the synagogue of the re-
formed J wish church was well filled dur-
ing the entire day with a coreregation of
worshipers. The morning services began

at 7 o'clock, M. M. Frederick officiating.

At 11 o'clock the memorial service for de-
parted d*ad was begun. In this the He-
brew st»ps before the open scro'.ls. and the
r*aier offers praver for the relations and
dear friends of the supplicant. It is cus-
tomary on this occasion to make a small
donation to the temple.

A Prayer for an Afflicts Yonth.

Ft. Paul. Sept. 2*.?Counsel James M?-
Kaufht, of the Northern Pacific, this
afternoon gave out a strong statement as

to Judge Jenkins' appointment of receiv-
er*. It was subsequently submitted to
President Brayton Ives, who adopted it as

his personal expression. It Is as follows:
"The court at Milwaukee, where no part

of the property of the Northern Pacific is
located, has appointed two receivers for
the Northern Pacific. This Is the greatest

Judicial farce ever known to the history of
American courts. No court of limited jur-
isdiction over any part of an Interstate
road has ever heretoifore attempted to
Optra 1 - and control the whole interstate
system. It is a well-recognized principle of
interstate comity that the court first ac-
quiring Jurisdiction will be recognized as
the court of primary jurisdiction over the
whole, but no rule or principle of comity

or business justifies or requires the recog-
nition of a court without Jurisdiction over
any part of the road as a court of juris-
diction over the whole. And it is certain
that the old-organized and long-stablished
rule of Interstate and inter-district comity

will be recognized by the courts having

Jurisdiction over the Northern Pacific.
"The appointment of Mr. Bigelow as

one of the receivers was a violation of all
rules heretofore governing the appoint-
ment c* receivers. He is not a resident of
any of the localities where the property
i.i located, and has no acquaintance with
the road, Its properties or Its relations
with the public. Justice Miller, of the
T'nitetl State* supreme court, removed
Messrs. Viliard and Greely from the re-
celvership of the Kansas & Pacific road
some fifteen year* ago because they

non-residents and not acquainted with
the property. This rule, which has al-
ways been recognized, with this single ex-
ception of the Milwaukee court, disquali-
fies Mr. Bigelow for appointment.

"Mr. McHenry la acquainted with the
road and is In many respects a good ap-
pointment, if the action of the court may
be called such."

A peculiarly sad and affecting Incident
occurred just as the prayers for the dead
were being offered. Kmile Frauenthal, 14
years old, had been on a bed of sickness
for seme time, and yesterday Rev. ft.
Atiahamson had prepared a prayer for
h's recovery. Just be*ore Rev. R. Abra-
hatnfeon v. as to offer this prayer word was
received at the synagogue that the young
boy had died, and so. instead of offering

up a prayer for his life on this earth the
rabbi was called upon to pray for the
dead. A younger brother of the dead boy
was also to be confirmed at this service,
but his brother's death prevented.

At 12 o'clock I. J. Lichtenberg delivered
his lecture. At 1 o'clock the noon prayer.
Mussaph, was commenced by Rev. Abra-
hamson. assisted by the choir under Pro'.
L.ueben's leadership. This prayer Is full
of suppli ations and expressions of peni-
tence to the deity, as the fate of mankind
is believed to be decided during the mid-
day hour. At 4 o'clock the Mir.cha prayer
was offered by M. M. Frederick. At 5
o'clock Rev. Abrahamson commenced the
Nihla, or evening prayer, full of good reso-

lutions for the future. The service was
concluded at 6 15 p. m with a final blow-
ing of the Shofar, indicative of the sound
of the, trumpet which is to call ail man-
kind together. This was the end of one of
the most important holy day* in the Jew-
ish faith.

The orthodox Jews held their services
in the Hinckley block on Second and Co-
lumbia streets, a large crowd being in at-
tendance. The order of service was prac-
tically the Fame as in the reformed
church, and Abe Spring delivered a lecture
which was earnest and intelligent, and
well received.

In reply to a query as to whether this
action would 1»e final. Mr McNaught re-

plied: "Judge Sanl>orn will be called upon
to confirm the appointments above re-
ferred to. and will probably appoint a

third receiver. So far as Mr. Rig clow is
concerned, it would certainly seem that
the appointment will not be confirmed."

Mr. McN.iught could not express himself
too positively as to the impropriety and
folly of the appointment of Mr. Bigelow,

or upon the point that the court had no
Jurisdiction. Mr. Ives and party left for
th«; West this afternoon. Before leaving

the feeling of the entire party was well
stated l>y one prominent stockholder, v.ho
said:

Mr. L.ichtenberg's lecture at the syna-
gogue was a feature of the day's service.
Taking as h;s central thought the Day of
Atonement, and w hat it means, he enlarged
upon his subject, and when he had closed
his audience had listened to a studious,
thoughtful and original discourse on re-
ligion. In part, he said:

"Today is Yora Kippur, the Day of
Atonement. To Jewish hearts, to Jewish
fouls jt is the greatest of living days. It i3
the principal day of this month of prayer,
Xh< principal least of the three commanded
by God to be observed this month. In obe-
dience to divine command, from starlight
of yesterday to starlight of today neither
food nor water passes Jewish lips; the
hours are devoted to prayer and m< dltaUon.
From the days of the wilderness to the
present this day has been observed by the
house of Jacob, neither rags nor purple,
adversity nor prosperity has prevented
public attendance at the temple of God. OP
private meditation. The day is something
more than mere ritual precept or empty
religious ceremony. If one has been pur-
suing an evil course he must renounce it;
if one has unjustly acquired possession of
the property of another he must make res-
titution.

"The appointments made by Judge Jen-
kins today are not satisfactory to the re-
organization committee, the second mort-
gage committee, third mortgage commit-
tee, the trustees, nor anybody else. They
are absurd. Judge Jenkins' proceeding
was precipitate. It certainly surprised
and mortified us all. We are convinced it
was a great mistake."

Mr. Ives refused to be quoted, but some
of his friends insist that this exactly ex-
presses his views.

JUMPED FROM THE BRIDGE
A Saloon Ronstabont Commits Sulcids

The Grant street bridge had another
death added to its already long list yester-
day afternoon, that of George Hamilton,
commonly known as George Russell, for
the past year porter in BillyCodrick's Mug

saloon on South Third and Mam streets.

The accepted theory is that the man com-
mitted suicide, although many of his
friends are loath to believe it of a man of
his temperament. It is said that a China-
man. who is in the habit of going down to

a slaughter house in South Seattle every
day, saw the man fall off the railroad
bridge at a point about twenty feet below
where the railroad crosses the tracks of
the electric road, opposite the Washing-
ton Iron Works. He gave the alarm and
helped drag the man out.

The drowning, as near as can be found
out, happened about 2:50 in the afternoon.
The Chinaman was on his way in from
the slaughter house, and close behind him
was a man named Fred Schram. who was
on ?i?s way to the city from George town.

The Chinaman rushed down the track
yelling at the top of his voice. "Man ;n
water." Several workmen and trachin-
lst.s from the iron works grabbed a rope
and a ladder and hurried to the man's
assistance, as ha was still alive. They

were joined soon after by Schram and a
driver for the Seattle Brewing and Malt-
ing Company, who was also coming to-

ward the city. "Hie la<lder was qu'ekiy

lowered and a machinist named Peterson
climbed down to tha water's edge and tied

one er.d of a rope around the struggling
man"? waist, though all that could be
seen of him was the back of his head.

The body was hauled up on the trestle
and Officer Brennan. who lives near by,
tried to resuscitate him. and succeeded in
getting out a large quantity of water.

Dr. Titus was summoned and placed the
ii. dy over :» barrel, but h s eforts
were unavail/ig, although a large quan-
tity of water ? was got out. Coroner Ask-
am was ser.t for and ordered the body

sent to the parlors of the Seattle Under-
taking Company, on Third street. The
pockets were searched, but contained
nothing but several old papers.

When taken out of the water, the body
was found, to be in an upright position,
with the head bent a little forward, giv-
ing it the appearance of being stuck in
the mud. This fact strengthens the sui-
cide theory, because if the body had fall-
en off the bridge sideways, it would never
have been found standing up.

Russtll had been drinking heavily for
about f:x weeks, ar.d was at itimes very
despondent, although he possessed an un-
usually bright disposition. He has been
rooming for over six. months with Tom
Scott, an employe of tiws free employ-

ment bureau, in the Overland lodging

house, over the Salvation Army head-
quarters, and on Thursday niglft started

to break his cot to pieces. Soott was in
the room, and asked why he was break-
irg his bed. Russell said: "I won't need
it any more after tonight." Scott stopped
him. and tied the broken cot together

with some rope. He slept in the b**d that
night, but did not show up Friday nighit.
Yesterday morring aliout 11:30 he walked
into Codrick's saloon and asked the bar-
keeper for a small glass of beer, which

was handed to hjm. He drank it and
after a few minu'es went out the front
door. That is the last se nn of him by his
friends until they saw his rlg-'d body ly-
ing on a slab at the undertaker's.

Russell has been working as porter
and roustabout for Codrick for about
a year, and had the reputation of
being an honest worker. He was
a hard drinker at times, and for thfs
had lost several grood places in the city.

For over two years he was porter at the
Western Central Labor Union headquar-
ters. but got ungrv and bjft one day be-
cause Secretary Middleton would not let
him have some money while drunk. He
was a small man, prl was about 3S years
of age. His family lives in Stockton, Cal.,
and is said to be highly respected.

The coroner w ill probably hold an Inquest
at the parlors of the Seattle Undertaking
Company on Mondav afternoon.

NEW HOUSE OF LORDS

Decided English Sentiment in

CONSERVATIVES AGITATING IT.

Chamberlain Said to Favor Restriction

ofPeers- Comment on Marlborough-

Vanderbllt Engagement.

London, Sept. 2S.?Reform of the house

of lord has in the last few days become a
t<p;c of principal discussion. While noth-
ing may come of it immediately or in the
near future, the vigor with which the
subject is being handled in the press and
In public addresses indicates that the
leaven is working which will ultimately
give the bouse of lords a semblance of a
representative chamber. The speech of
the Marquis of Londonderry at a ban-
quet at Ripon last night, in which he
admitted that the house of lords is sus-
ceptible to improvement and expressed

the hope that the Unionists would grapple
with the question, was heartily welcomed
by the Unionist press and appears to con-
firm the statement published in the Daily
Chronicle yesterday morning that the
Conservative leaders meditate the intro-
duction of a measure in favor of leform
of the house of lords.

It is suggested, however, that there Is s
possibility that this is another schema
emanating from Right Hon. Joseph Cham-
berlain with a view to further "dish" the
Radicals. The latter, however, would con-
sent to no reform which would leave the
house of lords in existence with the power
of rejecting or modifying bills adopted b>
the house of commons. It is thought pos-
sible, however, that the Radicals might be
induced to accept as an alterantive of
abolition some reform measure which
would leave the lords the mere power of
referendum to th« people regarding S.ny
bill which they might decline to accept.

English PajH-rs on Marrying Money.

London. Sept. 28.? Many protests, more
or less serious, are appearing in the news-
papers of on the depletion of the
ranks of eligible noblemen by marriagt

with American women, in connection with
the Marlborough-Yanderbilt engagement.
Truth prints an amusing letter signeu

"Dowager Duchess." in which the writer
says that she believes she has converted
her home into a judicious combination of
music hall, burlesque stage, gambling
rooms and club, and has had her daughter

instructed in the most seductive stops and
highest kicks. They have been, she says,
encouraged to sing the broadest songs,
and no restraint whatever has been at-
tempted on their conversation. They have
dined at all the fashionable restaurants
and sat almost beside the most notorious
women of the town, yet eligible men per-
sist in marrying either actresses of Amer-
icans. Truth says that men like good wo-
men and they like bad women, but few.
except fools, like a combination of the two
characters. Beside, with the pace set here
for wealth above every other considera-
tion. it is no wonder that men of today
have no greater ambition than to attain It.

The Daily News says that the engage-
ment of the Duke of Marlborough and the
millionaire Miss Yanderbilt gives addition-
al support to the theory that the principle
of equality is doomed in America.
