M'CORMICK CAUGHT And JAILED.

Kidnaper of Hi* child >fiurt \tone for
l>.«*ol»i>ylne th* Court'* <>ri|«-r.

John H McCormick, who stole his four-
year-old child from its grandfather's house
at South Park last Thursday, was cap-
tured yesterday afternoon and the child
returned to its mother. McCormick was

taken before Judge Osbom last evening,
and upon throwing himself upon the mercy
of the court was sentenced to ten days !n
the county jail and fined JiO and costs for
contempt.

As told In the Post-Intelligencer yester-
day morning. Detective Jut k McDonald
aid the city detective force were busily
engaged In trying to find some trace of
McCormick and the child, it having been
accepted as an assured fact that they were

In the city, despite the misleading letter
McCormick sent his wife. It was found
that the missine man ha 1 been stopping at
the Silver State hotel up to within two
weeks, but from that on it was a blind
trail. Numerous clues that ended In
naught were run down, and finally the In-
formation was received that McCormick
had been at the house of Mrs. Carrie Lowe,

who lives on the side bill west of the
courthouse.

Detective McDonald. Detective Phllbri.-k,

of the city police; Deputy Sheriff Morgan
and Mr. Clark, the missing child's grand-
father, Immediately went to the house and
found Mra. Lowe at the door. In r- sponr >

to a question If McCormick was there, she
replied that he was. The party entered the
house and there found the father and his
child eating dinner. Deputy Sheriff Mor-
gan placed McCormick under arrest, end
Grandfather Clark, picking up the child,

went down the hill"as fast as he could to
M-Donald's office, where Mrs. McCormick
and her sister Nellie, who is one of tWe

prettiest girls In South Park, were wait-
ing for news. N*o sooner did they see the
little one than they made a rush for it, and
such a rejoieinsr was had as would have
given Charles Dickens material for an In-
teresting novel.

In the meantime the disconsolate hus-
band w,is taken to Judge Ohorn's court
room. where he sat until 5:30 o'clock, wh'n
his case was eall-d. Mr. Ronald, who rep-
resented Mrs. McCormick In the divorce
trial Friday, told the court that he under-
stood from McDonald that McCormick had
decided to throw himself on the> court's
mercy an ! make no defense of his action
in violating the restraining order. MrCor-
mick stated that Mr. Ronald hsd spoken

the truth, lie had taken the child in hopes
of causing his wife to postpone the divorce
proceedings until the ne\t term of court,

and In the meantime he hoped that a com-
promise might he effected.

"Tou knew, did you not." said Judge Os-
born, "that the court had prohibited you
from taking the child""
