Snohomish, t>ct 3.- Sper|?i._The board
of county commissioners in regular
session today continued the can-vass of the election returns begun
yesterday and assumed the right to segre-
gate the returns in the precincts of South
Hnohomlsh and Port Gardner, returning
6 for Kverett snd 42 for Snohomish In
South Snohomish, snd 42 for Snohomlnh
snd m for Kverett 1n Port Gardner Thecanvassing board last fall found 242 for
Snohomish snd 5 for Kverett In South
Snohomish, and m for Kverett 1n Port
Gardner. tTpon this figuring of the board
of commissioners the total vote ts 4.W.,
of which Kverett receives 2.35! and Sno-homish l.f'.jfi, giving Kverett a majority
over thre* fifth* of 7 4 votes. ITpon this
finding the board issued an order remov-ing the county seat to Kverett.

Commissioner Krioschel then entered
the following protest: "I. John Krelschel.one of the members of the board of countv
commissioners of flnohomlah county, do
at this time enter my protest of recordagainst the counting and declaring th*
vote on the question of removal of tbn
county seat from Snohomish eitv to jcv-
erett. for the reason that the time for
courting and declaring upon said vote c ist
at the last election, for that purpose
long time past, Therefore upon the prop-
osition declaring upon the removal of the
county se«t from Snohomish to Everett l.v
virtue of any election heretofore held |
vote against making *.*l(l order. John
K lieschel."

The attorneys for Snohomish will ask
the courts for ntt order restraining the re-
moval, and the case will prohablv hebrought into court soon. It t* the opinion
of attorney* |n this cltv that the action of
the board Is of no weleht, as the auh-
stanc* of the whole affair has already
been settled by the decision of the supreme
court In the case of Krkwchel vs board of
county commissioners.

I>oin;er! for the purpose of investigating
the charges preferred against Chief of Po-
lice Claus Stammer by Police Magistrate
Jones, reported at the last meeting: of the
council In favor of the Impeachment of
Stammer. City Attorney Carroll has been
Instructed to prepare formal charges for
impeachment and the matter will be tried
before the whole council next Tuesday
evening. The charges against Stammer
arc failure on various occasions to exe-

cute process issued out of the police mag-
istrate's court, and that he has frequent-
lyreleased prisoners without hearing find
without the knowledge or consent of the
magistrate. There has. for some time.
Nen considerable friction the two

chief tonservators of the city's peace,
chiefly, it Is paid, on account of political
antagonism, the magistrate I>elng a Dem-
ocrat and the chief a Republican. The
special committee of Investigation was al-
so composed entirely of Democrats.

Wages at Fort Cudahy are $4.50
per day, $6 at Forty Mile, and $lO at the
diggings. In the diggings board is 30 per
cent, higher than at the posts.

It was reported that the only preacher
and lawyer in that section had got the
mining fever, and going into partnership
had struck for the hills. The Record says
that "their efforts to earn a living by

good, earnest, hard work had been re-
warded, as they struck it rich on Gia-
cier creek."

The C»nadian police are at Fort Cudahy
putting up their winter quarters. There
are twenty-four of them located there per-
manently.

Most of the miners on Sixty Mile are
said to be doing fairly well. Forty Mile
creek is nearly worked out, and none but
bed-rock scrapers are now mining there.

The first drowning at Sixty Mile was
that of a man named Bell, in the lower
end of Mud lake. Four men had been
drowned at White Horse, one being a man
named Brophy, of Montana.

At Forty Mile a reduction of 2 cents
had been made on beans, and sugar was
down to 2« cents a pound. Condensed milk
was selling for U) cents a can.

I.ord Clifton and a party of English sur-
veyors were seen below Pelly river.

Crow creek is the only new discovery
made in the Yukon. The gravel there
prospected at cents to the pan.

An Indian was expected to come out on
the steamer Beaver to take back the Yu-
kon mail, being paid S4"O for the trip.

There were about twenty white women
at Forty Mile post.

Four Indians, three men and a woman,
were arrested with assault on
Chris Henne, of Stanford university.
Henne and three natives were attacked
by the drunken Indians, and saved their
lives by stealing away in the night. The
Indians claimed to have secured their
liquor from white traders.
