He also fur-
ther stated that all the trouble could
have been avoided had Corbett not insist-
ed on havtr.g the fight pulled off in Texas,
but he had strong hopes that everything
would be amicably arranged, and then
Gentleman Jim wr ould either have to
fight him or suffer hlms* f to be branded
before the world as a coward.

HARMONY IN THE CONVENTION.

Th« Monroe Doctrine, Sound Money

>tate Indorsed.

Boston. Oct The Bepubllcan state
convention today chose Curtis Guild, jr.,

permanent president. The committee on
. redentials reported 1.939 delegates pres-
ent out of a possible 2,013.

The report of the committee on resolu-
tions was adopted unanimously. The
platform declares for the protection of
all industries; says the government
should not permit free coinage of silver
at any ratio not established by interna-

tional agreement: advocates legislation to
protect the metallic reserve from con-
certed attacks of speculators, and de-
mands the maintenance of the Monroo
doctrine. The platform advocates the
enactment of a restrictive immigration

law It declares: "Religious and race
partisanship have for many -ears been
manifest in tne Democratic party of

of strength. For seieral weeks there had
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been rumors of very hitter opposition to

the renomination of Gov. Greenhalge on
the part of the A. P. A. element In .this
city, but the state central committee made
every effort to straighten matters out,
and so far succeeded that it was Riven out

that the regulars were in control of the
situation and everything would run
smoothly when the convention met this
morning. The forecast proved correct in
every particular, and there was not a sin-
gle hitch *n the proceedings.
