Seattle and Tacoma.

THE EXHIBITS VERY FINE.

Chief Moses Extends the glad Hand
to Gov. McGraw

North Yakim? Oct. R.? Spe; ial?The Ya-
kima fair was formally opened today, with
an address by Judge Carroll R Graves, of
Kllensburg. followed i.y Gov. McGraw.
The exhibits were all in place, and every-
thing passed off most satisfactorily. Th*-
horticultural and agricultural displays in
the pavilion are pronounced superior to
anything ever seen hitherto in the North-
west, and the general comment is that in
the way of a fair. enterprising Yakima has
risen superior. Twelve car loads of excur-
sionists from Seattle and Tacoma arrived
at 2:30 p. m., and were heartily welcomed
by the citizens. The assembly is the larg-

est by far ever held In Central Washing-

ton, and the accommodations and hospitali-
ties of this little city are taxed to the ut-

most. Much favorable comment is passed
upon the exhibits of Seattle and Tac .ma
merchants and manufacturers, while the
First Regiment band is winning golden
opinions

Among the s#? issues of the day was
an audience between Gov. McGraw and
Chief Moses. The governor was desirous
of meeting the chief, and considered it
diplomatic courtesy to go half v.*y. but
the dignity of Moses is supreme at times,
and he must be approached properly, and
even after the introduction he turned
coldly away until his official interpreter
ceremoniously conducted the affair.

"I do not really know any-
thing about it." he said, "but I have
heard a treat many rumors about schemes
to hold the contest In Arkansas. It looks
though as if they mean to bring it off at
Hot Springs, sure enough. The fact that
Mayor Waters and City Attorney Mar-

"Will you interfere should they at-
tempt to bring it off there?"

It will be remembered that
President Cleveland, alnii«t on the exe of
the election of IW. sent Sir T.lonel his pass-
ports because of a letter written by him
to an alleged Kngllshmsn In
commenting on the approaching election.
This pamphlet Is Tx>rd Sackvtile's defense

n<l explanation, after several years, of
that incident.

But the unprecedented part of it. and the
part which has aroused very excited com-
ment. is. first, the freedom of his strictures
upoi tie \merican peonle and American
public men. and. second, his own express-
ed Indignation thnt the British ministry
should ha\e iccepted Mr. Pavard as am-
hissador tt> this country, while as se»re«
tar\- of state of the Fnlted States Mr Bay-

ard had wantonly insulted in person Its
accredited representative. The pamphlet
consists of 12 pages. 15.W words, and Is of
\ erv limited issue, not more than co-
pies. These have been sent under seal to

lesdinir foreign diplomats and the higher

Bngliah ofTlclals and a few personal
friends.

Chester A Arthur was president and
James G. Blaine secretary of state when
Lord Sackville ? ame to New York In No-
\ ember. lv«j. He says he entered upon his
duties with great solicitude. "I was well
aware of the difficulties I should have to
? ?ontend with in combatting the Influence
of the Fenian organisation over the gov-

ernment. and which was so powerful 1n
both houses of fhe legislature." Lord
Sackville that Tx-rd
tJranville. upon the represent at lons of
l ord Spencer, lord lieutenant ct Ire-
land and lately In I.ord Bos»>hery's rabi-
net. telegraphed the first assistant secre-
tary of state, saying that his (Lord Sack-
Mile's) life was In danger, and asking pro-
tection. Secretary F"relinghuys<»n. ha
said, declined to tak« any step officially,
but sent him to Gen Sherman. The latter
invited him to a trip in "the president's
varht." All the preparations were made
In secret, and they spent ten days cruis-
ing (n the .lame* river, after which "it
was deemed that the excitement caused
bv the Irish executions had abated." He
sa\« danger again became Imminent when
he was Instructed to demand the extradi-
tion f>T Patrick Sheridan for complicity in
the Phoenix park murders. He felt that
such a demand would be hopeless, and so
reported to Lord Granville, and then the
instructions were revoked. A presfdentlal
election was approaching, and Mr. BlJtlnn
was likely to be the Republican candidate.
"If was at this time tint Mr. Blaine

spoke to nie lr» the most condemnatory

tones of the conduct of her majesty's gov-

ernment In dealing with the Irish ques-
tion. It hil created such a hostile feeling
in the t'nlted States that he felt
that,' If the population wa.< polled, the re-
sult would be an almost unanimous ex-
pression of hatred toward Kngland This
language clearly Indicated his Intention to
trade upon this hostility to England to
pain the Irish votes for his ejection."
I.ord SackviHe notes Mr. Blaine's defeat
with not g rent In repressed exultation, and
say* ho looked hopefully to the new Demo-
cratic administration and Mr Bayard.
The latter. be says. deprecat"d to him "the
Influence which the Irish party had ob-
tained in the constituencies, and expressed
hims» If as determined not to allow his ac-
tions to be dictated by It."

lyord Sackvllle then reviews at length thi*
negotiations oxer the Bering sea question,
and asserts that neither Rngland nor the
I»omtn1on con If get Justice. because the
government dared not. Interfere with the
A'aska Fur Company, which corporation

wts rich and Influential in hoth houses of
congress. I-fird Hnckvllfe tjuoten a conver-
sation with Mr Bayard, of which he made
a minute at the time, Jn which the latter
sad: "The Irish vote has now become %

great factor In American politics, arid the '

word British affixed to any political or
tomm* 'ial question is -ufflcletit to create
» nmlty toward KrgJand."

Tx>rd Sackvlile treats of the events prior
to Mr Cleveland's renominating in IHM It
was necessary for him to show himself
mi re antl English than h s opponents. He
then sj»eaks of the Murchison letter and
his replv, which he refers to as "Inrau-
t!o>i«." both of which, to his amazement,
were published In the New York Tribune,
the organ of the Republican party, on
October 22. 1«*. He learned from i>tivafe
source* that no such person as Murcbtson
existed. "The excitement over th« Hack-
v I lie incident, as It was '-ailed, .>crame
farckal." He was caricatured. He saw
Mr. Ravard four days t»efore the election,
and the secretary "cordially accepted niy
expression of regret. at what had oc-
curred." "When, however. I saw Mr.
Bayard the following day, he said the
matter had t>ecome serious. Great inter-
ests depende i upon the re-election of Mr,
Cleveland. He could not ignore the In-
jurious eff. < t which my letter had had up-
on a certain fa tlon. the vote of which waa
necessary for the safety of the Demo-
cratic candidates."
