| The American Tin Plate Industry.
Washington City, Oct. 21.—8pecial
Treasury Ageat Ayer was recently in-
structed to ascertain and report upon the
{ condition of the tin plate industry in the
United States. He has just submitted
his report to the department. The report
covers the operations of the fiscal vear
s ended June 30, 1895. The facts presented
show a marked increase in the number of
mills for rolling the steel sheats, or
black plates, which form the body of
| commercial tin. The largely increased
| consumption of the steel shests from
American rolling mills indicates not only
the accelerated growth of this branch of
preference

the industry, but an actual
| for American rolled sheets. During the

year the production in the United States
was 193,801,078 pounds, an increase of 30
per cent. over the previous year. Forty-
eight firms were producing during the
quarter ended June 30, 1895, against forty
the previous year. Twenty-elght rolling
mills were producing black plates during
the quarter, against twenty during the
same quarter in 158,
Of the forty-eight firms that were pro-
ducing commercial tin and tin plates dur-
| Ing the guarter ended June 80, 1855, thirty-
nine used wholly American plates, nine
used both American and foreign plates,
and no firm used wholly foreign plates.
| The proportion of American sheets used
| during the arter ended June 30, 1895,
| compared with the entire production of
| commerchal tin and tin plates, was 93 per
cent., against 72 per cent. used the previ-
| vious year. During the year eight firms
permanently discontinued productions, and
twenty-six new firms &ngaged in the act-
ive business during the year, of which
geventeen are making or preparing to
make black plates.
