deavored to ke#»p i>efore the jury today.
The impulse that prompted the prisoner to
steal Blanche La mint's rings from her
body, he said, was the same impulse that
Irad caused uther criminals to steal nhnr
for wiik»h they had no use after commit-
ting a similar crime. If it were not for the
fact that criminals always do things tha'
should be- left umtone and fail to perform
important acts, he said, lawbreakers
would never !>e detected.

A few da>s
before his arraignment for conspiracy, to
which he pleaded guilty, I saw him In the
cell room, and he said the story he had
told me about the substitution of a body
was not true, and that the corpse found
was that of Pitsel. I said: Well. Holmes,
if that ts the ease, then you ha\e mur-
dered Plt*el and the children." He said:
'No, I did not.' "

Philadelphia. Oct "1 ?For about thirty
minutes today the nerve which all men
have marveled at forsook Holmes, and he
sunk his head into h's hands and sobbed
like a child. Meanwhile the woman he
persists in calling his wife, and upon
whom he had pinned his highest hopes,
sat two yards away, relating the story
that slowly but surely tightened the noose
around his neck. Throughout her testi-
mony. Miss Yoke, for such she called her-
self. never once bestowed a passing glsncs
upon the man sho once lived with. The
case progressed so swiftly today that few-
witnesses remain to be heard before the
closing of the commonwealths' case. Then
the defense will open, and tn spite of
Holmes' statement that he would himself
testify and also call Miss Yok ?, his coun-
sel privately stated tonight that the de-
f> nse would offer no defense, but submit
the case on argument alone. The attor-
ney confidence in his acquittal.

Holmes, as calm and unmoved as ever,
was placed In the dock at 10 o'clock, and
had a long, earnest colloquy with his
counsel. Holmes was apparently offering
suggestions. He appeared brighter and
more cheerful than at any time since the
trial began, and after counsel resumed
their sea's he chattel and laughed with
two court officers.

The first witness was Sydney I. Samuels,
a member of the bar of Fort Worth. Tex.

< liarles b. Fair's (Gasoline Yacht
Towed Into Astoria.

Astoria. Or., Oct. 31.?This morning Just
before daylight Charle* t.. Fair's new
gasoline launch Lucero, which was built
on Puget sound. broke down about four
mlle*i off the mouth of the ColumhU river
while on her maiden trip from Beattle to
San Francijwo, and despite all the efforts
of lt« three engineers the machinery re-
mained at a standstill. Nobody could tell
what was wrong The sea was rough at
the time. and f'apt. Hughe* hoi«tf>d sail
on both masts and lay off for awhile to
decide what to do. At daylight the rteam-
er Klder was *4ght> d on her way from
San Francisco for the mouth of th* river,
and the Lucero's captain, holstine signals

of distress, was towed Into this port. Mr.
