It Will Take Eighty Dayrs to Get the
Supply From the Two Yards—
The Work Is Durable.

The people of thiw city who have been
entertalning the hope that Front and Sec-
ond streets wou'd scon be paved, and that
they could he kept comparatively free of
winter's slush and mud, will have to give
up that hope and help out the shoe men
by purchas'ng high-topped overshoes, for
eccording to City Engineer Thomson the
improvement will not be completed until
next February. The condition of the
streets during tha late rains is but an ex-
ample of what they will be during most
of the winter. The inadbility of the con-
tractors to get brick fast enough is the
reason for the long delay that is expected.
Mr. Thompson said yesterday:

“The slowness with which the work on
Pike streat was completed and the poor

| progress made on both Front and Second

streets has been very disappointing.
From the presemt outlook, I do not feel
there is any assurance that either Front
or Second street will be completed before
next February. The reason for th's is the
fact that I do not believe it to be possible
for the brickmakers to furnish the proper
amount of suitable brick for the entire im-
provement within that time.
