Jars has been taken from well made
cbeese, cut up and pressed Into the Jirsby machine ar.d moistened w.th fine salal
oU to make It smooth. The treatment of
cheese In this way is for the soie
of retaining its moisture and also to ex-
clude the air whose action tends to make
the cheese rancid. Tne more this form
of pa~kinr cheene can be extended the
greater will be ths consumption. Preserv-
ed thus. It retains its mellowness and soft-
ens under the action of heai. For the
"Welsh rarebit. It ta in the finest possible
condition to use. For ma<caronl cheese
no bettpr sort uiaa a full-cream Cheddar
can be found.

If the epicure said tha.t a man's dining-
room Wits an indication of the degree of
his Civil,ratioo surely the gastronomic his-
torian wiil say of our age that he w:io
finds the best form of ehee«M» and the larg-
est nutritive result and the highest possi-
ble result is a rare bud of refinement.

The purpose of the recent apple-packing
contest on Hood river, November 9, was
an object lesson to all spectators as well
aa contestants. The number of packers
was not nearly as large aa it should have
been, but nearly all the largest fruit-grow-
ers were presont as spectators.

The following are seme of the leasons
learned by those present:

A red apple Is fir more marketable than
a yellow one; a rule.

Better leav# space t;ian "chink up" with
gmaJi ones.

Boxes must not be packed so full that
the cover has to bow to be nailed down.

Cleats the covers are essential.
Neatness of package Is everything.
Almost any apple can be packed

so aa to come out levek at the top of ; he
box by tilting or placing the middle tiers
at different angles.

The top course should have the larger ap-
ples In the middle and the smaller ones
at edges and corners.

If any apple is found to move or rattle
after being packed the job is not well
done.

The first prize of >lO was awarded on
a box of Baldwins packed by George Mc-
intosh. Paradise farm. The second w.a
on a box of Vaadevere from W. A. Shnger-
land.

Many are de#«rous of having a packing
contest inhere all the packer* should do
the pauking froua one pile, the prize to go

to the one who should pack the best bo*
in the shortest time. By thla means wo
could learn the best methods of packing.

The shell of an egg Ls porous ar.d any
filth on It will taint the meat. A good
reason for cleaning eggs as soon as gath-
ered. Sometimes dirty-looking eggs are
fresher tha-i some that are clean, but
buyers will not believe It, and. as they
must Judge an egg by its outward appear-
ance only, eggs should be made as attrac-
tive look!rig as possible before being sent
to market Eggs are preserved in two
ways: By cold storage in a dry atmos-
phere. at a temperature of 30 to 40 degrees,
arid by immersing in H pickle of lline and
salt in clean oak barrels. The pickle is
made by slacking two pounds of lime In
hot water, and adding one pint of salt
and four gallons of water. Twenty gal-
lons will cover liO doien, But fresh eggs

in the clear pickle uniil the vessel is
nearly full, spread a clean cloth over them
and cover this with the settlings of the
lime. Ice-house eggs and pickled (ggx are

edible If put In fresh and property kept,

but are greatly Inferior to fresh stock.
If sold for what they are it is all right,
but It ls all wrong and a fraud on con-
sumers to palm them off as rewly-lald
eggs.

In manipulating buttec, never allow the
hands to come In con act with it. as their
warmth melts and injures the grain.

Break a piece of cold butter, and If the
grain is perfect, the broken parts will re-
semble the broken parts of cast iron or
steel, also the same of soma rock forma*
tlotw.
