In accordance with the findings of the
Paris arbitration, schooners are now per-
mittad to hunt seals in Bering sea with
spears in a zone sixty miles around the
fslands from the first of August. It was
thought that confining sealing schooners
fo spears and reducing the season to prac-
tically five or six weeks would siop the
