Old cans, oil! shoes, axes, saws, bits, pipes,
grindstone* arid old tea kettles and stew-
pans kept with his books and pa-
pers.

He Experiences a Frost at His

larfon Aifalnst "Hahlts." and Ex-

pre«e»*» Sympathy With Cuba.

Milwaukee. Nov. 2C ?Senator Hill was
(Pre*r<*d by an audience of about 400 peo-

ple at his first appearance as a public lec-

turer In this city tonight. The pr.ces o.

small attendance. The audience consisted
mainly of old line Democrats who en'er-

Senator Hill during the day. Tha

lecture was on the subject of "Liberty,

its underlying idea being that the safest

mode of liberty and government was that
which did not Interfere with individual lib-
erty and did not attempt to legislate in

mattes of personal customs and habits.

Jt was an elaboration urwn a former

sjjee.: h of his delivered In New York, ex-
plaining why ' » was a Democrat and why
every true lover of liberty ought to b« a
Democrat.

He spoke at length on the Monroe doc-
trine, of which he showed himself to be a
strong adherent, and proclaimed his sym-
pathy with the Cubans in their present
struggle for Independence. He denounced
the adoration for titles which was grow-
ing in certain quarters in America, and
regretted the sending of Americans to for-
eign courts w ho were full of toadyism for
dying monarchy, and Americans ashamed

of their American citizenship. True Amer-
icanism, as the senator understood it, was
defined. Perhaps because it was his first
lecturing effort, he occupied nearly an
hour and a half to make his talk.

S nator Hill was the guest of the Jeffer-
son Club after the lecture. He was enter-
tained at dinner by nrominent Democrats
at a lending club of this city, and was
given an Informal reception by the local
press club. At midnight he left for Min-
neapolis.

O'-O.OOP. Since his marriage rumor has sa'.d
Castellane took to speculation, and that
l;irge sums disappeared. At the French
watering places last summer much com-
ment was caused by the oount's expendi-

tures. He has spent $1,000,000, it is said,

on bric-a-brac. He has also been lavish in
subscribing to funds established by French
newspapers, and has lost more than a trifle
nt the gaming table and on the race course.
At least, such are the rumors.
