Crane differed with the remaining mem-
bers of the committee, who had determined
to report adversely to the plan, and sub-
mitted a verbal report from lead pencil
memoranda, explaining that a typewritten
copy would be subm.tted later in the day.
At 3 o'clock in the afternoon both reports
came before the trustees.

The majority report, signed by four
of the nve members, states the ques-
tions thus: First, is the city in a
position to proceed with the pro-
posed extension? Second, is there
any necessity for such extension at
the present time? As to the tirst ptopo-
sitlon, the city is now in debt something

like s.\u25a0!>>,(»«» over Its constitutional limit of
10 per cent. Add to this-the proportion of
the tounty debt which properly belongs
to the city tp assume, arid the debt of
school district No. i, and it makes an ag-

gregate debt of over s4.tW©.ooo. These facts
make it plain that only the most extreme
necessity would Justify any such proposi-

tion at the present time.

Told by Connor of His Affray
With Corbett.

DENIES HE INTENDED TO SHOOT.

Put Away gun to Avoid a Fight

When Corbett Attacked Him- lie
Blames. McNamara.

Th* last act in the terrible cutting ar.dshooting affray in the Wanderer
saloon in which Officer John corbett and John

Connor th?? actors, is At han!.
c onnor Is on his deathbed, and it is hut a
quest on of a few days when he shall have
passed into the unknown. For days anl

he has lain on h's ba- k in - s cot
in Providence hospital 'ightmg death, hut
to no purpose, the officer's bullet having
broken the spinal cord, and made it an-
possibe for him to recover,

Connor has positively refused to make
any statement of the afta.r to the press,
but st-verai days a+to, when confronted
with the fact that he "ould not last mu?n
longer, he informed M. Campbell, s re-
tary of the F.rumen's Union, of which ne
was a member, that he wished to make a
statement to a Post-Intelligencer reporter.
In compliance with his request a reporter
v:s.tfed the hospital yesterday afternoon
in company with Mr. Campbell, and se-
cured the only a count ever gn>'n >y
Connor of the terrible afTray. Connor
blames Officer Corbett for his condi-
tion. and also has a few words to say of
McNamara. who, he says, could have
stopped the whole row He tells wner# ie

w as on .the hight of the shootirwt. ,tnd de-
nies that he ever roblwd an> one or t A is
ever arrested in this city. The statement
is concise, as the sick man was suffering
a great deal of pain, which made it diffi-
cult for him to talk. He saidt

"I had been in a saloon on W ishington
street with a friend named Tom Burns
and an old rancher from Clallam ail night
up to within ten minutes of the trouble.
We were talking ai* >ut going to t. iallam
to take up some land. We parted about 4
o'clock In the morning, and 1 wtnt down to
the lodging house over M Xatnara's sa-
loon. where I had often gone before. I re-
mained upstairs for sev-ral minutes, and
went down to the saloon. A few minutes
after I went in. Corbett and a sailor came
in and the officer asked him if I was the
mm that stole his money. The s.iilor said
he did not know, w.'ien Coroett said it
looked suspicious, and wanted me to go

to police headquarters with him. 1 then
went behind the bar to put away some
things 1 had, and Corbett followed me in.
I had a pistol in my pocket, and took it

out and placed tt l»ehind the bar, for fear
I would be fined if it was found on my

person. Just as 1 placed it down. Corbett
Jumped on me from behind, and I pull*d
out my knife, which was a pocket knife,
and defended myself. Trie sailor jumped in
and I cut him a couple of times. When I
got from behind the bar Corbett came up
behind me and struck me over the head
with his gun. The hlow stunned me slight-

ly, but did not knock me down. 1 cut him
again, and just then McN'amara, who ha 1
never made a move to stop the tight, told
me to go out of the saloon, and I started
for the door, when 1 WHS struck with a
bullet, and that Is all, that 1 remember. I
want to say that Corbett was to blame, as
I intended going to the station, and only
wanted to hide my pistol for fear <\u25a0. be-
ing fined. I also blame McNamara, who
could have stopped the fight if he wanted
to. I never expect to get off my bed. and
make this statement so tiiat all the blame
will not rest on me."
