"The incident to which you refer un-
doubtedly did a good deal to turn the
fort;:! "S of Seattle. It waa In the spnrsp
of 1573, I think, when the Northern Pa-
c:fto pec pie had determined upon Taeoma as
the terminus of their road, and the prop-
erty owners in Seattle were badly fright-
ened at the announcement. Jay Cooke &
Co. had arranged for a great sale of lands
at Taeoma, and Eastern capitalists, with
their po- kets full of dollars and their
heads full of tips, came flocking out w.th
a view to investing. My father at that
time was in command of the Saranac, and
had been cruising about the Sound, with
which he was already familiar. It so
chanced that just before the land sale had
been arranged for, h# had been ordered
to Old Taconia, and had made very thor-
ough soundings, which, of course, he had
carefully recorded. The net result of his
investigations there was that he found n>
anchorage whatever. When the bow of
the boat was oa the beach her fcteru was
In 130 fathoms of water.

Notice From Glasgow Which
Affoeta Their Bns!

THE NEW < UTTEU A BEAUTY.

Capt. Hooper I'raUes Plans hikl \\ ants
Her Itullt on the t oast.

The now revenue cutter for the Pacific
coast, far which an appropriation waa
made by the last congress, will be a beauty,
according to the plan* which have been
drawn at Washington City, and every
effort is being made to have her buiit on
the I'auific coast. Capt. C. 1* Hooper, of
the revenue marine service, writing to
Senator Sijuire from Washington City, un-
der date of November 10, says!

"I arrived in Washington City a few days
since, and am dolighted to find almost com-
pleted the plana and judications for the
revenue outter for the Pacific coast. I
have been over them carefully, ar.d have
no hesitation in saying that she will be far
superior to any vessel ever owned by the
revenuo cutter service. The next most im-
portant thing la to insure her being built
on the Pacific coast. 1 am particularly
anxioua about tins; the i>eople out there
take more pride and Interest In vessels
built on the C'oast. We have equally good
facilities out there, and can turn out
as Kood veasti* as Eastern builders."

"Coming back to Seattle, he found ev-
erything stirred up over the approaching
eale, which was to take place within a
few days, say the following Wednesday,
fiome of his old friends, Yesler, the Den-
rys and others, told him that they wene
thinking of investing In Tacorna and per-
haps d.spoging of their Seattle interests,
lie told them they were foolish to think
of such a thing. Seattle has always occu-
pied a warm place in his heart, and it
touched him to hear soma of her stauncJi-
est friends and earliest settlers talk of
abandoning her. It may be imagined,
therefore, that he spoke with considerable
warmth. They were incredulous, for they
could not believe that Jay Cooke & Co.
would make the mistake of selecting a
seaport terminal without anchorage. My

father then showed them his soundings
and charts, and they wore convinced.
That was. however, only part of the re-
sult. The town was full of Eastern pros-
pective buyers, and as soon as the rumor
of my father's statements reached them
they beset him for information, ani for
two or three days the ship was besieged
by men who w anted to see those charts.
One by one they looked ar.d were con-
vinced. The land sale came oft, but there
was a sad dearth of buyers, and the mon-
ey and influence that would have gone to
the new town was thus diverted to Seat-
tle, which soon Jumped from a town of
3,000 or 4.000 to a real city. I need hardly
pay that my father has been gratified at
the progress of the city, which he had the
pleasure of visiting again four years ago;
it Justifies the Judgment and foresight

which led him years ago to select this
spot as the site of the future great city of
the Northwest.
