Although the Driad has
been order<-<1 back to Salonika, it s under-
stood in official circles that th's is enly a
temporary move, taken in order to avoid
Ki\in< any provocaiirn which mijtht b ad
to rioting in Constantinople, and the sul-
tan s obstinacy in this matter is .ill the
more annoying, as it is clear that the pow-
ers are fc* lag dallied with and placed in an
undsgnif.ed position by Abdul Hamid, who
is evidently skeptical as to the longevity
of the European concert.

The suggest on is published here today
that the sultan has a few brokers operat-
ing on the different foreign bourses, and
that he has been personally manipulating
the recent rapid changes of the political
situation in the Kast from a speculative
point of view. If this be true, Abdul Ham-
id must have made huge profits within the
past few weeks merely on the movements
of fupds which attended the various
phases of the extra guardshlp Question,
which has been the great attraction in
politics throughout the week.

A Constantinople dispatch to the
Times says th.it the diplomats t 1 '-re
appear less confident of carrying tseir
point as to the adm ss:on cf .1 second guard-
ship of each of the powers in the Darda-
nelles.

RIOT IN MADAGASCAR.

A Missionary and His Family Butchered
by Natives.

Antananarivo, Madagascar, via Port
l.uis, Mauritius, Nov. .V A serious anti-
F.urepean riot has broken out at Arovonl-
mimo. A mob of 2.<w natives attacked
the Friends' mission at that place and mur-
dered Rev. Mr. Johnston and his wife and
child. The bodies of the murdered per-
sona were horribly mutilated. Further at-
tacks on t'lreigners and additional massa-
cres are feared.

plashed with knives, then p'.ared in a
rearing tire kindled for the purpose, the
bodies being wholly destroyed. T*arg«

quantities of oil were placed on the fire,
and the rebels danced about the flames as
the remains were burned to ashes. The
queen's mother committed on head-
ing the fate of her daughter.
