THE WOMAN'S BIBLE.

The first part of "The Woman's Bible"
hu been published, and the design of the

whole made manifest. It !s not an edition

of the Bible revised to bring out trie equal-

ity of woman, but a very clever analysis

of passages relating to the sex. Although

the first part comments on Genesis, Exo-

dus. I>>vlt:eus, Numbers and Deuteron-
omy, probably most Interest centers on
Genesis, wherein the relations between

man and woman ere established by the
highest authority In Christian dogma.

In the Introduction, Elisabeth Cady

Stanton briefly sums the position of wo-
man as defined by the Bible. According 10
tills the Hiiile teaches that woman brought

sin and death Into the world, that she pre-
cipitated the fall of the race, that she
was arraigned before the Judgment seat
of heaven, tried, condemned and sen-
tenced. Marriage for her was to be a
condition of bondage, maternity a period
of suffering and anguish, and In silence
and subjection she was to play the role
of a dependent on man's bounty for all
her material wants, and for all the Infor-
mation she might desire on the vital ques-
t.jiis of the hour she was commanded

to ask her husband at home. Following
this, the canon and civil law, church and
state, priests and legislators, all political
parties and religious denominations, have
alike taught that wuman was made after
man, of man, and for man, an inferior
being, subject to nian. Creeds, codes,
S riptures and statutes, are all based on
tlus Idea. The fashions, forms, cere-
monies and customs of society, church
ordinances and discipline, all grow out
of this idea.

Admitting the grand truth taught by the
Hook of Books, Miss Stanton makes the
fallowing bold declaration of belief which
forms the foundation of the work she has
undertaken; ?' The only points," she *ays.

"in which I differ from all ecclesiastical
teaching is that I do not believe that any
man ever saw or talked with God; I do
not believe that God Inspired the Mosaic
code, or told the historians what they
say he did about woman, for all the reli-
gions on the face of the earth degrade

her; and so long as woman accepts the
position that they assign her. her emanci-
pation is impossible. Whatever the Bible
may be made to do in Hebrew or Greek,
In plaid English it does not exalt and d.g-
nify woman."

Tho comments cite Genesis 1:26-2S, par-
ticularly the declaration: "God cre-
ated man In Ilia own Linage, in the image
of God created He film; male and female
created lie them. And God blessed them
and God said unto them. Bo fruitful and
multiply ? ? and have dominion over

clartd the eternity and equaiity of &cx.

is very human.

PHOBIAPO«TIN TF.LLIOEXCKR.
There is a neurasthenic affliction which

sometimes seizes animals and some other
things which may cause apprehension to

timid people unless the symptoms are ex-
plained. It is not to be mistaken for the

ferocious mania of powerful bulls or mad
dogs, which is often serious; it is a mild
form, rather, of phobophobia, and al-
though the victim usually foams at the
mouth, snorts, kicks up his heels and
prances around, he is very harmless. Hit
bellow is the worst part of the outbreak,

and this sometimes frightens well-inten-

tioned. bat feeble-minded. citizens.
It does not always bear the same name.

In Its more Innocuous form It is known

on this Coast as phoblapostintelligencer,
but la its more acute stages it is some-
times called dammerfphoolimanla. A
morning newspaper has a distressing ef-

fect upon the victim, to whom it is as in-
furiating as a red rag to a mad bull. Some-

times the Irritating bacilli creep into the
columns of tentative evening newspapers,
and then it is known as jealousiensis. It
must be a painful complaint, for It throws
the sufferer into the most grotesque and
even ludicrous contortions; and, indeed,
pitiable as the affliction is, it is always to

the heartless public a very, very funny
spectacle.

The remedy is not easy to find, because
the complaint has its lodgment in Inher-

ent mental weakness. It can be controlled,
however, the most efficacious method
known to science being that of the Irish-
man on hie pig. When he wanted it
to go to market he always headed it in the
opposite direction.

Whenever a great public question is be-
fore the public, the phobist waits to see
which way the morning paper is going, and
he immediately starts off, his ears laid back
and h.s tail waving, pell-mell the other
way. He gets great enjoyment out of this
perversity, and it does not disturb the
equanimity of the morning paper or affect
the judgment of sensible people who think
and act for themselves.

THE HEAVENS IN DECEMBER.

Venus Shines In the morning sky, near
\u2666he brilliant Spica; and the goddess of
love is a fitting companion of the queenly

star of Virgo. The planet each morning
rises further southeast, and during the
month will change in declination about
ten degre«. She rises at S:l4 a. m. on the
Ist. 3:37 on the 15th, and 4:10 on the 31st

Mars rises before the sun In the south-
east. The planet is still moving south,
following the sun tn Scorplus. Mars rises

at 6:91 a. m. on the Ist, 5:58 on the 15th. and
at 5:54 on the 31st.

Jupiter Is in the constellation Cancer,
little east of the Twins. He wiil soon be
conspicuous in the early evening. He
rises 28 degrees north of east, at S:3» p. m.
on the Ist, 7:39 on the 15th, and at 6.2S on
the 31st.

Saturn Is a morning star, and rises at
5 a. m. on the Ist. 4:14 on the 15th. and at
3:39 an the 31st.

Altair sets at 8:47 p. m. on the 15th, and
Sirius rises at S:l9 p. m.

The stars of winter are beginning to

show their glory. Orton, Pleiades. Hy-
ades, Procyon. in the east. Andromeda,
Pegasus and Perseus near the meridian,

Vega and Altair in the west, are among
the starry gems that make the winter
skies a canopy of loveliness. Perhaps it

was the irrandeur of this stellar scene
that Inspired Emerson to write:
"If a man would be alone let him look

at the stars. The rays that come from

those heavenly worlds will separate be-
tween him and what he tuches. One might

rtiink the atmosphere w«s made transpar-

ent w<th this design, to give man. in the
heavenly bodies, the perpetual presence of

the sublime^
"Seen in the streets of cities, how Kreat

they are? Ifthe stars should appear one
night in a thousand years, how would

men believe and adore, and preserve for

many itinerations the remembrance of the
city of Ood which had been shown! But
ev6ry nigtit come out these envoys of
beauty, and li*ht the universe with their
admonishing smile."
