The f onf(i»lon of Harry Hay ward.
Minneapolis, Dec. 4.? The closing act in

the drama of Harry Havward's life is at
hand, and in that '-onnection the book of
"missing links" which haa been prepared
by Michael Quinian. the detective em-
ploye*! by the Haywards, has a re mark-
abie interest. The book was given to the
printers tht* afternoon, and will be ready
for the puoiic next Monday. The whote
book is virtually a confession of Hay-

ward's guilt. Quinian himself evidently
thieves in it most thoroughly. Two chap-
ter* are devoted to a running account of
the crime and trial. The remaining chap-
ters are devoted to "links," and are so
designated.

The most Important Is *h3t on which the
confession is based, which appears In link
f. In that chapter a visit to Hay ward at
the Jail Is detailed by the detective. Harry
had been discussing with his detective a
preposterous plan for retting Adry out of
the way. The plot was an exceedingly tn-
genious and dulisg one. Quinian said:
"Well, Harry, your scheme Is a great one
and well put up, but you must remember
that you only look at one side of it. You
know there are two sides to everything.
You remems er bow your plot was laid in
your las: Job In the murder of Miss Glng,

end you see how poorly you put up that
job. You look at only one side of It."

"Well." replied Hay ward, petulantly,
"who in heaven's name would think his
own brother would go back on him? Had
Adry stayed with me I would have known
what FMlxt would have said from the start.
They did not disprove my loan to Miss
Ging In the trial, and that alone would
hav« carried out my theory."

"That," sa'.ti Quinian, "waa Hayward's
confession."

On another question Harry said to Quin-
ian; "IfAdry only told all the truth and
the fiots as they are, he would not help
me any, but he would be hanged. Just as I
expect to l>e. We both deserve
for the crimes we have committed Before
this."

Theodora llartHtiej'er a Baron.

New York. Dec. 4?A cablegram was re-
ceived In this cltv last night, giving offi-
cial notice of the resignation of Theodore
A Havemeyer us consul general of Aus-
tria in this city. Mr. Havemeyer resigned

three week* a«o because of the pressure
of his private business affairs, after hold-
ing the position /or twenty-five years. The
cablegram announced further that Mr.
Havemeyer's successor. Franz Stockinger,
would present to Mr. Havemeyer a patent
of nobility from Emperor Francis Joseph,
conilrming the title of baron already
borne by him. The emneror created Mr.
Havemeyer a commander of the order of
the Iron Cross eight years ago. This
honor carries with It the rank of baron.
Mr Havemeyer will not leave this city to
live In Vienna, as was reported. His In-
terests are too vast, he says, to permit
him to leave them. Franz Stockinger,
who lias succeeded Mr. Havemeyer. has
been an attache of the Austrian govern-
ment at London. »

Omaha, Dec. 4 Henry Wattereon is in

Omaha t<»day. Sjwaklng of the president's
message he taid: "Nothing will come of It.

With different political majorities In the
two houses and Mr. Cleveland in the pres-
idential chair It is idle to hope for any
agreement upon Important measures of leg*

banking system with it. That Is one of the
best banking systems In the world and
ouaht to be maintained."

EUROPE AGAINST HIM.

ara'nst the officers of the regular army
and the zaptires. who, stationed before
the shvns, exhorted the rioters to di:p

th- r arms and pive t£emselves under
the protection of the authorities, who
would know how to defend them. Indeed,
they did not even respect the person of
th- governor, at whom they ured. At the
sight of one soldier and one or two Mu?-
seimans wounded and two others who
were already dead, the afr.iation of the
Mussulmans and Greeks, who had Joined
the brawl, reached its climax. It was 3
o'clock before they could re-establish or-
der. Corps«*s lying in tha streets ar.d in
the shops were taken that same night to

the untenanted stores, and the wounded
were conveyed to their homes or to the
hospitals.

"After the riot was put down, the Ar-
menians who had remained shut up ln Th ®

houses and stores, were deprived of theft

guns. Until calm could be entirely

restored, they were lodged in the edifices
of the civil and military authorities. Those
individuals and families who mere depriv-

ed of means of support were cared for in
some Mussulman houses and received
bread and whatever was necessary for
them. W :ien order whs finally restored
the old offenders and the others regained
their own firearms. The Ottoman sub-

jects and the stranpers who had sought

Protection at the residence of the foreign

consuls at the moment of the riot were
conveyed to their homes, and for the pur-

pose of protecting them from an attack
the foreign consulates, and the schools
and other religious establishments, as well

as the residences of foreigners, were
guarded while the trouble lasted. Certain
particular families were lodged for pro-
tection in the houses of prominent Mus-
sulman citizens, and wherever the zap-
tires and the troops failed it was the Mus-
sulman and Christian leading men who

took their places. ? »

"After the complete suppression of the
troubles an elaborate inquest was held to

discover the authors of the first shpts. It
was discovered that on the morning of
Tuesday, October 8, the day of the riot,

several rioters expelled from Constami-
ple arrived by the Austrian steamer. An
unusual assembling of Armenians having

taken place near the wharf, popular curi-
osity was excited. Among the letters dis-
tribute was one addressed to a certain
C'harvarch, of Erzindjan, who lived at

the Han, immediately the town
hall, which is situated on Charkl square.
This letter contained details of the trou-

bles at Constantinople, ar.d announced the
death of the brother of the person it was
addressed to. This person, the moment
he ri ad the letter, placed himself at the
window of his room and commenced to

fire wildly on all passers-by. contending

that it was thus that one should act un-
der such circumstances. Immediately af-
terward four or five shots were fired from
the stores of Diaradourian, opposite the
Han and under the town hall. These shots
were followed by others fired by the Ar-
menians assembled at the landing. It was
thus that the crowd which found Itself in
the square and adjoining streets were
obliged to respond.

"The fact that some of those who fired
during the riots from the windows of Ar-
menian houses wire inhabitants of neigh-
boring villages who had or.lv come to

town that morning, and that the first shots
wcro fired by them; that simultaneously
with the commencement of the riot the
shops had been closed; that the Arme-
nians had knowledge themselves of all
these facts; and finally, that the officers
of the army and, the zaptlres who exhort-
ed them to submislson and the laying
down of their arms were greeted by shots,
and also all that had been stated here-
above, proves conclusively that the rioters
had decided to cause a great slaughter
throughout the country. It is worthy of
remark, however, that the above-men-
tioned Charvarch, of Erzindjan, from
whose room the first shot was fired, not-
withstanding that he was proved to V>e
affiliated with the revolutionary commit-
tee and was also proved guilty of several
crimes, profited by the amnesty graciously
accorded by his Imperial majesty the sul-
tan, as did also the Diaradourian, who
were among the most suspected."

New York, Dec. s.?Tje He raid's corre-
spondent in Rio Janeiro sends word that
the Italian minister to Brazil and tUe
minister of foreign affairs of the republic
have signed a draft of a treaty submit-
ting the claims of Italy against Brazil to

GRAIN FROM SEATTLE

Elevator Across the Bay Pre-
paring for Big Shipments.

NEW MACHINERY* IN READINESS

Movement of Oraln Expected

l"hls Month -Three Here

and Two Coming.

Seattle seems yet destined to be the
great wheat-ex porting port of the state.
in spite of rebates on freights and free
warehouses offered to farmers in order to

switch the grain to other ports by which
more can be made by certain railroad
companies. ? There is an undercurrent of
expectancy among the wheat dealers of
this port Just now and there was some
bustle noticeable yesterday afternoon
about the grain elevator of the Stat tie
Warehouse & Terminal Company, at West
Seattle. E. B. Nicoil. tae manager, said:
"There will be a lot more wheat pass
through this house this season than ever
before." When asked for an explanation
he said a man in his positon could not
talk of the business of his clients, no more
than could a bank cashier of the affairs
of the bank's customers.

But the great barn-like elevator has
strengthened and added to and generally
improved recently; a new smutting ma-
chine and a new cleaner and separator,

each wrth a capacity of 1.0(A) bushels a
day, have been put up. everything js in
readiness for doing a large business, and
the capacity of the elevator is over a mill-
ion bushels.

There has been little wheat come to tho
Sound this year In comparison with other
years, but this month a large movement is
expected, and the elevator company is
prepared to handle its share. Last night
th*re were three large wheat ships in El-
liott bay. to one only in Commencement
bay; also, Balfour, Guthrie & Co. are said
to purpose shipping more wheat from here
than formerly, and Gibson & Kerr, of Ta-
coma and Portland, who are also great
importers, will ship from here.

The three vessels here now are the Yola,
the Simla and the Dalgor.ar. The latter
has taken 4,000 tons of wheat at Taeoma
and came hera yesterday to complete htr
cargo with sOu tons more. The Yola had
taken on I,'JuO tons, when yesterday she
moved from the elevator to make way
for the Dalgonar. and later on she wail
take 2,300 tons more. The Simla v, ill take
4.500 tons. In addtiion to these, two other
large ships have loaded wheat here this
season for Liverpool, the Kingal and the
Whittleburn.

The elevator has received this season
8,21s tons. The receipts for November were
1,811 tons, which was only about 100 tons
over the receipts for the previous month
owing to the fact that farmers have been
so strenuously holding their wheat for a
rise.

Mr. Xicoll says the merchants of Seat-
tle have not yet become alert to the busi-
ness of victualing these large ships, and
that about half the time they allow the Ta-
eoma man to come here and cut them outi
Also he points out that the vesseiyTsufter
Inconvenience from the lack of buoy ac-

commodations near the elevator, and he
hopes to interest the Chamber of Com-
merce in this matter.
