THE SUIT AGAINST C. B. WRIGHT

Wholesale bribery of City Officials UIKI
Voters to be Alleged.

racoma, Dec. -Special.?Preparations
for the 11.000,090 damage suit brought by
the city of Tacoma against C. B. Wright
and the Tacoma Light and Water Com-
pany are occupying the attorneys of both
parties to the action. For the company,
Harris A ?"oreli. of the law firm of Par-sons. Corell & Parsons, is engaged daily
ar the city clerk's office taking off a type-
written copy of the proceedings of the
council during the negotiations thai ledup to the sale of the plant in April, 18UJ. as
well as the record up to and including the
transfer on August 3 following. City At-
torney James YVickersharm puts in his
whole time preparing evidence in the case
and getting schedules, reports of commit-
ters. correspondence between the city and
the company and other imi»ortant docu-
ments together. The case Is set for trial
by jury in Judge Pritchard's court next
Moiltiay, and It is expected that fully
three weeks will be occupied in the trial.

It is confidently expected that much of
the evidence will be ofc a sensational char-
acter. In the pleadings the city alleges
wholesale bribery and corruption of both
city officials and voters. Much of these
charges were stricken out. but it is ex-
pected the testimony of witnesses showing
that money was spent in the election, if
the city produces such testimony, will be
admitted. Nearly all of the officials of the
company have been subpoenaed or will be
by one side or the other. Manager I VV.
Anderson, of the Tacoma I.and Company,
who was active in his efforts to carry the
election, will also testify. Altogether, it
is believed the public will know to what
extent, if any, money was used in influ-
encing voters at the election.

Among other things the city will set up
that it never received all that was bar-
gained and sold. The city claims that by
the- terms of the sale a flow of lo.noo.rtfirt
gallons of water daily was guaranteed by
the old company at the Thomas and Pat-
terson springs, or at l«ast that they were

represented to have that capacity. The
flow of these springs has been frequently

measured since the purchase, and it is
asserted on the authority of the cltv offi-
cials that not more than one-quarter of
the flow claimed for the springs can be
obtained. The city Is supposed to have
paid something like 1700,000 for this source
of supply

A short time before the election, it is
claimed, a ship load of cast irjn pipe for
use in the streets was on its way from

New York to Tiwmt. pur lused by the
company, and. it is alleged. Included in

the original schedules of property to he

sold furnished the fire and water com-
mitt'-ce "f the council by General Super-

intendent C. R Hurley This ship is il-
leged to have been stopped at Sin Frin-
cise* when the election carried and her

Petitions from Florida for recognition oft'ubu and fr..m the legislature of Montanaagainst further issuance of bonds w»-re
presented.

A resolution offered by Call was adopt-
ed calling on the secretary of state
for the correspondence relating to thecase of Gen. Buflilljr, an American < iti-
zen sentenced to lift- imprisonment for al-leged complicity in the Cuban revolution,
and directing him to pcocure a copy of the
record in the case if it is not on hie at thedepartment.

GalHnger introduced a resolution dar-
ing it the sense of the seriate that it ts un-
wise and to retire the ureen-
backs.

Mitchell of Oregon introduced a resolu-
tion, which was agreed to, .ailing on the
secretary of the treasury to inform the
senate why the construction of a public
building at Portland. Or., for which tin ap-
propriation was made by the last congress,
was not proceeded with.

Call addressed the senate in advocacy
of his resolution for recognition of the
belligerency of the Cuban insurgents and
for strict neutrality by hie I'nited States
In the war. Call drew a graphic picture of
the ruinous misgnvernment and barbarous
cruelty against which the Cubans were
contending, and their long struggle for
freedom. He described former revolutions
and declared the progress against tyranny

made by the native Cubans, who main-
tained. as we maintained in 177ft, that just

government must derive its authority
from the consent of the governed, c titled
them to recognition as belligerents and the

neutrality of other nations He considered
it an outrage that the United States
should not hold out an encouraging hand
to those struggling for Independence. In-
stead of speeding the Cubans on their
course he Insisted that this government

was actually retarding the revolution, in
fact furnishing aid to the Spanish tyrant.

"This government," said Oal! emphatical-
ly, "is responsible for many outrages that

have been committed. 1 do not mean to

say the president and cabinet are respon-

sible. but the attitude of this government,

negatively, not recognizing the revolu-

tionists as belligerents in our ports ami
territory, is maintaining todav the cower

The Cabin to Hawaii.
Washington City. Dec. s?SenatorHsle's

project, which had its origin at the last
session, for the establishment of a cable
line between this country and Hawaii
under governmental control, is to be push-
ed onward again this winter, and it is
believed with a chance of success. The
original proposition passed the senate in
the consular and diplomatic bill, but was
left out in the house on account of the
president's animosity, a sentiment that de-
veloped. it was alleged, out of criticism
passed upon the executive in connection
with the Hawaiian situation. Senator HaW
has prepared a new bill, which he will
Introduce at an early date. It is learned
that the Hawaiian government, desirous
ofi 'the establishment of this cable connec-
tion. has guaranteed a subsidy of $40,000

a year. This makes the prospect of enact-
ing the new measure more favorable than
ever. It is the determination of the friends
of the movement that this government

shall absolutely control the project, but
owing to the subsidy by the islands, tho
scope of the bill will be modified in such
a way as to provide for a subsidised line,
not built by the government, hut at the
disposition of the United States .ft both
ends.

Washington City. Dec. 5. Senator Chan-

dler today Introduced a bill providing for
the unlimited coinage of gold and silver In
connection with other nations and estab-
lishing the ratio of 1 to lf,U. After provid-
ing for coining the bullion arid the Issuing

of silver and gold certificates, the third
section of the hill provides that the law
shall take nnd become operative
when similar laws shall have been adopt-
ed by the governments of England, France
and liermanv, "which laws «hall '» sub-
stance provide for the purchase of gold

and sil\<r bullion without limit and shall
make leg;tl tender of the gold arid the
principal silver coins and any certificate
representing th'-m, the ratio between the
gold and silver to be the same as provided
for in this act, an! when such laws have

b.-en passed by the governments aforesaid,

the president shall make proclamation ac-
cordingly, and this law shall then take
effect and be in force."

killed in Caesar la. A massacre has oc-
curred at Kaiiniel, In the vlllayet of Kr-
i.ruum, about twenty milts east of the
city of Krxeroum. where tho Armenian
monastery was sacked and burned, and th»
bishop. the \ car and other Inmates killed.
A feeling of alarm still prevails.

The Times will print a dispatch from
Constantinople which says the embassies
have re> eived instructions from their re-
spective governments that the guardships
question must be pushed home, and that
it Is Impossible for tiie powers to retire
from the position which they have as-
sumed.
