A POSTMASTER INDICTED.

Albright Charged With FEmbezzling
Frocreds of Money Orders.

Joel H. Albright, postmaster at Port
| Crescent, Clhllam county, was indicted

yesterday by the Federal grand jury, on
five very serious charges, it being alleged
that he has embezzled and defrauded the
government of sums aggregating $775.30.
According to the indictment, Albright, be-
side smuggling sums which came into his
possession, engaged n the more hazard-

money orders in large sums and pocketin
the money.

In the first eount !t !s alleged that on
July 28, 1885, money came into his posses-
8ion In various amounts and forms to the
sum of $379, all of which was the properiy
of the U'nited States, but was appropriated
and kept by Albright.

In the second count it is alleged that
Albright, on June 8, 156, emberzied $211
derived from postage. On July 3, 1395, he
Is alleged to have unlawfully issued a
money order for $10, signed “J. H. Al-
bright,” to be pald to “R. A. Grimes, Port
Angeles.” The money was never €clive
ered, but the order has been paid ts some
one unknown. June 6, 1895, Albright is
alleged to have issued an order for $54.30
to M. C. Guy, payable to Guy kros., of
Seattle, but to have never deliverel the
money. The oprder, weve was mid
at the Seattle postoffice by liam J. Mec-
Clellan. A simllar experience awalted an
order of $40 payatle to Webb & Co, issuved
