There
wa« not a ' ity on the Pacific coast that
had stood 'he financial storm like Beat-
th HI-" had maintalneU her population
l>etter than any of thera. her financial
standing better than any. And now he
coul! not believe it could he i»o»sible that
th<- people v anted to spend f1,230,800 for
aomething t!it. lid not want. The j>eople
ahould think of things l»efore they

voted on this proposition. He wanted the
people to look at it squarely, and then if
they rame to the conclusion that they
v. .mted o i#end for a thlr.g that
v.,< ii >' r\u25a0 ? ;? !. why th<i -ould go ahead
at >i do It. Another man had said it would
not be a debt, that the man who used the
water would have to pay for It?the poor
d» vii who had to have water in his house
for h.a tvife and babies. He drew a picture
of 'he poor washwoman who had to have
water to earn her bread and butter, and
yet those wno favored the ordinance
would have these poor people pay the
cost Such an argument as that was un-
worti.\ t e intelligence of the people of
Seattle. It was a debt in a moral, a busi-
ne - eense; the world looked upon It as
« jch. If a man can get along without
setting into deb? he would better do it.
I* it not titn< that we were beginning to
pay off, rather than contract more, in-
stead of sending out hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars annually to j*av interest?
I.et us Ket down to business and pay off
our present debt. This country wants
business. (Applause.) If it if nen'.-sary
to put on a patch, put It on, but get out of
debt. Let's get down to business, and pay
off our debts.

Krt>m tho Bopullnt standpoint.
Al. K. Knox said: "We are here tonight

on the same battle ground as we fought
on six long years ago. We Maid then:
us not swamp ourselves with debt.' 1 am
here on the same battle ground tonight,
(Cheers.) Three times a year for four
years you have walked to the polls and
voted yourselves further Into debt, and
now they usk you to do it again, although
we cannot hold our heads above water.
The newspapers which then were against
me are tonight all with me. (Cheers.) in
the name of liberty, in the name of your
homes, don't go into debt any further.
(Cheers.) You cannot carry the debt you
have already.

Not I.+ISHI or linpeilient
C. F. Fishback was next introduced. He

said there wer*> two questions that had to

be answered by everybody who was to vote

on 'he ordinance. One was is it expedient,
and th® other was is it legal. He was n

favor of a gravity water supply from Cedar
r ver (applause) and he was in favor of
the city owning Its own water system (ap-

plause.) But that was not the question.
The plan of the ordinance wis not expe-
dient and it was not legal. Would a man
take the advice of an enthusiast, a dema-
gogue. or the advice of our Judges and
nine-tenths of the business men on our
streets? The proposition was not timely.
I WHS not needed for several years y#t.

Tie city could not legally expend any such
sum of money for such a purpose. The
city snou'd retrench. The sentiment In fa-
vor of the ordinance w-as hased on nothing
else than fear that the water supply of
the city would pass into the hands of pri-
vate owners. It was fear, not good busi-
ness sense. The conclusion must he ar-
rived at by everybody who would vote for
the ordinance that he was doing a very
foolish thing. The city had reached its
limit of indebtedness and could not legally
issue another dollar of debt. But the or-
d nance says "Go ahead and incur the debt
anyway." The form of the warrant to lie
issued in payment for the cons'ruction of
the system was like a city warrant. The
treasurer shall pay the money gut, it shall
be countersigned by the mayor and the
comptroller, and it shall be paid out of a
fund of the city of Seattle by the officials
of the c : ?y of Seattle. It was not the
money of any third party. It was the money
of the people of Seattle. Why was it not
a debt? These warrants, if issued, will
probably go a'.l over the country, and when
they are to be presented for payment,
where will they be sent? They will be
sent to the treasurer of the city of Se-
attle. And if the warrants are not repu-
dated the city of Seattle must pay them.
It is a debt the people have no rght to
contract, and if this ordinance carries your
election will be in vain. The courts will
say that the city cannot incur any more
dfbt. When an injunction is served at the
outset you w II see that you have had an
election for nothing, because you have
beer, afraid of something. As it is not ex-
pedient, not legal, you cannot carry it ou:.

Mr. Fishback was received with much
applause. i\ when h.- closed, Daniel Kel-
lehcr was introduced.

I'lii Time to Potroneh
He said that It was just such meetings

as th s that made him believe that he and
all the young men here had made no mis-
take when they came to Seattle to make
I: their home. There were two sides to
this question, as to every question, and tho
reasons why he was go'ng to oppose the
ordinance He could tell in two minutes as
v.veii as in an hour. He was in favor of
the city owning its own water works lap-
p'ausei anil if the question was whether
the city should or should not own them, the
situation would be diff- :t. But that was
not the coml'tion. I~ike "Washington was
as good a source of supply and better than
many cities had. The city couid not afford
to incur such a debt when it was n >r SRccb-
sary. The rate of tax;it on was already so
high that it was no time for experiment,
the people should not try to find ways of
scattering money; they should retrench.

A. D. Warner came next, and he made

a neat five-minute speech. The figures
that the prc.-s had been forced to srlve to

the public showed that more than ffi.OOO.OOO
w is now outstanding and a lien against
the property of th*> people. Yet there were
people who insisted that the city should
get a luxury it could do without. The
present taxation w is a mortgage of 2"> per
cent. on every dollar's worth of property
in the city. And yet they would have the
city spend ftrtO more.

SEEKERS FOR HOMES.

Indianians Search Out Mild
Climate of Puget Sound.

VANGUARD OF MANY TO COME.

Their Native State Unproductive?Too

Colli In Winter ami Too Hot ?

Too deep snow in winter and too great

heat in summer have influenced a number
of Indlanians to seek more favored homes
on Puget sound. With the arrival of > es-

ter lav's Great Northern overland came a

party of nineteen, under the leadership of
Abner Giffln. from La Porte City. There
were eleven men. three women and thr< e

children, and they have come into the
Puget sound region to settle and to de-
velop the country.

"If we And everything as we expect, there
will be several hundred immigrants to fol-
low us. We have come to tne Pacific
Northwest because we think w- can do
better here than in our old homes, but we
have not yet decided where to go. Three
of our party will at once proceed to Ta-
eorna, but the rest of us. together with
myself, ' said Mr. Giffln. "will remain in
th's city probably two weeks before settling

our party in any particular locality. Wo
are agriculturists, and are quite as willing

to go into the country as to remain aitout

the towns." ?

Accompanying the party was John V.
Shaw, Mr. G!{Jin's father-in-law, who has
come West temporarily, a= he intends to

return the coming: season. "The settlers
have come to better the.r condition," saul
Mr. Shaw. "They are from the nortnern
part of Indiana, and have become dis-
couraged on account of the continued un-

favorable weather. For twelve years there
has been hut a half crop of corn yearly,

and for three years past the wheat crop

has failed utterly. In summer time the
lakes and water courses ha e gradually
dried away and are becoming and
smaller, and in winter the snow is ob-
jectionable. There are many steady, thrif-
ty, industrious people watching the result
of our experiment, and there is a 3trong

probability that we will nc followed by

other parties next season."
Mr. Shaw is an Indiana pioneer, and cast

his tirst presidential vote for John C. Fre-
mont. He grev. up, he says, among "the
wild men of tht- West," but he has seen
the country transformed from a timber re-
gion in the olden time to what it is today.

There are three engineers with the par-
ty. but the main object of the new-comers,
although they inquired particularly about
wages, according to Mr. Giffln. is to build
up homes for themselves and the;r famiiit s.
