Instructions to Voters.
The city clerk has Issued specific in-

structions for the guidance of voters. The
most important are as follows:

"Obtain an official ballot from the
Judges.

"Any voter desiring to vote shall give

his name to the inspector or one of the
judges of election; if found to be a quali-
fied elector, he shall thereupon be entitled
to receive one ballot.

"The voter shall forthwith, on receipt of
his ballot, without leaving the polling
place, retire alone to one of the apart-
ments provided to prepare his ballot.

"Ifthe voter desires to vote for all the
candidates of any political party he may
mark a cross "X* after the name against
the political designation of such party.

"If the voter desires to vote for any
particular candidate of any other political
party, he may do so by placing after the
name of such candidate a mrrk *X,' pro-
vided that if two or more candidates for
puch office are to be elected, the vot,er
shall place his mark 'X' after the name, of
each of the candidates for whom ho wishes

\u25a0 to vote for that particular office, and in
such case such voter shall be deemed to
have voted for all the persons named as
the candidate?" of the political party, after
which he shall have made his mark 'X,'
except those who are otherwise desig-
nated.

"Each voter may prepare his ballot by
marking a cross 'X' after the name of
every person or candidate for whom he
wishes to vote.
"If the ballot contains a constitutional

amendment or other question to be sub-
mitted to the vote of the people, the voter
shall place a cross 'X' after the question
for or against the amendment or proposi-
tion, as the case may be.

"A voter may write in the blank spaces
or over ary other name, tho name
of any person for whom he may wish to

vote.

"Before leaving the booth or apartment
provided, the voter shall fold his ballot in

such manner that the number of the bal-
lot shall app ar upon the outside thereof,
without displaying the marks on the faea
fhereof. and shall k"ep Jt folded until he
has voted. Having folded the ballot, the
vot< r *hail deliver it folded to the In-
spector.'*

PADDED THEIR LIST.
Advocates of Water Ordinance

Full of Fine Frenzy.

DENUNCIATIONS ALL AROUND.

Speakers Pour Forth Torrents of TVrath

But Avoid Argument on the In-

creased Debt Question.

The excitement incident to the closing
of the water campaign drew a large crowd
at the Armory mass meeting last evening,

people flocking in regardless of whether
they favored ordinance 3,990 or not. Hon.
John Leary presided, and at 7:40 invited
the vice presidents and speakers to tnke
thoir seats on the platform. There was an
indifferent response to the invitation,
and but sixteen citizens, among
them Alonxo Hull, Solan T. "Will-
iams. John C. Whitlock. John J. McGilvra,
II W. Craven, Henry W. Stein. M. J. Car-
keek, William H. White and W. V. R:ne-
hart, came forward, although the pub-
lished call for a meeting announcea fif-
teen speakers and seventy-nine vice presi-
dents. After the call to order Richard
Winsor and two or three members of tho
city council took seats before the audi-
ence.

Their Names Were Stolen.
Among the seventy-nine vice presidents

selected were many citizens who had not
authorized the use of their names. Presi-
dent Daulton, of the board of aldermen,
said last nisrht that his name had been
written on the list without any authority
whatever, and that he had been placed in

a false position by the fraudulent use of
his name. Alderman Miller said that his
name had also been used without his
knowledge, and that he had no Intention
of acting as a vice president at the meet-
ing. l»o I>e Vines' name was also put on
the list without his authority, for he is
opposed to Die ordinance. But the most

pointed repudiation of the meeting comes
from Charles P. Munday, who yesterday
wrote as follows as to how the list was
mado up:

Seattle, Wash., Dec. 9, 1595.
To thq Editor: I noticed in an adver-

tisement published In this morning's edi-
tion of your paper of a mass meeting to
be held at the Armory this (Monday) ev-
ening by tho friends of ordinance No. 3,990
to discuss the water question, my name
appears its one of the vice presidents of
tho meeting. The use of my name in that
connection was without my knowledge or
consent, and was wholly unauthorized. I
ant not one of the "friends of ordinance
Xa 3,930," but on the contrary am opposed
to said ordinance, and shall vote against
tha proposition set forth therein. Very re-
spectfully. CHARLES F. MUNDAY.

An Array ofVacant Chairs.

After the meeting had been called to or-
der the audience was aroused to some pitch
of enthusiasm by the appearance of Rich-
ard Winsor, who took a seat on the plat-
form. He was followed later by two or
threo members of the city council, and a

Vgreat number of vacant chairs indicated
that a large majority of the seventy-nine
vice -presidents selected for the evening did
not sit.

In general, the speakers lost no oppor-
tunity to cry monopoly and to attempt to
demonstrate that the city was in danger

of being bound hand and foot and deliv-
ered helpless into the clutches of a mo-
nopoly. The Fost-Intelllgencer was bit-
terly attacked for its direct and emphatic
opposition to the scheme to load the city
down with J1.250,000 increased debt; and
this phasa of the discussion formed so
heavy a burden of the speeches that to
omit mention of It in a report would bo
like listening to "Hamlet" with Hamlet
left out. The speakers were vehement in
their denunciation, and at times touched
a responsive chord in the audience eo
strongly as to arouse wildjcheers.

Lear.v Put t > the Question.
Perhaps the most moderate speech was

made by Mr. Leary, Who, before turning

the audience over to his associates, could
not resist an Inclination to go into statis-
tics. He made a final appeal to the pat-

riotism of the audience, but had no sooner
finished speaking than he was interrupted
by W. E. Wilson, ex-superintendent of
water works, who said that to extend the
mains In the northern portion of tho city
would cost <250,000. and to distribute the
water would cost $250,000 more. "What I
wish to know is where this money is com-
ing from," he said.

W. H. White was on his feet in an in-
stant, and during a howl of approval
asked an answering question as to how
the people were to get Che water if their
rights are handed over to a corporation.
Mr. Leary stated that he could see no dif-
ficulty.

McGilvra*s Vials of Wrath.
The next to take the platform was John

J. McGilvra, who, Polonhis-like. statei that
he wanted to be brief, but never express-

Ed an opinion in public without thoroughly

satisfying himself that his conclusion *.vas

well founded. He called the weekly news-
papers a "mosquito fleet that had not lit."
(\u25a0?aid the Times would know where t stood
by Wednesday and intimated that the l'o>:-
Inteiligencer had been subsidized. He

then plunged into an abyss of figures from
which he emerged triumphantly declaring

that the city wanted Cedar river water and
would have it at once. Ho criticised the
three judges of the superior court, saying

that they had been out of place in ox-
pressing an opinion on the wat» r question.

Next, to tho infinite del'sht of the audi-
ence, the speaker declaml that the "cor-

morants" in having Invited a minister to

their meeting, had "laid their sacrilegious

hands on the pulpit, a thing that aught to
damn them in the eyes of good citizens.
Ha finally declared that the only question

for the voters to <JVv,de was whether they

thought it advisable to extend the water
system to Cedar river.

Two Wur Horses on the Iliwtrntu.
William H. White, introduced to the au-

dience as the warhorse of the Democracy,

declared that the only object of the elec-

tion was to servo notice on "Mr. Hand Me
Down" and his entire crowd, that the city

intended to own the water supply now a.:d

forever. The one thing necessary for the
people to do was to tell the schemer it
don't go." Mr. Rinehart vigorously at-

tacked the Po«t-Intelligeaeer, saying it hud
pr.nted figures bad enought to stop Immi-
gration a.id to cause all taxpayers to leave

the city. "Like Mr. White," he said. "I

have read the I'ost-lntelligoncer and have

been converted."
Wln-sor ( halves Psildlng.

As Richard Wlnsor s name was called

there was a storm of approval, which, a 4
that gentleman stepped forward, burst al-
most into an ovation. He intimated that

the registration of the First. Fourth and

Seventh wards had been padded 2*»<> votes

and stated that "the watch dog of the city

council," Dr. Jordan, would* give *IOO for
every conviction for illegal voting Tak-
ing iip the question of water supply, Mr.
Winsor declared that the city could earn
$213,000 a year under the gravity system.

In closing he called for a rising vote, and
many of the audience stood up.

Orange Jacobs told three or four stories,

criticised tho Chamber of Commerce, ma le
sport of the speakers at Saturday even-
ing's meeting, and admonished tho voters
that it was their duty to secure for the
city water of Cedar river, forever plentiful
and pure.

M. J. Carkeek announced that he was in
favor of tho city owning the water works,
and owning them at once. Henry W. Stein,

candidal* for charter commissioner, said
the question was one of monopoly. "If
you vote against the ordinance,he de-
clared, "you will vote to give a corpora-
tion power to lay tribute on every clothes
line in the city." Mr. Williams arraigned

the Post-Intelllgencer, and declared that
the opponents of the ordinance had de-
clined a joint debate, because they were
afraid to ptek up the gauntlet. Mr. < !rave n
reviewed the interviews printed in the
Post-Intelligenccr, and attempted to an-
swer them. The meeting was closed by a
short speech by Mr. MeOilvra, the first
short speech he ever made.
