The wheat market was dull today, and
there was no movement worthy of record
beyond the wheat purchased for exporta-
tion, of which Balfour, Guthrie & Co. av-
erage about five car loads a day. Feed
wheat was firm at the advance, and shorts
and bran, t gh comparatively scarce,
rested at the last figures quoted.

The produce and poultry markets were
also dull. Dressed chickens were quoted
as low as 8¢, and that was a good price
for live spring chickens. Hens were a
drug. In fact, dealers refused live stock
except when directly consigned to them,
and part of the live stock in the market
was today killed and sent to the cold
storage warehouses, Those who have
poultry and purpose sending it alive to
this market might make money Ly hold-
ing their stock for a week or two.

Good ranch eggs held the market at 2%¢c,
but Eastern eggs were easier at 22c,
