CHEAP WAKFS FUO.M JAPAN.

Gront Qimniltirtiof Showy Pottery Pro-
lor the American Murk -t.

New York Sun.
An auctioneer sat In a great ground-floor

room surrounded by glaring pieces of Ja-
pan* se pottery, great and small, while pla-
card* outside advertised the hour of the
?ale and the excellence of the wares. It
was long past the time to begin, and only
half a dozen men and boys, apparently
hired for the occasion, sat on the bench s
reserved for bidders. At the arrival of each
newcomer the auctioneer announced that
the sale would soon begin.

A stranger who came in and Jollied the
auctioneer about the glaring quality of the
go - Is, pres- nily spied an acquaintance who
is an expert in pottery.

"You are right abaut these things." said
the expert In a tone intended not to dam-
age the business of the auctioneer. "Wfca|
yoaj see here is Japanese work specially
made for the American market, and mostly
trash. It goes all over this country, and,
being showy, sells aga'nst cheap underr-
ated ware of home or of European manu-
facture We at home can make medium
goods of most kinds in competition with
the world, at 'east so far as the home mar-
ke* is concerned, but in many lines we can
make neither the best nor the cheapest.
Twenty-five years ago no such flimsy
th'ng* as these were produced in Japan.
Wh»n the social revolution overtook Japan
great quantities of fir* pottery and other
works of native art came Into the market
and reached Europe and America. Some
of this was exquisite In quality, for the
feudal families were often liberal patrons
of art, and several artists would devote
their time for years to the creation of
beautiful objects for their patrons.

"It was no! unusual for years after the
social revolution for experts in this coun-
try to he able to pb-k up beautiful Japanese
pottery at auction. When, however, the
Japanese discovered the popularity of their
goods hero they began to manufacture
cheap things by wholesale for this market.
They imitate crudely the old-fashiontd ar-
tistic pottery of their own country, they
imitate even European models, and,
strangest of all, French pottery is sent to

in the w'mte to be decorated, because
China painting of fairly good quality is
cheaper in Japan than in France. So now-
one rarely finds treasures among
the auctioned Japanese wares, and
the cheap Japanese china is used
the country over. Hjrc and there
you may pick up a good bit of color
in frank imitation of old ware, buf well
worth having at a moderate price. These
auctions are common about the holiday
times, when persons with little taste or
technical knowledge are looking about for
Chri*tmas presents. As likely as not, th's
»?o k now offered at auction came from one
of the wholesale houses hard by."

A radical change in Sunday school
methods is to N» introduced by ths First
Methodist Episcopal church, which will at

once grade Its classes on the basis of the
public school gradation, and adopt a sys-

tem of annual promotions, based en actual
examination of the pupils. This change

was agreed upon at a meeting of the Sun-
day school board Thursday night, and was
formally announced to the church yester-
day at a special and very interesting Sun-
day school service.

The service was held In the main audi-
torium of the church at the usual hour of
public worship. The pastor. Rev. W. A,

Shanklin, preached an appropriate serm >n
on "The Design of the Sabbath School."*
Taking as his teat Psalms axatv ]«. he

ga\e a topical treatment, emphasising in
his three principal divisions that the Sab-
bath school work is work, that it is school
w\irk. and that it is Sahabth work. The
key to his discourse was sounded In the
opening quotation from Bishop Vincent,

the most prominent figure !n Methodist
Sunday school circles: "The Sabbath
school is not a substitute for the family,
for the public church service, nor for the
other religious meetings of the church;

but It is a department of the church of
Christ, in which the word of Christ is
taught for the purpose of bringing souls
to Christ and of building up souls in
Christ."

Following' the sermon. Superintendent-
Elect Blaine spoke of the local school, its
aims and method?, and announced the im-
portant ch inK? decided upon by the Sun-
day school board. Then the thirty-two
newly chosen officers and teachers cam*

forward to the chancel and were address-
ed by the pastor upon their responsible
and delicate dutiea. As a part of his
cmrge to them. I»r. Shar.kltn propounded
three solemn questions as to the faith in
the Bible and personal devotion to the
Sabhath school work, all of which were
answered affirmatively. Then the little
circle of workers repeated in unison the
following Impressive covenant:

"I do solemnly promise to devote myself,
with all diligence, to Sabbath school labor.

1 will endeavor to study the Word of God
thoroughly and prayerfully; to spend a a
much time as possible in reading. medita-
tion and prayer, with special reference to
my work: as regularly as possible to at-
tend all the means of grace; to visit my
pupils as their temporal or spiritual neces-
sities may require, and to be punctually
present at school and all meetings of
teachers and the Sunday school board."

Superintendent Biaine led In an appro-
priate prayer, and the service came to a
elbse with a special consecration hymn,
sung by the entire congregation, standing,

a nil the benediction by the pastor.

Rev. W. A. Major began an interesting
series of sermons last night at the Second
Presbyterian church, on "The Heart, the
Ear. the Eye, the Tongue, the Hands, the
Feet." His special subject List night was
"The Heart," and among other things he
said:

"Think of the matchless and untiring
work. as w ell as of the construction of the
human heart. This natural heart never
cf-ast-s to do its work, and If healthful never
misses a beat. The body sleeps, the tongue

is silent, the braia Quiet, the eye closed,
and the ear deaf to the loudest sounds, the
hards lifeless- all the body but the heart
has ceased to act. It runs on, sending the
Issues of life through ail the avenue#. Con-
tracting 4.000 times every hour, lifting in

a day hundreds of pounds of blood, it is
matchless in Its endurance. Out of this or J

pan are the issues of life. Stop the flow of
its current through the arm. and it falls at
the side, dying. Clog !t. overburden It. and
the whole system 1? poisoned or paralysed.

"Solomon said, 'keep it,' but we let it
keep itself. We weigh it dewn with a thou-
sand unnecessary things and then
that It does cot always do perfect wack.
Now it is leaping at the sound of good
news, now sinking In the valley and shad-
ow of despair, now shocked af sudden dis-
appointment. now crushed with grief, now
swelling with ang-.iiih. and yet we forget
we have this faithful frier.d, till it hog! s

to break underneath its crushing load. If
when It sinks and swells, and a~hes and
throbs we could say to it as Christ to the
tempest. .'Peace; be still:' what a life would
thrill the bodies of men.

"But the spiritual heart is that which
is so often the object of thought to the
Inspired writers; the heart, the seat of the
aff'i'tions, love. Joy. fear, hate, courage
and the foundation of the moral character.
Keep this fountain,said the wise man. But
we often let it keep Itself. We open its
doors to everything and everybody, then
winder *ha* *t not Jo perfect work;
that in the day of temp'aticn it yields; that
under trouble It is crushed. It is often like
» stray flower, or plant upon the highway,
\u25a0which has taken its chances. It has no
protection, but is let loose to all begetting
sins and weighted down wfh *uncleanne?s,
wra:h. str:fe, hatred, drunkenness, revel-
ing". and such like/ and its uplifting, life-
givlnr. hea'th-pre?-virg tendencies are
destroyed. On the other hand, if tha foun-
tain of the heart be kept pure, it will he fill-
ed Wth *love, Jiy. peace, longs jfferirg,
goodness, faith, meekness. temperance.' "

The sermon closed with a beautiful Illus-
tration of the powr-r of pure love to
and mive the heart, and was a"entlvely
listened to by a large congregation.
