bury's refus.il to submit flie matter to ar-
bitiation. 3nd tlie message was l.stened to
with Intense interest in congress, and was
read with avidity on the streets.

Nowhere was there a voice lifted in
dissent from the doctr.ne so firmly la:d
d >wn by the president, but on the con-
trary thero was an outburst of patriotic
feeling that must have been highly"grati-
fying to the chief executive. In the dig-

nified I'nited giater senate, a body that
rarely exhibits emotion on any occasion,
there was witnessed the unparalleled spe -
