For Gold Min ng.

TO TAP SILVER QUEEN VEIN,

New Mine in Silver Bow Basin-De-
velopment on Sheep Creek—
Yukon Mail Contract.

The Alaska Mining Record of Decem-
ber I8 contalns a good budget of news from
that territory, from which the following
is condensed:

The Ebner Gold Mmning Company -filed
articles of incorporation at Sitka last
week. The officers are Willlam M. Eb-
ner, president; C. W. Young, vice presi-
dent, and B. M. Behrends, secretary and
treasurer. The capital stock is placed at
$500,000, and the company's base of opera-
tions will be at this place. The company
has purchased what is known as the Ta-
kou group of mings, and ten-stamp mill in
Lower Sllver Bow basia, recently sold by
Willis Thorp, to Willlam M. Ebner, and
intend operating it tn the future. This
group of glaims is considered one of tha
best properties in the basin, and under the
management of Mr. Willlam Ebaer theo
past summer its output has surpassed all
previous records, and has been gratifying
in the extreme. Immediate steps will be
taken to put in an air compressar and
other machinery, and when spring opensa
ten stamps will be added to the capacity
of the present mill. Mr. Ebner closed
down this season’s work at the mill last
Sunday, after a run of seven and one-half
months, the ore from the mine the last
ree months averaging over §10 to the ton.
