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PAST AND PRESENT.

por<» of the senate makes the introduc-
tioas of the senators, and the #-[ieaktr m-
ti iduces the members >f th ? h«)U»i. But
there are always stragglers, and the mem-
bers of th«» house pop up singly and in
pairs at intervals all through the re-
mainder of the reception time.

Then come the army and navy officers.
'Jen. Mil. Sb adins; the me corps and the
s<' iior admiral the other. And the odor
of molh 1tails follows in th ir trail. Sec-
retary I>amont will Introduce the officers
of the army, and Secretary Herbert will
perform a IJce duty for the officers of thj

navy. Many of those will go behind the
receiving line, for the potency of brass
buttons is no less in Washington City
than in the veriest American village.

Now comes the department ofll iais. and
the ?>aperinten lent of public buildings.
Col. John M. Wilson, takes his place at
tho president's right, while a youngerarmy
officer, a lieutenant, stands between the
pres.dent and Mrs. Cleveland to repeat the
presentations. There is no recognized or-
der of precedence among these department
people. Assistant secretaries and second
assistant so* retaxit a are all jumbled to-
gether and of equal importance. Then fol-
low the Associated Veterans of the Distri'-t
of Columbia and other loeal organizations,
and finally the Oldest Inhabitants' Asso-
ciation appropriately closes the column of
recognized guests. The doors of the re-
ception room are closed for a little while,
and the president and his assistants take
a much-needed rest.

In tlio En*f I'nrlor.
in the east parlor the scene has bet n

brilliant and kaleidoscopic. The mingling
of gaudy diplomats, brass-buttoned offi -i-rs
and gorgeously gowned women under the
electric light, with the palms and the dow-
ers for a background, makes one of the
most brilliant seines th it official Wash-
ington «'itv knows from one year's end to
another. The crowd in this room an 1 in
the ,i Ijol.ning hallway is thi kest after the
army and navy officers have gone through.
A I ttle lat» r it begins to empty itsvlf
through the window east of the entrance,
wlii h is an improvised exit, and r>efore
the publlo Is admitted to the mansion the
prettiest part of the spectacle has van-
ished.

And the disintegration is not alone In
the east parlor. The receiving party lo-
gins to thin out as soon as the official vis-
itors have been received. The wife of tno
secretary of state must return to her homo
to assist her husband in the entertainment
of the diplomats, who invar,ably breakfast
with ir.ro after the. receptions. The other
\u25a0al <' women have receptions at their
own homes usually, and this is Invariably
true of the representatives of the secretary
of war and thv secretary of the navy, tor
unwritten so-ial law r. quires that the offi-
cers of the army shall call on the secretary
of war and the officers of the navy on the
s< retary of the navy. Ho most of the re-
ceiving party withdraws before the public
is admitted. Tins time the withdrawal
w.ll Ih* tflmplirit I riv an Improvised door-
way whi.-h has been cut from the blue
parlor into the red pcirlor.
