Proportional Reprm>nt«tlon.

The majority report, signed by Stein an*

Joslin. on proportional representation In!
the election of members of the c'.ty coun-
cil, says the committee favors the adop-
tion of what is known as the quota sys-
tem or proportional representation. The
committee was impressed with Its Justice
and Its good policy, ar.d thought a clear
understanding of it would convince the
commission of the wisdom of engrafting
the principle of proportional representation
upon the charter now building. An out-
line of the system is given, as follows:

Kach party would have some representa-

tive In the council, if its vote reached a
quota, which quota is ascertained as fol-
lows: The total number of votes cast at
an election for councilmen, divided by the
number of councilman to be elected, will
give the quota, or the number of votes re-
quired to elect one councilman. To ascer-
tain the number of councilmen each party

is entitled to, divide the number of votes

cast by that party by this quota. In case
of fractional quotas, the largest fractional
quota will count as a full quota and elect
one representative, if otherwise the full
number of councilmen may not have been
chosen.

The report says: "This method of elect-
ing councilmen will, of course, do away
with ward elections, making all council-
men elected at large. This change his not
seemed to your emmittee to argue strong-
ly against tho change the new method In-
augurates. Proportional representation will
give each and every party which is strong

enough to poll a quota of votes a voice in
the council of the city?not a controlling
voice, of course, until they have won over
to their side a safe majority of the people,

but yet a vote in municipal afairs. It will
also tend, we believe, to stability In pu>>-
lio affairs. Public feeling culminating in
an election Is not liable to carry with it,
under the safeguarding of the rights of a
minority, as here proposed, the complete
overthrow of city affairs, but rather tend
to preserve in the councils a voice to call
& halt on extravagance of action that a
unanimous body would be prone to In-
dulge.**

How the System Would Work.
Stein made a speech supporting the plan.

As an illustration of it, he supposed that
the total vote cast for all the candidates is
13,000. The quota in that case would be

ar.l the Republican party. If it had
cist 6,000 votes, would have six council-
men; t'-.o Democrats, hiving 4.000 votes,

would have four councihuen, an! the Pop-

ulists. having 3,(*X) votes, would have three
councilmen. party would have as
many votes in the city council as it has
quotas, ascertained by their total vote.

Hamlin presented a minority report- op-
posing the scheme, and Judging from the
remarks ma le by other members his opin-

ions were share*d by a good many of the
commissioners.

Andrews did not feel like assuming the
responsibility of including the proportional
representation provision !n the charter as

the adoption of the entire charter. Ha
moved that it be submitted to tha people

as a separate article.
Joslin h New ( mivort.

Joslin said that there was no member rf
the commission more t'mid than himself
in regard to taking up pet theories and un-
tried experiments, but he had studied this
matter thoroughly snd had become entirely
convinced tbat proportional representation
wvs Just and right. I'reston asked him if
his readinsr had been on both sides of the
question, or Just in favor of it. Joslin ad-
mitted that his reading had been only on
the favorable side.

follows:

A library fund i« established which shall
consist of such jrifts as may be presented
to the city for the uses of the lihrarv; of
10 per cent, of the gross receipt* of the
city from all fire#, penalties and licenses;
of the rer.ts and profits that may be de-
rived by the city from any property owned
by the library, and of any appr priati n
that the city council may m.ike from time
to time, including such annual tax levy
as may be provided by the nmmrl. not ex-
ceeding one mill on the d liar of the as-
sessed valuation of the eit.. s taxable prop-
erty.

It shall be the duty of the mayor, with
the consent of the council, to aroint a
librarian, whose Term of office ,-nali be
for four years, unless sooner removed. and
who shall hold office until h:s successor
is appointed and qualified. The mayor
shall also, with the consent of the coun-
cil, appoint a library* committee of five,
who shall hold office until their succes-
sors are appointed an 3 qualified, and who
\u25a0hail receive no compensation for their
work, either direct or indirect. Under
the control of the council, the librarian
shall have the control and at
of the library, ard under such civil ser-
vice rules as may be adopted the libra-
rian shall have the appointment «.nd re-
moval of such employe* as may be neces-
sary.

The library committee shall have the
right to visit the library, and It shall be
Its duty to make such recommendations to
the mayor and council as it may think
proper concerning the management of the
library and the purchase of books.

KILLED BY HER HUSBAND.

Coroner's Jury iKNdiaro* That Carey
Miirdond III*Klootchman.

The coroner's jury Impaneled yesterday
to hear the facts regarding the death of
Lucy Carey rendered a decision that the
woman met her death by some blunt In-
strument In the hands of William Carey,
with willful and felonious Intent. The most
damaging testimony against the accused
man was that of J. W. Kerry, who saw
Carey beating the woman on Christmas
night, and of Oarry Cotton, constable of
Puwamfsh pfeeinct. to whom Carer talked
freely while being taken to Jail. The large
room of the Seattle Undertaking Company,

In which the Inquest whs held, was rilled
with friends of the deceased and acquaint-
ances of Carey.

Dr. O. M. Morton, who assisted fn the
autopsy, test Wed that there were several
contusions on the left side of the face and
head, caused by blows, and producing con-
cussion of the brain.

A Pioneer Editor Among 1 hem De-
fend* Xew*)isp<«r»-Mr. Temple's

Warm Words of Praise.

"The Srmday Newspaper" was the sub-
ject of an animated d-scussion at the min-
isters' meeting held in the Y. M. C. A. hall
yesterday morning, and a motion condemn-
ing Sunday papers was finally tabled. Lev.
W. T. For i opened by stating his opposi-
tion not only to receiving the Sunday pa-
lmer In his home, but also to the insertion
of any advertisements relating to church
work. This position was he su.'d,
because he did not beLeve newspaper men
enouid be compelled to work on the Lord's
day. The matter contained in the Sunday
Issue was also objected to. the speaker cit-
ing an instance where two columns, aide
by side, contained church notices and an
account of a prizefight. '1 have no use for
the Sunday newspaper," he exclaimed,
"and consider it the greatest menace to
our literature."

Rev. W. M. Howis Indorsed Mr. Ford's
stand and said he had never taken the
fsunday paper nor read the church notices.
Ho took radical exceptions, he said, to tha
report. In Monday's Post-Intelligencer of
I*r. Temple's Sunday sermon, believing the
statements Illogical and tha comparison*
Inapt. He first took the following sentence:
"He blew a trumpet olast against the vio-
lation of the Saboath not so much in the
actual printing of a paper on that day as
the k.nd of a paper usually issued Sunday
morning," and said he objected just as
strongly to the work done in the iasaanee
as to tae matter Issued. When he referred
In a questioning tone to the little paper
published each Saturday in the Congrega-
tional church, Mr. Temple exclaimed In a
rather sharp tone:

A Religious »unday Paper

"Yea, and I have pome with me," taking
na he spoke a bundle of the papers from
L.s pocket aud distributing them.

Mr. Howie answered Mr. Temple's state-
ment that he could not subscribe for the
daily without Including the Sunday issue,
tho igh he never read anything but the
church notices, by saying that If it was
right to take the paper it was right to read
it, and a3 for the other point, he managed
to take the daily himself without the Sun-
day. Ha closed, exhorting the m.:uster;»

to stand firmly against the "evil," since
Its existence would un lermlne all their en-
deavors at Sunday reform.

R'»v. J. N. Smith did not take the or-
thodox v.ew axi drew a distinction between
the sin of laboring on Sunday, which is
the first day of the week, and Saturday,
which Is the seventh, on the technical
ground that the old comamndment "Thou
Shalt not labor, etc.," was directed against
the latter, and la nowhere changed in the
New Testament. He doubted very muca
whether their opposition would have much
influence anyway.

Rev. M. A. Covington thought the moral
attributes of the seventh day had bean
transferred to the Lord's day, which is
now observed, and was amenable to tho
spirit of the Mosaic law. He said he had
read a 42 rage edition of the Sunday World
and had the trash and useless matter b--en
eliminated, not more than half a paga
would have remained. Doth the labor done
ar.d the matter issued were objectionable

to him.

Rrr. Daniel Bagley caus< d much amuse-
