Mr. Glasgow clung to the edge
of the ice. and after half an hour of per-
ilous struggling was pulled out more dead
than alive by his wife, who crept close-
to the break of the i'-e and threw one end
of a long shayl to her iusband. The body

TACOiI.VS $1,000,000 SC ANDAL.

Arguments In I'mgri-ss- ( a»u Will Go
lo the Jury Tori Ustit.

Tacoma, Dee. Spe. iril.?All the evi-
dence in the million-101l ir damage suit of
the city asuinst C. B. Wright having been
taken, arguments in th* case were hegun

today When court openei this morning
Judge D. J. Crowley, for the defense,
made a motion that the jury be instructed
to bring In a verdict i r the company,
and Mr. Wright. In tn exhaustive nrgu-

in'ent. Judge Crowley made the contention
that tne case should not he allowed to go

to the jury. He urged that no evidence
whatever had been introduced showing
that the defendant corporation or its of-
ficers had falsely represented the value of
the plant: that the city and its officials and
lgents were given every opportunity to

examine the plant, sources of supply arid
personal property, and that if the city
suffered from the failure of its agents to
properly perforin their duties, the eom-
piny could not !*? hel 1 r sponsible. Judge

Crowley cited the employment by the city
of Engineer Rudolph Herring, who was a
competent man, and full able to decide as
to the value of the plants and capacity of
the Thomas and Patterson springs. With
regard to the claim made that the city
was led to believe that it was getting S.l»>
acres of land when purchasing station A,

whereas it only got >l6 acres. Judge Crow-
ley said that was simply a mistake; that
no false representations hid been intended
and that the mistake was discovered be-
fore the deed of the plant was accepted
by the city council, and the council, with
full knoweledge of the mistake, accepted

the deed. Fraud could nit be alleged in

this transaction.
Replying for the city. Attorney Sheeks

cited numerous authorities to support
plaintiff's laim of fraud. He sai l Herring
was not tirought here to specially inves-
tigate the Thomas and Patterson springs,

but to report on the entire proposition,
and it was only aft< r he "had gone and
the proposition na - made to sell the plant

to the city at a vastly Increased price

that the capacity of the springs became
material, and it was then that Sellers rep-

resented their flow as gallons dai-
ly, not as a matter of opinion, but an ac-

tual fact, as George H. Uoardman and
other councilman has testified.

Judg" Galusha rarsons closed for the
defense. \u25a0 ltiriK a large of author-
ities. Hp claimed that under the decis-
ions of 'he supremo court. If Mr Herring

had the opportunity b> examine the

springs, and did not do so. tiie company

could not he held responsible. 11e »re« 1
that in such a rase, where a municipal
corporation is plaintiff and a private com-

pany is defendant, the Jury might bring

in a verdict through suspicion or imagin-

ings of wrong and fraudulent represen-

tations.
City Attornev Wi<kersham made an able

argument on the elvilence introduced by

his silo, and the merits of th«' case. He
tou<-h» d upon the evident 1'- ot Attornev
Harris A. Corell, to the effect that he was

a member of the firm of Parsons & ' orell

when the senior partner was employed

by the company in the water deal Judge

Wickersham charged that the company
expected Mr Corel! to work for the pur-
chase ordinance, and to support the pro-
position to buy the plants. The compa-
ny. he argil- d. shouM he held liable for

any representations its ag-nts had made
before the question was submitted to a
vote of the people.
