Lincoln J. Carter, who admits his re-

sponsibility in the matter of the "Tor-
nado" and "The Fact Mail." added an-
other to his list of spectacular successes
when he evolve 1 from George Manviile's
novel, "This Man s \\ ife," the sensational
meio-Alrania, "Tlie Defaulter." The In-
clemency of the weather, added to the
fa t that the public haj> had a surfeit of
pla>s hung ui»on the efforts of the scene
painter a id manager, probably op-
erated against a larger house last night,
but those who were in front applauded
the triumph of virtue and laughed at the
impossibility of the climaxes, as ail well-
behaved audiences do. when their imag-

"The Defaulter" is a fair type of the

modern spectacular melo-drama. and Its
principal interest hangs upon the blind
devotion of an innocent, trusting wife to
a brutal sort of a husband, who is sent
to the Australian penal colonies for rob-
bing a bank of which he was an officer.
The integrity of the institution is main-
tained. however, through the efforts of

<«> i and satisfies a howling mob that dis-
covered the frail condition of the l»ank
and institutes a "run." which constitutes
the climax of the second act. The other
scenes are located In Australia, at and in
the immediate neighborhood of Nully-
Nully prison, where Robert Halm, the de-
faulter. has been f-ent.

The character of lialni was played by

Harry A. Kllis. and was at times repul-

sive enough to earn the actor the hatred
of the audience. Millicent Halm, the
faithful wife, a delightful character, de-
lightfully interpreted, was in the hand*
of Miss Mamie Karle, arid that of her
daughter Julia, much abused, was
played by Miss Klla V. Brown. By all
means the strongest character of the play
waa that of Christie Bailie, the parson,
by Charles K. Bunnell, a careful and
painstaking actor, who is capable of much
letter work than that offered him in "The
Defaulter." The piece also bristles with
comedy situations, the characters in
which are taken by Charles Horn, Nell
Scully and Miss Henrietta Brown. Sotne
of the scenery is remarkable in its effec-
tiveness. "The Defaulter" will repeat

ed this evening.
