The accused horse thieves in the county
Jail. James Jackson, Springer and
Willie Wald are thought by Sheriff Van
de Vanter to be members of an orgaji wd
gang that has operated for years in the
eastern swtion of both Washington and
Oregon. He intimates strongly that the
men under arrest have confederates In
this city, and that other arrests are not
unlikely. Yesterday he wired Sheriff
fftimson, of Kllensburg. to come after the
men. and that officer is expected to ar-
rive for the prisoners today, and will
start. It is thought, at 4 o'clock this after-
noon on his return.

But there will be a preliminary sparring
n*itch between attorneys In Judge
Humes" court this morning before the
friends of Jackson and Sj»ring<er will al-
low them to be ukt-n away, as an appli-
cation for their release under a writ of
habeas corpus was made last evening.

Charter Commission on Prop or-'
tional Representation.

MAKE-UP OF THE COUNCIL.

Safety From Corruption in Number*,

but I'erhape Economy in a
smaller Body.

Tie charter commission took up again
yesterday the question of proportional
representation, which haa been referred
to the committee oa po vers, which had
re;w>rted that under our cottstitut.on a
%> stem of proport'onal representation
w <uld not be legal. The matter »as ad-
journed for further consideratu n, and

yesterday Bausman made a lengthy speech

«>n the subject, in which he showed Its
l< ga: aspects in various llgats. The rea-
son tr.e system was not generally adopted,
he ta. 1, mas not people did not
want It, tut because there was an objec-
tion on constitutional grounds lie held
that the charter commission was a consti-
tutional body, but If such a proposition as
this of proportional repiesentation were
Incorporated in the charter, and so ex-
pressed as to leave votei3 only the choice
of th*» proportional tystem, he thought
It m.ght not be illegal, but that if a voter

at an eie t: ->n were allowed to vote either
on the existing method or on the propor-
tional system, then it would be legal, as
he wou i not be doprivtd of a right, but
slnip'y given an optiuii to give up some de-
gree cf his existing right. He quoted a
rvcent lihnols decision in which it was
held unconstitutional to restrict a voter
to the proportional system, but the court
agrttd that if the vote" were given the
option of voting for it on the previous
system, it would be legal. He thought the
matter deserved very careful considera-
tion; the best thinkers on the subject had
concluded that t;ie system was productive
cd much good. Elsewhere they ruu things
letter than we did.

Tremper moved, and Crane seconded,
that the subject be tabled, the former
holding that at the present stage they
certainly could not take up the subject of
cumulative voting. His idea was that
i' would prove to be illegal. Crane thought
the work of the commission, to be com-
pleted in time for the next election, would
not permit th--m to give time to this sub-
ject-

Joslin thought there was great doubt
that the proposition would be declared un-
ccnst;tuttonal. The commission was a
constitutional body, and in many respects
Intfejtndent of judicial or legislative con-
trol. Still, he thought It might not be
wise to Incorporate the proposition In our
charter. It was really astonishing how
a new proposition, having nothing against
it a.id everything in its favor, was always
opposed for no other reason than that
It was new. The time would come when
the constitution would be apnended, and
we would no longer be tyrannised over, as
at present. He would support the motion
in the hope of making it a constitutional
amendment later on. It would stop many
frauds.

Uaursman did not want the matter ta-
bled. His Intention was to propose a bill
that would ailow for the alternative sys-
tem at the polls. Wlnsor moved as a sub-
stitute that the optional cumulative sys-
tem of voting be adopted. In order that
the subject might l>e discussed and dis-
posed of as early as possible.

Tremper thought proportional represen-
tation could stand on its own bottom. If
Mr. Bailsman had a bill for cumulative
voting he could Introduce It and the com-
mission could vote on it the next day. He
contended that the conduct of the city
council had not justified such extreme
measures. The council was composed of
three parties, all having a voice, and these
were of as good men as could bo obtained
under any other system.

Defeat for Its Opponents.
The motion to lay on the table was lost

by a vote of 5 to 9, and Wlnsor moved
its a substitute that the Illinois system
of cumulative voting be adopted, so far
as It had reference to the election of the
city council. Although he did not like
this so well as the proportional system,
he thought it well to discuss it, in view of
the fact that the latter eysem was held
to be unconstitutional.

Andrews said It would be well flrst to
consider how the council should be made
up. and the discussion then turned on the
three bills already Introduced on the sub-
ject. Joslin moved that it should consist
of one member from each ward and four
members at large, which was the propo-
sition contained in the De Wolfe bill.
Crane moved that two members from each
w.ird bw elected for two years, which was
the Andrews proposition. Pe Wolfe was
against the complete abdication of the
city government every two years, and
thought there should be a provision for
hold-over members. Joslin, in supjtort of
his motion, said a proportion of the coun-
cil ought to be citizens, and not ward cit-
izens, and this would prevent the swap-
ping of political schemes between the
ward representatives. l»e Wolfe seconded
the Jositn motion.

Wlnsor said he should vote against a
council of eighteen members, as he be-
lieved nine men could transact the city's
tHisines*. but it might be a wise provision
of the charter to increase the number de-
cided upon a« the population of the city

Increased. It did not strike him as im-
portant that a portion should be at large

and not from certain localities. a.« all men

were interested more or less in ceTtain
localities. The purpose of the people was
to reduce the expenses of the city. Fen-
w! it also thought a council of nine suffi-
cient. Stein hal hoped that the propor-
tional system would he adopted, to give
th» supreme court the opportunity of say-
ing that It was not based on the prece-
dents of a hundred years aeo. when sur-
rounding circumstances w» jre very differ-
ent, and that therefore It was illegal.

Poeaibtlltlea of Corruption

Rausman said that an increase in the
representation v. often to looked
upon as a protection against the possibil-
ities of ?\u25a0 miption, and he was in favor
of a larg* representation. Without con-
sidering the proposition of corruption, the

obstacle in the way of scheming
corporations was ths number of men
they had to deal with. The greater num-
ber did cot perhaps \ < men.
but the greater number, the stronger

were the influences aerainst corruption;
the more men th*Te m-re to Influence or
to buy, and the higher would be th<dr
price. He was in favor of the Andrews
bid, because of its larger representation.
