The over-
powering Spanish column* everywhere in
the vi< inlty of the small band* of lnsur-
gt-i ts that have Wen hurrying over the
country north of the railways have been
cal >;d In. Gomez evidently is consolidat-
ing his forces. The insurgents are in two

bodies. One, under Macro, Is near
Celba del .Agua, on the boundary line !>e-
tw> -n the Havana and Pinar del Rio prov-
inces. The other, under Gomez, is west
and south of Guanaja, over the bonier in
the Pinar del Rio province. There ap-
pease to be no probability that Gomez has
Intentions on the Vuelta Aha Jo tobacco
district. Havana is perfectly quiet. The
volunteers have not been called out, al-
though a general order Issued gives full
details of what 1* to bo done in case of
necessity.

this city. Details of the engagement Just
received show that Gea. Navarro, between
Guaynaja and Celba de Agua, overtook a
numerous Insurgent for e under Zayas and
other leaders. During three hours of fight-
ing the* Spanish artillery was called Into
play. Tho Insurgents were routed with the
loss of tweniy-three killed and forty-three
wounded left on the field. The insurgent*

are said to have carried away many moro
Wounded. Gen. Navarro pursued the Insur-
gents, overtook their rear guard at Ce'.lia
de Agua, and In a skirmish four Insurgents
w«ro killed and three taken prisoners.

ENGLAND SEEKS WAR

Guiana Police With Rifles and
Cannon Invade Venezuela.

CARACAS GREATLY EXCITED.

England Catherine Cos! «t St. l«ol»

and Fomenting With Gold a Re-

bellion la Venezuela.

New York. Jan. A «l*patc*» to the
World from Caracas, dated January 8,

says: News of grave import has just been
received from the Guiana frontier. The
government is notified that troops witi*
rifles and cannon from Demarara have ar-
rived at Guylna, a station at the extreme

limit of the English cla.ms in the disputed

territory and the scene of the Uruan inci-
dent, where EnglUh officials were arretted
by Venezuelans. The number of the in-
vaders is uncertain. Some of the papers
say there are over 1,000, but that is prob-

ably an exaggeration. There are possibly

half a hundred Guiana police. The gov-
ernment gives no official notice as to what
action it will take. There is joy here over
the English defeat in the Transvaal.

A copyrighted cablegram from Colon,
Colomb a, to the World says: Cable com-
munication between the Isthmus and Cuba
Is interrupted. The Barbadoes Herald re-
ports that supplies of coal are being

poured Into St. I-ucla, where the British
naval station is located. One or two coal
ships are arriving there daily.

New York. Jan. I The World will say
tomorrow : Four Caracas special cable dis-
patches dab d, respectively, January 4. 5,
6 and 7, in this morning's World, were de-
layed In Cuba, by reason of the disturb-
ances in that island, the land w.res having

beea destroyed by the insurgents. The
Caracas dispatches to the World follow:

Caracas, Jan. 4.?Political arrests con-

tinue. They now number about 6m). Nine-
ty prisoners were removed to the military
hospital. Olaveira, brother-in-law of cx-

belief is increasing that the enemies of thq»

government are being aided by British
gold. It is even rumored that England
will furnish the rebels with a warship. The
militia enlistments to date number 11,000.

Washington City, Jan. Secretary Ol-
ney ha* granted an informal hearing to
President Palnrta and the offlciils of the
<*ul»n Junta, who have established heal-
quartem here. So far as known, the secre-
tary received them as he would any other
nailers, but with a special understanding
that the visit was to be considered Infor-
nit!, arni wa.- nut t lie regarded as an offi-.
cial recognition of the visitors in their ca-
l*i ity as representatives of the Cuban revo-
lutionary party.

Senator Call, of Florida. called on Mr.
Olney today for the purpose of urging the
secretary to extend to Mr. I'airrva and the
other Cubans such courtesies of a hearing

as were expedient. The secretary, how-
ever, had already gnnted the Informal
meeting. Mr. Call «*tys everything Indi-
cates the success of the Insurgent cause,
and that he will urge as opportune his reso-
lution, introduced sotne time ago, for rec-
ognising the Insurgents as belligerents. The
resolution is liefore the senate committee
on foreign relations.

Caracas, Jan. s.?Political arrests con-
tinue to be maJe daily. The government
prisons are full, and the polytechnic sehcol
has been converted into a prison, the stu-

dents being transferred to the Academy of
Fine Arts. Admiral liutowsky, of the Ven-
ezuelan navy, has sailed with his flagship,
the Augusto, carrying; war supplies to the
seaports on the west coast. There was a
gr«-n J banquet at the American legation to-
night. I'resident Crespo w;ts to have pre-
sided. but Illness prevented his attendant.
He was represented by his secretary. Gen.
Nunez, who spoke officially for him. The
United States minister made a const rvative
reply, which was received with enthusiasm.
The guests numbered over 100, among them
bi ing the mem!<ers of the cabinet, the gov-
ernors of the different states and other
notables. The American and Venezuelan
flags were conspicuous in the decorations,
and the busts of Washington, Monroe,

Cleveland and Bolivar were entwined with
rare flowers. There were two bands of mu-
sic. There w ill be a reception to the United
States minister on Tuesday at the Union
Club. The commissioners appointed by Pres-
ident Cleveland give general satisfaction.

Caracas. Jan. 6 ?President Crespo has
Issued a remarkable decree officially recog-
nising the existence of the revolutionary
movement. He says that In view of the
fact that the country is on the verge of art
International conflict, he regards it as not

a revolution, but as treason. Then he cl:< 4
the section of the penal code declaring trea-
son. He asks the governors of the differ-
ent states to ratify his action, and he will
ask congress to act. It Is believed Cres-
po's decree !s aimed especially at Guzman
Blanco or Rojas Paul, wha are supposed

t<> be treating with England In the Inter-
est of the rebellion. The penal code says
any Venezuelan conniving With a foreign
government against the Independence, the
Institutions or the sovereignty of the re-
public Is guilty of treasm. It is reported
that tho leaders of the rebellion will he ex-
e uted, as the decree asks for authority trt
inflict the death penalty, which i* forbidden
in Venezuela except in time of war or on
occasions of Imminent peril.

Caracas, Jan. 7.?President Crespo* s de-
cree regarding the revolution has caused
a profound sensation. Copies, In the
shape of "flying sheets." are being dis-
tributed by the police. It Is severely
commented upon, and leading lawyers de-
clare that It Is Illegal.

Another sensation has been created by
the Issue of an order prohibiting commu-
nication between ships and the shore. It
Is especially aimed at the American citi-
zen Schlmma. the agent of the Red D
line at I.a Guavra. Capt. Delanoa, of the
Red 1> steamer Philadelphia, made a pro-
test to President Crespo this morning
against the order. He said It stopped
work on the vessel. The president replied

that the order was necessary, but that he
woul l try to except Americans. There Is
no official charge against Schlmma.
Something serious is brewing, but rumors
are vagire as to Its character. The situa-
tion is alarming.

11AHK AS CORPUS FAILS.

A story of tlio Work of Horse Rustling;
In Klttlto*.

It took Judge Humes only a few minutes
Tuesday morning to dispose of the appli-
cation for a writ of habeas corpus cn be-
ittilf of James Jackson and T.ee Springer,
accused of bom- btcaling in Kittitas county.
He held the warrant issued out of Justice
Caldwell's court Monday evening to be suf-
ficient, and thereupon remanded the pris-
oners to Jail. Sheriff Stlmson, of Ellens-
burg, arrived In the city yesterday, and will
return with Jackson, Springer and Wald
today, after they have been formally
brought before Justice Caldwell, who will
transfer the case for trial to Kittitas coun-
ty, where it rightfully belongs.

The manner In which these three, who are
alleged to be part of an organized gang of
horse thieves that has conducted large op-
erations for nearly a year all over the
state, and iwsslbly adjoining states, were
captured. Is singular. It may be called nn
accident, but for which the gang might

soon have developed into mlll-
alres. The ranchers about Ellens-
burg, for instance, have lost a great

number of horses during the winter, but
until they heard of the*e men having El-
lensburg horses in tlu»lr possession, th» y

supifosed their stock had been lost In the
snow. Probably many of them were, but
their owners now solemnly believe, of
course, that they were all stolen.

Mrs. Saunders, who owns and manages a»
large ran.ch near Ellensburg. was on a
visit to Tacoma. where she heard of a horse
In this city the description of which re-
sembled >ne she had 1 «t. TK e latter was
thoroughly demestlcated animal, and when
it disappeared, although put down as lost,
the Blunders family wondered that such
an Intelligent animal could have failed to
llnd Its way home. The horse described
excited Mrs. Saunders* curiosity, and she
>\ame to Seattle to see. There were other
h rs*s with It that seemed to havo \ f unil-
lar look. She telegraphed to Ellensburg

fir her son, a !? y of IS. and together they

succeeded in Identifying seven animals
out of a hatch of twelve ls their property.
