Washington City, Jan. 10.—The Ve
lan b dary commission will meet in the

éiplomatic room of the state department

at 10 o’clock tomorrow, for the purpose of
perfecting I1ts organization for business, so |
far as possible at this time. The office of |
specretary is regarded as the most impor-
tant to be filled, as the secretary will act
a# the chief administrative officer of the
commission and will be expected to re-
JYeve that body of all business of a purely
routine and perfunctory character. He |
will have charge of the force of clerks and
transiators, and will be expected to keep
a complete and accurate record of all the
proceedings of the committee, including |
the preparation and indexing of the corre- |
spondence and the data compiled for the
benefit and information of the committee |
in the prosecution of ¥s work. The mem-
bers of the commission are being subject-
ed to considerable pressure in the inter-
ests of the numerous candidates for the
office of secretary. All appointments In
connection with the determination of the
divisional line between Venezuela and
British Guiana have been vested entirely
in the commission. The president and see-
retary of state have informed the commis-
gion that they desired to be relieved en-
tirely from any responsibility in the mat-
ter.

Among those mentioned for the office of
secretary is Willlam Eleroy Curtis, for-
merly director of the bureau of Amerioan
republics, and Mr. Partridge, of Vermeont, |
Zormerly solicitor of the siate department
@nd minister to Venezuela under Presi-
dent Harrison. Mr. Landis, the private
gecretary to the late Secretary Gresham, |
has been suggested in this connection,
but, inasmuch as he has just been ap-
pointed a special district attorney to as-
eist in the prosecution of the beef trust
cases, 1t is believed that he does not de-
sire the appointment. The selection of |
permanent quarters for the commission |
will probably be made at tomorrow’s |
meeting. Justice Brewer and Chief Jus-
tice Alvey were appointed a special com- |
mittee to consider this question, and it is
understood they are ready to report.
Prof. Andrew White, of New York, who
was unable to attend the meeting last
@aturday, is expected here soon. It is un-
derstood he will be the guest of Secretary
Lamont. Justice Brewer and Judge Al-
vey are already here, and Mr., Coudert
and Prof. Gilman are expected to arrive
from New York and Baltimore respective-
iy in time to insure a full attendance of
members at tomorrow’s meeting.

Washington City, Jan. 10.—“The report
that the British are strengthening their
outposts In Venezuela and advancing Into |
Venezuela {s true. I have myself received
today a private dispatch from there cor-
roborating 1t,” said Congressman Living-
ston, of Georgla, this afternoon. He
added: “I cannct show you the dispatch;
it is private. You can, however, rely on
ft. I called on the Venezuelan minister
this morning and asked him to use his in-
fluence with Crespo to keep back the Ven-
czuelan troops. Bhould they advance it
would precipitate a confiict at once. That
would render our Venezuelan commission
useless. We would be compelled to back
up Venezuela, and would be plunged into |
war at once."” Y

“You have seen a denial of the statement |
by the British colonial officer?”

“Yes, and the statement is true, never-
theless. Unless Great Britain recalls her
troops and reduces the outposts to their
former strength, Crespo will be compelled
t0 go to war to prevent a revolution, My
resolution was not, as Boutelle thought, a
war resolution. It was a peace resolution,
by calling on President Cleveland to in-
vestigate the report, and {f true to demand
that Great Britain undo what she has
done. Should Graat Britain refuse, war
would result, dbut I don’'t think she would
refuse. Chalrman Hitt promises to have
my resolution considered {mmediately. 1
have suggested that if he likes he may
amend 1t by inserting a clause calling on
Tresident Crespo to hold back his troops
and so avold confliet or trouble of any
kind with Great Britain till the present
situation be sot right and our commission
has made its report.”

M'GAUGHEY FORGES AGAIN.

The Slayer of Dr. Fiouf to Be Arrested
in san Francisco.

San Franc'sco, Jan. 190.—J. D. L. Me-
Gaughey, who obtalned considerable noto-
riety last spring by shooting and killing
Dr. Plouf on Market sworeet, is again in
troudle. This time he will be arrested for
forgery and for obtaining money under
falss pretenses. McGaughey for some time

{ past has becn in the employ of the San

Francisco Paving Company, In the capacity
of solicitor, It mow appears from a war-
rant issued by the police court that on De-
cember 24 McGaughey drew a forged con-
tract representing that three-fourths cof
the property owners on Grove street had
agreed to allow the bituminizing of the
street by the paving company. For this
cvontract MeGaughey secured a commission
of $1%, and work was commenced. A storm

| of protesis arcse, and an investigation was

instituted, disclosing the fact that Mec-
Gaughey had commitied wholesale forgery.
Not only was the body comprising the
terms of the contract spurious, but each
name signed was totally unauthorized.

INDIAN LEASEs VOID.

Treaties Not Abrogatod by Discontinn-
ance of Tribal R Iatlons.
Omaha, Jan. 7.—Judge Shiras, of lowa,
in the Federal court at Omaha today, ren-
dered a declsion declaring that in cases
where Indlans have become citizens, with
all the accompanying privileges, the gov-

| ernment is still bound by the treaty stipu-

lations existing while tribal relations were
sustained. He holds that it applies on all
reservations and is wide in scope. The de-
cision was rendered in the Flournoy Land
Company’s appeal, wherein they ask to
have their clailms to Indian lands sus-
tained.

The court declares that the fact that the
Indlan allottees are declared citizens of
the United Btates does not render vold as
to them or as to remaining portions of the
trihes the restrictions upon the rights of
allenation contained in the several acts of
congress under which allotments of sev-

| eralty have been made, and declares the

leases of the defendants wholly void and
that the obligation applies to all Indian
reservations,

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BiG IRON SHIP LOST.

The Janet Cowan on the Rocks
on Vancouver Island.

SHE WILL BE A TOTAL WRECK.

The Crew Likely to Be Saved—A Four-
Masted Vessel of 2,500 Tons,
From South Africa.

Victoria, B. C., Jan. 10.—A large four-
masted ship 18 on the rocks twelve miies
west of Carmanah point. She was seen by
the steamer Princess Louise, which ar-
rived at Alberni today. The ship was fly-
ing signals for assistance, but Capt Ilrving
conld not go on account of rough weather
and the rocks by which the vessel is sur-
rounded. As far as can be learned, the
vessel went on at the same place where

| the bark Sarah was wrecked. It is thought

the crew will be able to reach land, al-
theugh the sea is running very high. The
vessel's masts were still standing when
the Loulse passed. A strong current sets
in to shore where the vessel is, and when
@ ship once gets into it she can very sel-
dom keep off the shore.

Carmanah point is the Vancouver island
headland at the entrance to the Strait of
Fuca, and is east of Barclay sound. There
ars a lighthouse and a telegraph station
there but the wire was torn down by the
recent storm.

The first news of the wreck came in a
dispatch from R. P. Rithel & Co., of Vie-
toria, to Capt. J. B. Libby, of the Puget
Sound Tughoat Company. The dispatch
said the ship was high on the beach, with
breakers rolling outside, and asked that a
tug and the Neah Bay lifeboat be sent.
Capt. Libby told a Post-Intelligencer re-
porter that he would send a tug from Port
Townsend at once, but that the life-saving
station at Neah Bay had been discon-
tinued.

Capt. Libby thought the lost vessel was
the British ship Janet Cowan, Capt.
Thompson, 2,49 tons, rated 100 Al, 121 days
out from Cape Town for Hastings' Mills
to load a return cargo of lumber. She was
sighted off Cape Flattery several days ago.
The dispateh from Rithel said the ship was
not breaking up, and Capt. Libby thought
the crew would be saved, although there
was no hope for the vessel,

TRADE OUTLOOK NOT GOOD.

More Fallures Than a Year Ago —
Merchants Not Buying Liberally.

New York, Jan. 10.—Bradstreet's tomor-
row will say: General trade has not im-
proved appreciably. Some wholesale
houses are sending out travelers, while
others have not completed taking stock
account. Mild weather at Western points
has Interfered with business in some in-
gtances, and the week continued to present
characteristics of a between-seasons pe-
riod. The impression is general that uncer-
tainty as to finaneial action by congress
and disturidng political conditions have an
unfavorable influence on the prospect for
new enterprises. Mercantile collections in
the East, West and Northwest are com-
plained of, and in the South the compara-
tive ease with which they are made formé
a conspicuous exception. The demand for
funds at various Western centers is the
most active for a year. Stocks of whole-
galers at many of the larger interfor dis-
tributing points are low. First advices of
galesmen are of a moderate demand for
goods
