in a body to listen to a plea for their work
by the Rev. W. A. Shanklin. The church
was beautifully decorated for the occasion,
and splendid music was rendered by the
cholr. “Our Young Men"” was Dr. Shank-
lin's subject, his text being found in Zach-
ariah {i:4: “Run, speak to this young
man.” He spoke strongly and with sym-
pathy and fervor, stating that he hoped
the service would arouse the good to more
earnest endeavor in behalf of young men,
encourage those who are devoted to their
rescue and salvation, and especially kindle
in young men themselves high and noble
aspirations,

“The life of a young man in a city,” said
he, “is often one of the loneliest of Hves.
At the most critical and susceptible period
of life he is least guarded against the se-
ductions of impure delight. The thing most
needed at such a time is the rallying point
of home or club life—a soclial center for
young manhood, a place where young men,

| coming in search of situations, find help,

welcome and accommodation, and where
after business hours they can gather in

| genial intercourse. This the Young Men's

Christian Association, in large measure,
supplies.”

The gpeaker then dwelt upon the impor-
tance and possibilities of the class in
whose Interests the service was held—
yvoung men, who were the possessors of the
best gifts and forces of life. While rejoic-
ing that the vigorous lives of a goodly
number of young men {in Seattle were
thrilled with noble impulses, he frankly
gpoke of the great army in all the cities
who were cursed by insidious and corrupt-
ing vices, those who give up their faculties
and forces to unmanly and wicked enjoy-
ments.

Many Delegates Here for the
Immigration Convention.

v

REMAINDER WILL COME TODAY

Big Meeting to Form a State Organiza-
tion—The Time Ripe for Concerted
Action—The Delegates.

The hotel corridors and local clubs were
filled last night with representative men

from all portions of the state, who are in |
the city as delegates to the immigration |

convention, whieh will convene here to
day. Never beicre in the history of the

state has there been so much enthusiasm |

exhibited over a similar proposition, and
never has more unanimity of feeling been
expressed. A glance at the names of the
delegates is enough to convince any think-
ing person interested in such matters that
some good will be accomplished. Every
delegate appointed is a representative man
in his section of the state and will do ev-
erything in his power to perfect a state
organization. It is a well-known fact that
the transcontinental rallroads are heartily
in favor of the proposition and stand ready
to iend their co-operation. The convention
is not only attracting attention through-
out Washington, but the East as well
This is made apparent by the arrival in
the city on Saturday of H., A. Fisher, one
of the best-known railroad men in the Mid-
die West and a recognized authority on
immigration.

The convention will be formally opened
at 10 o'clock this morning at the rooms of
the Chamber of Commnerce, and the regu-
lar session called to order at 2 p. m. in
Judge Humes’ court room in the superior
court. Citizens generally are extending
every courtesy to the visitors, and will
leave R0 stone unturned to make their vis-
it a memorable one.

The number of delegates already in the
city will be largely augmented today by
the arrival of others from points in close

State Needs Good Tmmigrants,

Among ths visitors at the convention
will be Mr. H. A. Fisher, for a number of
years assistant general freight and passen-
ger agent of the Wabash road and Missourl
Pacific and one of the highest authorities
in the country on immigration. In speak-
ing of the convention at the Butler hotel
last night, Mr. Fisher said: *“I think this
is one of the best moves the state of Wash-
ington ever made. What she wants is pop-
ulaticn of the right kind; men that will
till her rich soil and make her possibilities
realities. During my long connection with
the Wabash road I handled most of its im-
migration business, and know what can be
done in that lir My friends in the East
have often suggested that I make a trip to
Washington, but it seemed I couid never
get away.

“A short time ago, however, I noticed
in your daily press that e movement of
this kind was In progress, and for the first
time in twenty years having leisure time,
I made up my mind to come out and at-
tend the convention. Edgar Ames, now
of your city, is a neighbor ¢f mine in St.
Louis, and from his glowing accounts of
the future of this state, and Seattle in
particular, I concluded to make the trip,
I have made a study of Iimmigration,
and have seen the good resuits of {its
advocacy, and if desired I will gladly
made any suggestions in my power.
