And we have
met with Ijopeful hearts. To the tiller of
tho woll. to the skilled mechanic and to the
man of means no state off< is greater in-
fuccroenta nor better rewards than VTai-ii-
Ingtcn Its altunJunie of resources an<l its
healthful climate challenge comparison.

And the C«>ul of Washington
?An Exbunxtivt) Paper.

T. B. Corey, formerly superintendent
of the Oregon Improvement Company's
mires, presented to the convention In the
following; paper probably the best and
most carefully prepared article on this im-
portant subject ever written:

In writing an article on this subject I
find that the time given me is so limited
that I shaii be compelled to draw largely
from a former paper written by my-
self and published some three years
ago in the Illinois Mining Insti-
tute Journal. It would be a v<*ry

difficult task to go into a detailed
statement of the various coals found in
this slate, owing to the diversiiied condi-
tion of the coa' beds; in fact, I doubt very
much if there is any state in the Union
where there is such a variety of coal.
There has already been found coal from
tic lowest grade of lignite to the highest
grade of anthracite. As yet the coal in-
dustry of this state is only In its infancy.
Hardly a month passes but what new dis-
coveries are made, and some of them con-
sidered valuable. Most of the discoveries
SJ far have :>een made by accident rather
than by any preconceived plan of pros-
pecting.

Wherever possible, arrangements should
lie made by the immigration board to have
practical farmers instruct and advise im-
migrants who may settle in their neighbor-
hood.in regard to the peculiarities of the
soil and wiiat kind of products it Is most
adapted for. I will also suggest that the
state agricultural eollvge be placed in posi-
tion t-} furnish settlers with fruit trees.
This would not only prove a source of in-
cofne to the state by which some of the ex-
pens** of the immigration movement may

be met. but also save the farmer from be-
coming the victim of dishonest nursery
agents.

,

Before I close I wish to plead the cause
of the Immigrants. From personal experi-

ence, I know what difficulties confront
thi»m when they come Into this strange

country, and hosv they are In every way
handicapped. They have left their child-
hood's home and mother country* with all
that was near and dear to them Here th» y

stand in a foreign country, without knowl-
edge of its language, surroii: led by strange
people, new customs, methods and insti-
tutions. They deserve your sympathy and
good will. Do not give them the impression
that tb**y lMve committed an unlawful act
by having availed themselves of the oppor-
tunity and decided to cast their lot amongst
you. Extend to them the right hand of fel-
lowship. and let them feel that they are
welcome, if worthy.

Do this, gentlemen, and T can assure you
that the great state r>f Washington will
have no more loyal citizens and the Fnion
no mor» patriotic sons and daughters than
those with Semdinavian bloOd In their
veins.

Commencing at the western portion of
the stale, the veins as exposed show hard-
ly anything but woody matter; but. as we
KO east to the Cascade mountains, the
coal in richness until we find a
very good quality of anthracite.

It Is also true as we approach the Cas-
cades the strata are more Iytgu.ar, in
fact In the bituminous districts there
setniß to be no regularity whatever, but
the strata being more or less brakon up
witb anticlinal® and synclinals.

dition. The coal does not run regularly,

the s«kms plhch to nothing or thicken to

a : crmal size. The s*am nearest tho
schists, which Ift sometimes only two or

three feet from them, are richest In car-
bon and lowest In moisture, the higher

ones gra lually losing carbon as they re-

ef de from the schists, and those on the
Skagit river yield a coke equal to any
nuuio in the Unite! States.

This coal district Is in the region of
Skasit river. Lake Whatcom and Nook-
Siu.k river and extends almost almost to
the- Canadian line. The dips are from M
depiees to Vertical. Around Lake What-
com to the northwest. Skagit river, south-
west. and at Nooksack river the dip is
very changeable, although In general

terms It may be sail to be north or south,

depending on which slope of the great

anticlinal and synclinal folds the seams
ar» exposed. The area of this section is
about square miles. The coal around
Hamilton, on the Skngtt river, is very rich
In c..rt»on. There are four distinct seams,

There are also here large seams of iron
or"» whtch are exposed to view on the
Skagit river F">r miles smith of this ther«
ar* strong indlrations of coal, and some
v> rv good veins "rave already he#>n dis-
covered. Aroimd Hamilton the coal seams
a_-e more regular than in any part of the
fisTd In th*« northwestern part of the state.
At Jennings, which is west of Hamilton,

are two or more seams of coal. Quite a

Tn Cowlitz county, which Is south of Lew-
is county, there are two small mines In op-

eration, one at Castle Rock and the other
at Kelso. both mining lignite coal.

Crossing the Cascades Into K'ttitas coun-

ty, we come to Roalyn, where th» Northern
Pacific company's mines are located. Mere
over a quarter of a million tons ate mined
annually, and they could produce half a
million if demanded. This vein is about live
feet in thickness and dips from S to IT de-
grees south; it is a splendid steam coal and
used mostly by the raflroals. There are
three mines at this place, and there is also
one, perhaps two, small mines, adjoining
this field. At Cle-Eum there is n mine
which is working a seajn overlaying the
Roslyn. and about four and a half feet in
thickness. To my knowledge all the coal
discovered east of the Cascade mountains
Is In this county, and comprises an area of
about 300 square miles.

So It is seen that the combined coal fields
of the «tate of Washington cover an area
of 1,650 square miles, as far as is at pres-
ent known. At the rate of the present ron-
sumption this will not l>e consumed for
several hundred years.

There are at present only thirty-two
mines In operation, giving employment to
abaut 5,000 men, and they could give employ-
ment to more, as there Is a scarcity of min-
ers at the present time.

The Blue Canyon, Fulrhaven, Black Dia-
mond, Franklin, Katigley. Navy, South
Prairie and Roslyn coal has all been tested
by the United States navy, and on the
whole has proved to be satisfactory.

All Washington coal Is hr aght into com-
petition with that of England, Australia
an 1 Vancouver Island, and compart-s very
favorably, and were It not from the f.vt
that this foreign coal is to a great extent
brought over as ballast (consequently land-
ed on onr shores very ( heap) and the low
' :rifT, it'wouli not be long before Wash-
ington would supply the whole Western
country.

There never has been a geological survey
made uf this state, consequently many er-
rors may have slipped Into thla article, but
on tho whole I think It to be cornet. It
would be a lift's task to arrive at the true
geological formations of the state. The
mountainous country, the heavy timber and
undergrowth, the wash or superficial de-
posit.*, completely cover up the strati,
making it a herculean undertaking. This
being the condition, the mineral wealth of
Washington has only begun to be discov-
ered.

There can be no doubt that the time Is
fast approaching when Washington wdl
bo the grt«test state in the t'nlon for Its
