NOT A POPULAR LOAN.

It is a publ'.o

loan. In that It is not negotiated behind

closed doors, with a syndicate of hankers,

tut in the sense of g v.ag every body a
chance to subscribe it will be in no a
popular transaction, in which everyboiy
tan participate. First of ail, the bids must

be sealed, and payments for bon>is must be

made at the treasury in Washington City

or at the sab-treasuries in nine other cities

of the country. As to whether th jre will

oe a very general popular subscription

seems very doitfrtful. When Secretary Car-

lisle called for b.ds for ££,000,000 of bonis

in February, lEC-4, there were in the first ten
days offers for only |6,'X< |.000. It Is

true that in the end subscriptions of nearly
>»w,oot',ooo were received, but it was only

after a syndicate had been formed. There

was no element of popularity in the sub-
scriptions.

If the present Issue of bonds Is taken. It
will probably be by a syndicate or syndi-

cates. The people generally will have no
otportunity to help tho government out,

for the bonds are practically accessible only

to banks and bankers. No one else has the
machinery for delivering gold and receiv-
ing bonds. No one, outside of those in
financial circles, knows what to offer. The
people at large are not tn the habit of sub-
scribing by sealed bids for bonds, ar.i out'
side of a tew capitalists, few will do It.
For this reason, the new oond issue is rot
what m;ght be termed a popular loan, al-
though it Is Infinitely better than a secret
negotiation, such a* was concluded last
summer by Mr. Cleveland and his

of the treasury with the Morgan syndics.e.

To have provided a popular loan the
treasury officials should have fixed an up-
set price for the bonds, say on a Z per cent,

basis, which would have been about 1.16.
Instead of allowing only the moneyed men
to subscribe In large amounts, the appeal
should have been directly to the people.
On October I,lt is estimated that there
was outside of the treasury 1370,000.000 of
gold In the hands of the people. This Is
the gold It would be desirable to have. In
order to get it there was but one course to
take, namely, to put the bonds on sale at
every large poatofflce and national bank In
the country. Then any man with gold
would be able to step into a postoffice or
bank, pay his gold for a single bond and
receive it as soon as the treasury could
deliver It.

The instant It was known that 3 per cent.
could be obtained on unquestionable se-
curity, certain to rise In value, there is no
doubt that gold would come out of Its
hiding places. This is the system of popu-
lar loana In France, and If that country can
sell Its bonds direct to holders It is diffi-
cult to see why the United States could
not do It. Rather than ask for scaled bids,
which will probably come only from mon-
led syndicates, it might have been better
had there been an attempt to make the
new loan a distinctively popular one. Pub-
lic opinion would certainly have approved
the making of an upset price which would
have placed the bonds on sale to small in-
vestors, and had it been done and the
bonds offered everywhere there is little
doubt the people would have responded in
a way to show the world that they are al-
ways ready to help the government out in
times of trouble.

THE PUBLIC LIBRARY.
There Is a decided difference of opinion

In the charter commission as to the advisa-
bility of retaining a library commission.

Greenwood City, Jan. 7.?The ail-absorb-
ing topic of conversation and subject of
newspaper articles for a few weeks past

has been the boundary dispute between
Great Britain and Venezuela, involving
their claims in the words of the British
premier, "to large tracts of territory

which from their auriferous nature are
known to be of almost untold vaiue." It
is the Intention of your correspondent to
call attention to a tract of territory much
nearer home, asd of greater practical in-
terest to the people of the Northwest, sit-
uated Just across the boundary line in
British Columbia. This is a portion of a
territory once in dispute between Great
Britain and the United States, and be-
came a part of British Columbia by treaty
in 1545. Had the Americans at that time
had any conception of its great mineral
wealth, It is probable that more strenu-

ous efforts would have been made to keep
it within the dominion of the United
States; jbut like more of the rich mineral
district* of British Columbia, it was des-
tined to lie dormant for nearly half a cen-
tury. British Columbia, at least the south-
eastern portion, has come to the front as

a great mineral district within the last six
years, and American enterprise and capi-
tal have been Important factors in its de-
velopment. About the time rich discover-
ies were made in the Kootenai country,

an era of prosperity began which
has continued to the present time, though
the silver districts experienced a tempor-
ary check from the low price of that metal.
The great center of attraction for the last
year has been the Trail creek country, in
which liossland and Trail are situated.
It had been prospected for several years;
many locations were made, and most of
them abandoned. The Iron cap, charac-
teristic of the country, was not at that
time considered Indicative of thq gold-
bearing rock beneath. In the latter part
of 1594 two claims, the Le Roi and War
Eagle, which were being worked, sudden-
lydeveloped Into paying mines, which was
the signal for a stampede Into that coun-
try from many parts, but principally from
the adjacent counties of Washington. The
insignificant mining camp of a year ago
Is now a prosperous community of about
4.000 inhabitants, of almost city propor-
tions, with Its electric lights, water works,
tramway, smelter, and other evidences of
prosperity. In the early days there were
many opportunities for laborers, mechan-
ics and persons of limited means, but on
account of the quiet times In the surround-
ing towns, the supply soon exceeded the
demand, and at the present time it is a
more inviting field for persons of
capital than for any other class of people.
The large number of prospectors who
came into the country, attracted bv the
rich "strike." soon staked the country for
miles around, and traced the mineral belt
westward to the Boundary creek country,
to which I have already alluded. It al-
ready had been prospected to some ex-
tent, but the surface showing was unus-
ual, and generally of low grade: but the
fact that rich gold mines were being
worked at Trail creek, where the surface
showing wr as similar, gave renewed vigor
to prospecting and development work. The
results have been satisfactory. There are
n">w a great many good prospects In this
Country, and some mines with paying ore.
A number of the best properties have been
sold to American capitalists from Butte
an<l Spokane. A large number of people
came into this country last year, and sev-
eral new camps started up. among which
may be mentioned Greenwood Pltv. which
It is predicted will be the Rossland of the
Boundary district. Situated In the
mld«t of the Greenwood. Peadwood. Cop-
per and other camps. It has many advan-
tage*. and will become an Important place
as the mines develop.

Want of transportation has be<*n a
drawback to this country, and now that a
railroad from Trail creek i* amoner the
probabilities of this year, the future of
this country looks bris»t-* ar< » poo.
pie here from many countries, hut Amer-
ican* ar.d Canadians predominate, work-
Ine together with their picks and drills
end other Implements of peace, thc-v have
no desire to turn them Into swords, their
common enemv is the hard ro-k of the
rold-faring hill® sprlnsr and "sum-
mer this country \u25a0will he the scene of srreat
activity, and will present manv opportu-
nities for men of pluck and enertrv.
