THE TAKING(>F ANTANANAKIVO

Description of the French Victor}" by
hii Eye-WHue-s.

Correspondence Pall Mall Gazette.
After months of somewhat unnecessary

procrastination and wearisome delay, the
Franco-Malagas} so-called campaign was
brought to a welcome, if not timely, finish
this afternoon (September Jt>).

At daybreak a heavy mist, as usuai, lay
thick upon the valleys that surround An-

tananarivo. Away to the east, upon the
summits of the distant ridge overlooking"
Aml>aiomlie, one could discern officers of
the French intelligence department taking

ranges arid other observations of the Hova
line*. The French force appeared to have
been drawn up in four columns on the side
of the above-mentioned hill, each body of
troops wju to I.OUO strong. The artillery

was drawn up in front, their mules and
transport service in the rear. It was quite
in accordance with all previous strategy
emanating from Malagasy intellect that
the Hovas should have chosen for their
last stand a i<osition directly commanded
by the higher and strategically superior
heights which the French had been al-
lowed to occupy the previous day without
the slightest opposition. It was. if possi-
ble, still more characteristic of the native
authorities to postpone any and all at-
tempts at fortifying their position until it
was too late. The whole of the ridge from
Tsoav inandriana and Andrainarivo to the
Observatory was lined with Malagasy
troops and guns. An undulating valley,

to 4.000 yards across, separated the
French from the Malagasy position: a sec-
ond. steeper and half its width, intervened
between the latter and the capital. While
the French staff were taking their ob-
servations the Malagasy, like Balbus of
old, were Intently busy building a wall to
the north, for what object it would be
hard for any European to say. As soon
as the mist lifted the French artillery
posted on the heights opened fire on the
Malagasy batteries. The latter replied all
down their line, and a pretty duel between
tans of heavier caliber ensued, the <lin of
battle being intensified by the mountain
echoes that carried on the deafening roar.
The French gunnery appeared fairly ac-
curate. while that of the Malagasy, taking
Into consideration the inferior shells and
ammunition used was not far behind that
of their opponents. Still. I am glad
to say. not much damage to life was
done to either party. Shells burst-
ing In their neighborhood soon had
the effect of clearing off the majority of
the Malagasy troops, which consisted of
a va«t rabble mixture of soldiers carriers,
schoolboys and onlookers, all in their eon-
sp' units white l.in'as. covering th-1 h'll-
side. without leaders, object or apparent-
ly the slightest organization. The Fttra-
pean trained cadets alone seemed to
make anv attempt at rec'«tincr the attack.

Never before in the nistory of the Amer-
ican cattle trade has the big steer sold at

such a discount as now. ±ne simple fact
is that the great, tallowy bullocks repre-
sent a pure waste of good feed. Repeated
tests at the fat stock show have demon-
strated that a nicely ripened lor.g yearling
or a fat two-year-old will cut up to in-
finitely greater advantage on the block
than the 1,700-pound bullocks. One thing

is sure, ripe, tidy, sappy young steers of
the sort now preferred by the butchers
cannot be produced except by the use of
good blood. The sooner American cattle
feeders abandon the big three and four-
y« ar-old cattle the better for all parties
concerned. Bahy beef h. s come to stay;

and it can only be advantageously pro-
duced by securing wt il-bred calves to start
with and forcing them rapidly forward.
The older a steer grows the more feed re-
quired to produce a pound of gain. Good
thrifty calves of the right type will make
wonderful weighers at an early age if the
"hey-dey of their youth" is not fritted
away around empty feed troughs on bar-
ren pastures or in seeking shelter from
winter storms alongside a wire fence.
