are drifting Into a position where Great
Britain's refusal to arbitrate, and she may
lawfully refuse, will be considered as not
demanding from us a dignified and earnest
protest.

"But whatever the oaus® of the uprising
or the merits of the dispute, my attention
at that crtals was diverted to another
channel.
