OPENING OF CHINA.

Navigation of the West River
trf Be Permitted

AS A CONCESSION TO ENGLAND.

Presumably In Hope That No More

Territory in the south Would Be

Taken?Sew Navy (or China.

Peking. Jan. 24.?The government has
agreed to open the West river, provided
China Is allowed to retain the territory

ceded under the Burmah-Chlna convention
of IR*4. The opening of two ports on the
West or Siklan river, namely. Shaoklng

and Wuchow, was stipulated for by the
Japanese as part of the terms of peace.
The cities of Canton and Hongkong are
situated on the bay Into which tha West
river empties. The news that the West
river is to be opened to foreign trade occa-
sioned no small satisfaction in Hongkong.

Tho trade of the rich province of Yunnan
had begun to be diverted by the activity o 1
tho French in Tonquln from its natural
channel down the river. The river trav-
erses one of the richest and most dt nsely
populated portions of South China, and the
Chinese have long guarded It against the
entrance of foreign commerce with a sort
of superstitious reverence.

The territory on the Mekong which has
recently been acquired by France from
China by treaty opens a new route to a
part of this rich country, including the
t, a districts. France's success In securing

this territory was a part of the situation
In the far Hast which has been most try-

ing to Great Britain since the decline of
her diplomatic prestige with the China-
Japanese war. Great Britain claimed that
the territory a "quired by France Included
parts of what was British Burmah, but had
been ceded by Great Britain to China by a
convention which was ratified In I/ondon
on August 23, IVM. In furtherance of Great
Britain's project of the formation of a
bufTer state. Init with the proviso that China
fthould not alienate this territory to any-
other power without the consent of Great
Britain. By the terms of tht« convention,
China, on the other hand, relinquished cer-
tain territory to Great Britain on the de-
limitation of the frontier between China
and British Burmah. Within a few weeks
again It was reported as a set off to the
Chinese eon > to France that Great
Britain ha 1 procured the assent of China
to the cession to Great Britain of four
states on the Burmah-Chinese frontier,
g vinir British trade direct a ess to South-
ern China. Presumably China is now en-
deavor ne to stop these encroachments on
her southwestern frontier by agreeing to
open the West river to commerce.

The fluid may be equal parts of alcohol
and luke-warm water; it may be cold cof-
fee, well strained, or water in which an old
black glace kid glove has been boiled. This*
latter mixture is a glove put into a pint of
water and boiled down to a half pint, or
two gloves in a quart of water. Each and
every one of these fluids are excellent In
effect. Sponga the goods on what will be
the right side when made up, as some silks
can be turned after being worn. Hang
each piece on a line to drip. When nearly
dry, but still quite damp, iron with a mod-
erately warm-iron on the wrong Bide, plac-
ing a piece of soft, black cambric or crino-
line between the iron and the goods, and
ironing each piece until it is perfectly dry.
Then lay away the pieces without folding
them.

Gardt n Seeds.
New York Tribune,

Farmers will do well to raise their own
garden seeds. Many of those we buy fall
to come up, and for this reason farmers
should depend largely on raising their own
seeds and thus secure full crops yearly. A
small corner of the garden, say two or
three feet square, will raise more than
enough seeds to supply any one farm.
From a small corner of our garden we
harvest enough seeds to supply our neigh-
l»orhood. It requires but little labor to
tend a small seed garden. After the
vegetables are set hoe among them two
or three times to kill the weeds. Then set

a tall stake near each plant to which the
heavy seed tops can be tied to keep them
off the ground. As soon as ripe gather to
prevent wasting. Some of the seeds ripen
earlier than the others, so It is best to look
after them while ripening. Save the larg-
est seeds only. Those on the center of the
stalks are best. It Is best to change seeds
every two or three years, as better results
are obtained by so doing.

YOUNG CHICAGO ARTIST KILLED.

110 Mortally Wounds One of His As-

suiiunts The Others are (aught

nud >"early Lynched.

St. Louis, Jan. £4.?Webster Oroves Is
wildlyexcited over a tragedy which occur-
red there last night. Bertram K. Atwater,

a young Chicago artist, who had gone to
the suburb to visit his betrothed. Miss Gen-
evieve Orton, was waylaid and killed by
highwaymen. One of the robbers, John
Schmidt, wounded to death by the plucky
Chicagoan, will probably die before morn-
ing. The other thugs. Sam Foster, a col-
ored ex-convict, who fired the fatal shots,
and I'eter Schmidt, who arranged the trap

into which Mr. Atwater was unsuspecting-
ly lured and then slain, are in custody.
While the inquest was being held today,
citizens of the village became so enraged

that it was with the greatest difficulty
that cooler heads could restrain the pre-
vailing impulse to drag the captive high-
waymen from the officers and hang them.

The Schmidts, who are cousins, con-
fessed as to the part take<n by each in the
cr'me. Peter, who volunteered to carry
Atwater's valise from the station, admits
that he led the latter to his fate. He left
At water at a barber shop, he says, and
went to lirannon's saloon, where he found
John Schmidt and Foster. The boy 6ays
he told them he was going to show At-
water to the Orton residence, anl they
told him they would meet him at the
bridge where the attempted hold-up and
shooting occurred.

Atwater's body was shipped to Chicago
tontght. Mr. Orton and his daughter Gen-
evieve, Atwater's fiance, accompanied the
remains. Miss Orton is almost prostrated
with grie.f. The wedding is said to have
been set for an early date, and the object
of Mr. Atwater's visit last night was to
look over some of the preliminary ar-

rangements. The young Lady is a beauti-
ful brunette of 20.

This afternoon Sam Foster <rnd Peter
Schmidt were taken, under guard of Con-
stable Fieldson and five deputies, to the
office of Justice Prehm, where an inquest
was held over the remains of Atwater.

After hearing several wltness?-s and the
confession of Peter Schrr-dt. a verdict was
rendered as follows: "We the Jury, find
that Bertram Allen Atwater came to his
death at the hands of Sam Foster and
John Schmidt, and that Peter Schmidt ia
made an accessory before the fact."

While the inquest was in progress Foster
made a sensational attempt to escape by
Jumping from a window in the court room,
which is in the second story of the build-
ing. Foster and Peter Schmidt -were hand-
cuffed together, and when the former
Jumped he pulled Bchmldt with him onto
a low shed, where they landed. The pris-
oners were quickly recaptured, but their
attempt to escape and the confession of
Schmidt infuriated the crowd that had
gathered. When the officers started to

take the two men to a place of safety the
mob closed in and attempted to lynch
them. AfJ'-r a struggle Constable F'leld-
son succeeded in getting the party Into a
single horsf spring waaon. which he drove
toward Clayton, with the Intention of tak-
ing his prisoners there for safe keeping.
He had not proceeded far when the mob
caught the horse's head and oompHled a
halt.

About twenty-five shots were fired, one
of which wounded Schmidt In the ba k.
The horse reared up and broke away from
the mob, which numbered about sixty-five
men, none of whom were masked. Consta-
ble Fieldson, without firing a shot, drovo
to Klrkwood, about fifteen mll«-s from th»
city, where he was compelled to leave the
r'g and take to the woods for fear of the
mob catching him on the highway. For
almost five hours he plunged through the
woods, sometimes in mud up to his kn»es
and finally at midnight arrived here with
h.H badly frightened prisoners, who were
landed safely in Jail at the Four Courts.
Tomorrow under a strong guard the two
h!(rhwaym»n will be taken to Clayton and
lodged in the county Jail there.
