Ttkcotiia Wsntsa Weather Bureau Office
Washington City, Jan. 24?Special.?The

trustee* of the Tacoma Chamber of Com-
merce have petitioned congress throi_rb
Representative Doolittle for the establish-
ment of a weather bureau service at mat
i»o!rt. The petitioners do not desire to
t" ng about the abandonment of the weather
bureau* already established in the state,
but insist Ih-it the importance of Ta oma
as a s»aport warrants the government in
making such an appropriation as will suffice
to maintain a weather bureau there. It is
pointed out that for many years past the
citizens of Tacoma have maintained a vol-
untary bureau, furnishing office rent free
for the observer. It i® aiso urged that "the
constantly traffic between Taco-
irn and Oriental ports, as well as the Uni-
ted Kindom. requires that steamers and
palling vessels should be protected frum
dam- r and 10.-s i>y such signals and infor-
mation as are given by the government at
other ports."

The petition makes th* bold declaration
that 'within the past few years Tacoma
has become the most Important shipping
point on Puget sound." That her ocean
tonnage "exceeds that of all other places
on the Sound comMned;" that "deep-sea
craft, which stop at no other pli.ee on the
Sound, are constantly going and coming,
the number of deep-sea arrivals amounting
to over 406 annually, with an avenge ton-
nage Inward amounting to tons,
while the tonnage of Sound craft arriving
and departing at this port exceeds I,(**>.<«>)
tons annually." Willis L Moore, chief cf
th<» weather bureaj in this city, was ap-
plied to some time ago to establish a *<er-
v< e at Tacoma, but replied "that no oth'-r
state in the Union has so many weather
stations or "eceives so large a she re of the
appropriations for the maintenance of the
national meterologlcal service."

To this the Tacuma chamber replies that
it alto remembers "that no othtir atat* in
this Union has such amount of shore line
as the state of Washington, which must, cf
no fssity, call for larger expenditure in
tills direction."

San Francisco, Jan. 24.?At the court-
martial trial of Capt. Healv, of the leve-
r.ue cutter Bear, today, ali those appear-
ing at the trial were sworn to secrecy.
LJeut. F.OSJ, of the Corwln, told how the
crews of the different cutters at Unalaska
last September -w >re invited to a "whisky
and tobacco social" on board the British
ship Pheasant. According to Ross, as
Healy was returning home frum th:« fes-
tivityhe was so overcome that lie walked
over the edge of the wharf, thinking it
was hia bunk. After his mishap was
known, the witness said, it caused great
rejoicing throughout the fleet. The de-
fense tried to prove through Ilngineer
Jones and Lieut. Daniels that Capt. llealy
was the victim of a conspiracy on the part
of the younger officers. The witnesses dis-
claimed knowledge of a conspiracy.

The friends of Capt. Healy made no at-
tempt to conceal the;r gratMcation at the
conclusion of today's session of the court
of inquiry, for they believed the prosecu-
tion had slipped an important cog in be-
ing unable to get Capt. Hooper to testifv
a**-fn*t the accused officer.

It
was generally known that he felt unfriend-
ly toward the Bear's captain, and it wis
expected that his evidence woul i be most
important and would have considerable
weight. Hooper refused to say a word
asainst Healy, however, further than that
he had known him to t3ke a drink now
and then. He declare', positively that he
ha l nev*r seen the captain under the influ-
ence of liqnor while on duty. When ask' 1
for his opinion as to Capt. Healy's quali-
fications as a seaman, the witness couli
rot say too much that was favorable. H»
declared that he considered Healy one of
th» a >b»st command- r* and seamen h» had
ever met in the revenue service. He In-
sisted upon being as non-comm :tta! as
possible on all othpr subjects

Ten per cent, of the gross
receipts of each game is deposited with
the treasurer of the league to meet current
expenses and as a guarantee to the play-
ers. The remainder is divided equally be-
tween the clubs contesting in th" game.
Before the season begirs each club puts
tip SSOO as a guarantee of good faith. This
is not a check or bond, but cash."

Changing the subject, Mr. Leadley said
that this was his first visit to Washington,
but he was so favorably impressed he did
not know but be would want to live here
all the time. "I will say one thing," he
continued, "and that is, if all the cities
are as enthusiastic as Tacoma, there wi!l
be some big crowds out when the umpire

How to sw«»ep a Kootn.
The Housekeeper.

Carefully dust ail fancy and
small pieces of furniture artd mov them
into an adjoining room. Then du;u the
larger pieces and put furniture covet* over
them. These covers can he made of any
faded material that may have lost its
beauty, but still retains its usefulness. In
order to make as little dust as possible it
is always best to put something cn the
carpet. Corrr mea! moistened with water
and thrown arcurnf the tioor will he of
much help. Or. if that is not convenient,
salt or tea leaves will answer the same
purpose. Sometimes 1 double a newspaper
a number of times, then w< t it iin.i tear it
in bits and scatter it around the floor.
Raise the windows and sweep the room
carefully, keeping your broom near the
floor instead of flirting it in every direc-
tion, as some careless housekeepers do.
In a room which is used but littl» one
thorough sweeping will answer for weeks,
by using the carpet sweeper or brushing
it out occasionally. After taking up your
dirt leave the room and let the dust settle
for ten or fifteen niinut»*s; then carefully
remove the furniture covers, shaking them
out of doors. Wipe the woodwork with a
damp cloth. Put in place your furniture
and fancy articles. If you have a sto\e in
the room wipe it carefully with a rag kept
for that purpose, and wash the zinc be-
neath. Then, if you have a few fresh
flowers fpr decoration your room should
look sweet and clean and be a delight to
the housewifely heart whose industry
made it so.
