THZ BOZEXAN TUNNEL FIR*.

Remarkable Battle ofthe Northern Fs»
elflc Railroad With the Flame*.

Correspondence Boston Transcript.

The unprecedented flre in the
tunnel, on the Northern Pacific railroad
through Southern Montana, at last seems
to have nearly exhausted Its fury. For
more than three months the Interior of this
t mnel has been one mass of flames, the
raging fire withstanding every effort to

subdue It. and its equal has not been known
in railroad history. A few weeks since it
was reported to have been smothered or
extinguahed. but this was an error, as It
has only been within a comparatively few
days that it has been possible to enter the
tunnel, and even at present writing the fire
Is still burning to some extent, and the heat
is so Intolerable that workmen can rem.t:a

In the bore but a few moments at a t.me.

The Bozeman tunnel, sometimes called
the Mulr tunnel, from the town by that
name situated at Its eastern entrance, as
Bozeman is at tbe western extremity, ex-
tends through a division of the Rocky

mountains known as the Brldger range,
and is the second longest tunnel in the
state of Montana, the longest being the
Mullan tunnel on the same railroad. The
Bozeman tunnel is nearly a mile in length,

and its orglnai cost was in the n*»;Khbor-

hood of half a million dollars. Instead,

however, of being lined with masonry, as
was the Mullan tunnel. It was simply tim-
bered on the inside; hence the terrible
havoc and rum wrought by a three
months' tire may be imagined. How the
fire originated, whether through tho care-
lessness of the employes, or in what man-
ner, will always remain a mystery, as
these facts probably can never be ascer-
tained. and even if known by the railroad
company they would certainly never be
g:ven to the public.

The fire was first discovered on the morn-
ing of September 13 by the train which ar-
rived at Aluir at < a. in. Though no one
realized the fearful extent of the fire at
that t me. It was soon discovered that it
was ieyotid control for the t.me being, and
arrangements were immediately made for
the temporary transfer of passengers over
the top of the divide by means of carriage,
wagons and various vehicles furnished by

the railroad company. Progress at this
rate was necessarily slow, requiring an
hour at best to cross the divide. Orders
were given for the tunnel to be sealed at

each end. and It waa expected that the Fre
would soon be extinguished for want of air.

This proved of no avail, however, and at

the end of three weeks the Interior of the
tunnel was like a furnace. Notwithstand-
ing the fact that the tire was situated al-

most at thecenterof theboreand the smoke
had nearly half a mile to travel each way
before escaping at the ends, dense columns
of smoke were constantly rising skyward,
marking the entrances of the tunnel.

Every device known to men accustomed
by long experience to battling with fires
was brought Into action, but with little or

no effect. Two weeks were spent in trying
to extinguish the flames with water. Hun-
dreds of water tanks, oil tanks and cars
were filled with water and run up to the
mouth of the tunnel, to which hundrcda of
feet of hose were then attached, and pres-
sure secured by forcing air Into the tanks,

thus pouring the water upon the flames.
But this work was necessarily slow, frs

what was gained by one tram load of water

was lost while another was being switched
Into position, and the supply of water be-
ing also inadequate. It was impossible to ac-
c nipll.">h any permanent good. Such clouds
of smoke were constantly pouring from
both ends of the tunnel that the pipemen,
who were s~nt In to fight the flames, were
obliged to fasten a stout cord around their
waists, the other end of which was held by

men outside, and which they Jerked every
few seconds to assure those at the other
end of the line that they had not been suffo-
cated by the somke. To keep as much as
j»osible from inhaling the latter, they were
compelled to crawl on all fours, with
sponges and cloths fastened securely over
their faces. They would soon lie overcome,
however, by the smoke and gases, which
fact was made known by the suspension of
the Jerking of the safety line, when they

were Immediately drawn out where the
fresh air would revive them.

But notwithstanding every effort, the
flames only burned hotter and hotter until
at last the Northern I'aclflo officials were
compelled bo acknowledge that even a
railroad company had been defeated, that
the flames were entirely beyond th'dr con-
trol. and that no earthly power could
th-m In their advance, but that they would
have to be allowed to burn until everything
was consumed. Accordingly the tunnel
was ordered to t>e sealed for the second
time, and the firs was left to take its
course.

KENTUCKY DEADLOCK TO LAST.

Powell Clayton Want* a Cabinet Place

?Washington Politicians PTeftr
McKinley to Beed.

Excelsior Springs, Mo., Jan. 25.?The
Democratic state central committee met
here today and decided to hold the conven-
tion for the selection of delegates to the
national convention at Sedalia April 15.
The committee decided to disobey the Per-

tle Springs resolution, which named St.
IxHils as the proper place to hold the con-
vention, on Ihe ground that "St. L<ouis is
a gold town, and they were afraid of its
Influence." Chairman C. C. Maffitt, of the
state central committee, arrived from St.
Louis today. Other members who came in
this afternoon were Ed Barbour, O. H.
Avery, of Troy; J. C. Roberts, Thomas J.
Ward and O. E. Eorster, of St. Louis;
John E. Organ, of Salem, and M. A. Fyke,

of Kansas City. The early talk was over
the place for holding the delegate conven-
tion.

The single standard men took delight in
telling the silver men that they were try-

ing to get out of their Instructions. This
increased the bed feeling between the two
factions, which the leaders had hoped to
keep down. Sedalia's delegation to secure
the convention worked hard and encour-
aged the silver men in their dissatisfac-
tion. The committee in executive session
adopted a resolution Instructing that no
county conventions to select delegates to

the Sedalia convention shall be held before
AprilL There is a preamble to the resolu-
tion which says that this is for the pur-
pose of preventing any county committee
from taking snap judgment and calling
local conventions without giving time for
discussion.

The Choice of tho Republican Leaders
of Washington.

Tacoma, Jan. 25.?1n answer to a circu-
lar letter Bent out by the Ledger to mem-

bers of the last Republican state conven-
tion. Rejwblboan members of the legisla-
ture and other well-known members of
the party, asking them to name their first,
second and third favorites for the presi-
dential nomination, something over 200 re-
plies have been received, of which 67 favor
McKinley and 58 favor Reed for first
choice, while there are 62 votes for each us
second choice. Harrison has £4, Allison 19
and Lincoln 9 for first, while the latter is
the third choice of 51. Senator Cush Davis
is named by 18 voters, 7 of whom name
him as their first choice. 2 second choice
and 9 as third. The other votes are for a
long list of candidates.

NO ELECTION IN KENTUCKY.

Blackburn Cannot Win, But He Can

Frankfort, Ky? Jan. 25.?Tt now appears
that there will be no election for senator
this session. The supporters of Hunter
say no other Republican can win. The
friends of Senator Blackburn swear he Is
the only Democrat whose name will be
considered. The two Populists split, one
voting with the Republicans, one with the
Deir.C! rata. Gov. Bradley announces that
he i*> for Hunter, and cays he thinks Hun-
ter will win.

UNCERTAINTY IX ENGLAND

Orer the Grouping of Continental Na-
tions-Queen Victoria's Grief.

Ix>ndon. Jan. 25.?1t is difficultto imagine
a more complicated and uncertain politi-
cal situation than the one which is now
being studied by the statesmen of Europe.
If the reported alliance between Russia
and Turkey is the myth it is said to be,
north and south, east ard west, every-
where, the state of uncertainty as to the
future prevails, and the general public, it
would seem, must for some time be con-
tent with being allowed to await develop-
ments. Rumors of alliances and counter-
alliances fill the air and crowd the news-
papers, but until the shuffling of the cards
has been completed and the hands are ar-
ranged for the game of bluff and grab be-
lieved to be arranged between the powers.
It will be difficult to definitely declda who
are partners and who are their opponents.
But one thing seems to gleam out clearly
from the fog of diplomacy, and that is that
a rearrangement of the European entan-
glements is being engineered, if it is not in
progress or even an accomplished fact, and
there are persons here who intimate that
when the deal is completed Germany and
not Great Britain will be the "isolated"
power of Europe. This Is said to be borne
out by the concessions Great Britain has
made to France and may have made to
Russia. But of course this is simply one
way of looking at it, and it is by no means
certain that it is the right way.

The social world is also laboring under
a cloud almost as dark as the one over-
shadowing the world of politics. This is
caused by the sudden death of Prince Hen-
ry of Battenberg, son-in-law of Queen Vic-
toria. while on his way to the Island of
liaderia on board the British cruiser
Blondln from Cape Coast Castle, West
Africa, in an effort to recover from an at-

tack of African fever. The news caused
a great shock to everybody in court cir-
cles and to society in general, and has re-
sulted in a complete upheaval of social
fixtures. No drawing room or social en-
tertainments of any kind will be held
while the court is in mourning, which v\ 11
be for at least six weeks. The death of
Prince Henry, it is pointed out, has shown
him to be an extremely popular man among
those who knew him, and even those who
did not have that pleasure have nothing
but kind words for the soldier who died for
Great Britain, even if his death was from
sickness Instead of on the field of battle,
as he would undoubtedly have preferred.
H'.s sad end, likened to that of the prince
imperial of France, has recalled the old
story that Princess Beatrice might h.ivo
been wedded to the son of ex-Empress
Eugenie had he not met his death while
fighting with the British against the Zu-
lus, and so there is much romantic sym-
pathy expressed for the widowed princess,
who seems to have twice had her heart
wrupg with sorrow as a result of Britisn
wars in Africa.

The telegrams received from Osborne
Flnce the news of the death of Prince
Henry was made known there ehow that
both the queen and Princess Beatrice were
overwhelmed by the sad tidings from Sierra
Leone. The princess was prostrated
throughout Wednesday, and did not dlno
with the royal family, and remained in her
bedroom until 11 o'clock Thursday morn-
ing. When she reappeared it was noticed
that she bore deep traces of a night spent
In weeping for the dead, and she seemed
almost heartbroken when her children
were taken to greet her. Princess Beatrice
spent the afternoon with the queen, who
did everything possible to console her, al-
though her majesty 6uffered greatly her-
self. Bulletins, which from time to time
were posted outside the gates of Osborne
house, stated that the queen and her daugh-
ter were intensely affected, but that her
majesty's health was not in danger. These
announcements were made necessary by
the alarming reports circulated on the
streets.

WHAT POWELL CLAYTON WANTS.

Not the Vice Presidency, but a Place
In McKluley's Cabinet.

I.lttie Rock, Ark., Jan. 2T>.?Leading Re-
publican politicians of Arkansas deny the
report that Gen. Powell Clayton will be a
candidate for the Republican nom-
ination for the vice presidency of the
United States. Gen. Clayton does rot want
second place on the ticket, but would ac-
cept a cabinet position.

The general understanding among the
Arkansas Republicans Is that in the event
of McKlnley's nomination and election to
the presidency Gen. Clayton would be In-
vited to a seat In the cabinet, probably the
Interior portfolio, and for that reason more
than any other they are enthusiastically
for McKinley.

TACOMA'S PRESSING INTEREST.

THE TUGS TO STAY.

Capt. Libb.v Brtn»n* the Port Townsend
People to Terms.

Port Town.send. Jan. 25. Special.? IThere
has been a rumor afloat for several days
that the directors of the Puget Sound Tug-
boat Company intend removing the head-
quarters of the company from Port Towns-
end to some other point on the Sound. This
rumor was started by reason of a disagree-
ment between the company and the city
and county Over taxes for 1535. Through
an oversight the city authorities asse>i*d
the personal property of the company with-
in the city of Port Townsend at $50,000 in-
stead of $5,000, and this increase has made
a difference of 90 per cent, in the tuxes of
the company, and Capt. John B. Libby,
manager of the company, announced that
unless the taxes were reduced to the old
figures the headquarters would be moved
elsewhere. Utsalaidy was the only place
mentioned as likely to be the new head-
quarters of the tugs, but Port Angeles has
eince made a bid for the tugs by offering
to pay the taxes of the company for five
years if that port should be selected as tlie
headquarters*

Since mat time the Board of Trade of
Port Townsend has taken the matter in
hand, and practically guaranteed to the
company that the taxes will be reduced
to the old figure, and that a substantial
reduction will be made In future. In view
of these facts Capt. Libby stated thl3
morning to the Post-Intelligencer corre-
spondent that the headquarters of the
company would undoubtedly remain in j
Port Townsend. "We are perfectly satis-
fled with the present location, and if this
matter of taxes is properly adjusted, as
I have no doubt it will be. wo will remain
here permanently. We don't expect to t
find a better port anywhere, but don't pro-
pose to be 'held up' for taxes, or have
them increased on property that depre-
ciates every year."

Vladlvostoek.
Fortnightly Review.

Vladivostock has the aspect of an In-
ferior Hongkong, of about a quarter the
size. Hills crowned with forts rise round
It up to a height of SOO feet. It lies on the
south side of a peninsula twenty miles
long, called Maravief Amursky, In 13 de-
grees 6 minutes id seconds north latitude,
and 131 degrees 54 minutes 21 seconds east
longitude. The town is between four and
five mil*»s long, but Is straggling and un-
connected. and of no breadth. Some
streets are very steep, and all are horribly
dusty In dry weather, being jrt>ver water-
ed, and being continually crossed in all di-
rections by droshkas driven at a smart
pace. Instead of pavements the streets '
have "sidewalks" of planks, as common- j
ly seen In n<-w American cities. You take !
six stout planks, some twenty-five feet j
long, and lay them side by side, and you
continue the process for the requisite

number of versts of miles (three versts 1
are two miles), and the "sidewalk" is
complete, save for a few props and nails
where the ground is too soft, or the foun-
dation degenerated into holes.

The droshkas are driven by red-head»d, j
snub-nosed Russian izvozchiks In low,
glazed, stovepipe hats, with very curly
brims, red sleeves, pleated blade skirts,
and high boots. In them one often sees,
lolling as passengers, a couple of frowsy
Chinese, or a still frowsier Corean. The
fare Is only 80 kopeks, or one shilling and
eighteenpence, an hour, or over half an t
hour, and from point to point there aro
tenpenny and flvepenny fares, according j
to distance. The regulations forbid charg-

ing more, but, with fine Irony, allow the
driver "to take less. If he likes." He may
r.ot leave his cab to take care of Itself,
may not "sing, make a noise, or cause a
disturbance": he must tamper his puce to
a "town trot," and "keep to the right-
land side of the road."

The troika has a dashing look; the horse
In the middle trots under the arched duga,

whose object and effect, when properly

put on. Is to keep the shafts at the same

distance apart. The small horses right
and left are canterlnr. and their bodies
Incline a little outward from the car. In
Vladlvostr k are few complete triple
teams; generally there »r# only the "mld-
dJe horse" trotting. end one other canter-

lnr on Its near side.
The water barrel on wheels, drawn by

horse or hull, ar.d often drtven by a sol-
d *>r. is a frequent sight, carrying water

up to the forts and to the upper town. A
funnier horse vehicle is the elt-astrid»,
c-ishloned beam, on which lzvoschik and
cloaked and spurred officer sit, with dan-
g'ing legs. one behind the other?the offi-
cer behind.
