At no time since the beginning of the hos-
tilities has there been such excitement at
the headquarters of the Cuban revolution-
fsts in this ity as there was today when it
was learned that the steamship J. W. Haw-
kins, which had been fitted out at mt
trouble and expense as a filibuster, had
been wrecked off the eastern end of Long
1siand on Sunday night and had been alan-
doned by the revolutionists and the crew
on Monday morning. The news came as a
thunderbolt among the leading spirits 1o
the revolutionary camp here, for the even-
ing papers in their editions published a re-
port to the effect that the steamer Haw-
kins had been fitted out at One Hundred
end Thirty-eighth street, in the East river,
this city, with arms and unmunlllpn. and
this, if proved, was likely to get the lead-
ors into trouble with the government. The
story was to the effect that the revolution-
ary party had recently purchased ‘the
steamer In Baltimore. She had been en-
gaged in the fishing trade, and was of 1%
tons net and 158 tons gross. She was com-~
manded by Capt. Hall, and her mate was
C. H. Crowell.

Jose C. Hernandez, one of the filibusters
who arrived in this city, was credited with
having called at the revolutionary head-
quarters and with having made a full re-
port of the accident and the circumstagces
atiending it to the revolutionary minister,
Senor Palma. The latter is sald to have
given him money to assist the men of the
party who are now in this city and Bos-
ton. Hernandez is said to have reported
that he escaped from the sinking shi in
one of the first boats to leave her, and
that the inmates of this boat had been
picked up Ly the schooner Leander V.
Besbe, Capt. Howes, of Boston. Later
the revolutionists were transferred from
the Beebe to the tug Dalzell and landed in
this city today. Those not taken on board
the Beche were picked up by the schoon-
ers Helen H. Benedict, of Boston, and
Alleta B. Crosby, of Portland, Me., and
taken to Wood's Hall, Mass., and Boston.

The Cuban Leadors Atrald to Talk.

Minister Palma was besieged by callers
all the afternoon. He refused to see re-
porters, and his associates were evidently
afraid to do any talking. At first every
one about headquarters denied poiniblank
that any filibustering expedition had Jeft
here in the steamer Hawkins or any other
steamer, and had been wrecked., It was
also denied that Hernandez or any one
else had called at headquarters and re-
ported that the expedition was wrecked,
A man who refused to give his name and
who was afterward pronounced a Spanish
spy, said that Hernandez had received a
large sum of money from Minister Palma
to assist those of the stranded party who
might be in need.

1t was not until 7 o'clock at night that
about a score of newspaper men succeeded
in getting a statement from Minister Palma
personally. He sald that in his official
capacity he knew absolutely nothing about
the alleged filbustering expedition. He de-
clined to say aunything about the wreck
of the Hawkins, or whether he had re-
celved a dispatch from Wood's Hall, Mass,,
and from Boston, that those of the revo-
lutionists who had not been taken to New
York had arrived safely there. He did ad-
mit, however, that he had received a dis-
patch from Boston., He also admitted, af-
ter a great deal of pressure, that a young
man had called upon himm who was In need
of financial assistance, and that he had
glven money to him. What his name was
or what he wanted the money for Mr.
Palma would not state.
“Gentlemen,” sald he
“you surely cannot expect me to tell you
all that I know or may have heard. 1 have
told you all that has come to my official
knowledge, but about this filibustering Musi-
ness I know nothing., You don't want me
to say that I am a fillbuster, do you? Well,
1 can't say any more. We have nothing
to do with fllibustering here; don't ask me
any more, because 1 have nothing to say
except that I know nothing."

HE IS SHORT OF AMMUNITION.

The Loss of Garcia’s Steamer a Severe
Blow to the Patriots, Who Were
Walting for Him.

Havana, Jan. 22 —Gen. Maximo Gomez
has passed the village of Balud, southwest
of Bejucal, In this province, going west-
ward, apparently to the assistance of Gen.
Antonio Maceo, who has been reported to
be hard pressed by the Spanish troops in

“the province of Pinar del Rio. The columns

of troops commanded by Cols. Linares and
Aldecoa yesterday morning foliowed Go-
mez’ forces in the direction of Beborucal
Arriving at Mount Trujillo, they heard
firing between the insurgents and the col-
umn of Spanish troops which had previ-
ously left Guanajay. Gen. Aldecoa at-
tacked the right flank of the insurgents in

the advance toward the plantation
of BSanta Lucia, There the (in-
surgents awaited the troops with

confidence. They occupied a strong
position, and in addition they had cane-
fields in front of them, while their rear
was protected by high ground along the
route to Banes. The Spanish columa ad-
vanced in open order, protected by three
pleces of artillery. The insurgents made a
good defense, but the Mauser rifles and ar-
tillery fire eventually compeiled them to
retreat. The troops kept up the pursuit
until dark. The insurgent loss was nu-
merous, and the troops captured a consid-
erable quantity of arms and ammunition,
The swamps of Arayos protected Lhe re-
treat of the insurgents, and the Spanish
infantry were unable to wade through
them. The loss of the troops was small.
