There was no material change In the bal-
lot for senator today, except in the sound
money Democrats shifting to ex-Gov.

rn ?!it. however, there is much agitation
among the Democrat to members of the
legislature, and a break Is anticipated on
new lines. The sound money Democrats
insist tha<t there are those -who took part

In the caucus who feel that they have
stayed by Blackburn as long- as oould rea-
sonably be expected, and they want an-
other candidate who can secure all the
Democratic votes and also the support of
Populists Poor and Eriington. Those who
are leading In the agitation for the break
insist that Senator Blackburn knows he

cannot get the support of the sound money
Democrats or of Poor. Those favoring a

n»w candidate regard ex-Oov. James
Ycung Brown as the best available man.
They say that he can secure the solid vote

of the Democrats if Blackburn will with-
draw, and that he can also get the votes
of both Poor and Erdington.

As Blackburn has the caucus nomina-
tion, it is conceded by the advocates of
this new departure that It wOl be impos-

sible to aiect any Democrat unless Black-
burn withdrawn He has not only the cau-
cus nomination, but friends in the legisla-

ture who will stand by him as long as he
is in the field. An effort is to be made to
get Senator Blackburn to withdraw.

REED AND M'KINLEY.

Fighting Hard to Get the Delegates

From Louisiana.
New Orleans, Jan. 2?.?The meeting of

the Bepubllcan state convention this even-
ing resulted in one of the stormiest ses-
sions in the history of the party in this
state. The fight between the McKinley and
Reed forces for four delegates-at-large to

the national Republican convention at St.
Louis was complicated by the presence of
a very noisy faction of Republicans who
eared nothing for the question of delegates,

but were interested solely in the question

whether or not the convention should in-
dorse the Populist sugar planters' ticket, or
nominate a separate ticket of its own for

state officers.
McKlnley captured four delegates in the

districts yesterday. This made the Reed
rnen, led by ex-Gov. Kellogg, unusually

anxious to capture the four delegates-at-
large to be selected by the convention.
OapL A T. .Wlmberly. the McKinley lead-
er, had gained control of the temporary or-
ganization of the convention, but Kellogg

had the state central committee, which
had adjourned sine die, called together

again and the control wrested from W im-
berly. Accordingly, in the convention to-

day. after a four hours* fight the Heed men,
with the help of the advocates of a state
ticket, elected It E. Guichard temporary

chairman. It was then discovered that out
of a convention of some «W0 delegate* the

seats of 21*) were contested. The ?conven-

tion took a recess until the credentials com-
mittee could report. At a late hour tonight

the contests are still being heard. There

is very bitter feeling between the McKin-
ly and Reed factions.

The committee on credentials remained
In session most of the night, and about 250
delegates will be reported against. It is
likely that there will be two conventions.

Senator Quay Atralnst Arthur J. Phnw.

This statement Is made in
the hope of causing dissatisfaction among
the opposition to Quay, led by Wilson. Du-

FOREIGN GOLD Fofe BONDS.

The Treasury Department Will Give
Preference to Imports.

Washington City. Jan. 3.? Owing to the
favorable condition now existing hi the for-
eign exchange market, the treasury de-
partment is hoping that quite large ahirv-
ments of gold will he made from abroad
to the United States In making payment
for the bonds to be Issued under the call
cow pending, and if this should prove to be
the case it is understood that it will be the
policy of the department to offer every
facility in Its power to those who propose
to use the Imported gold in payment of
the several installments. No official or
even a definite statement could be obtained
at the treasury department as to what ad-
vantage bidders forfhe new bonds will re-
ceive who have obtained their gold from
abroad.

The department is exceedingly anxious
that a large proportion of the gold offered
In payment of the bonds shall be obtained
in Europe, and for the purpose of encour-
aging Imports it Is intimated that the bid-
der who offers foreign gold or who dem-
onstrates that he has gold on the way at

the time the bids are opened w.ll be given
preference In the awards, other thing* bas-
ing equal, over others who offer domestic
gold. At this time the premium on gold
in New Tork is quoted as three-eighths of
1 per cent, for buying, and five-eighths of
1 per cent, for selling. As near as can he
ascertained, the average cost of importing
gold from london is a little less than one-
flfth of 1 per cent. Under these conditions
a small profit, independent of the bond is-

sue. apparently £ould now oe realized on
gold imports.

The treasury today lost £*>.6oo in gold
coin and 0,000 in bars, which leaves the
reserve at the close of business $.Vt,256.339.
