Paris, Jan. SO.?The Pans.an papers de-
vote considerable attention to the possi-
bility of the United States enterin* Into
the a -tlve sphere of European internation-
al affau~s, and the Journal dee Debats re-
grets that Europe has not some sort of
M >«iroe doctrine to protect it from the med-
dling of the United States In purely Euro-
pean affairs. The resolution adopted by
the senate and house of representatives, it
points out, is a direct summons to the pow-
ers to carry out the clauses of the treaty

of Berlin. Diplomats of old, «c are toll,
would have been horn fled at the idea of
sending an American squadron to Con-
stantinople. as fcy-r.ator Frye urjres, not be-
cause they would have been surprised to

learn that America bad a squadron to
send, but because they would have remem-
bered certain conventions which forbid the
sending of a squadron to Constantinople.
Amerl ans are aware that such conven-
tons exist, yet Senator Frye wants to send
a squadron without paying any regard to

them. It is impossible to be more Ameri-
can. It is true that the authorities on m-
ttrnatlonal law interviewed by the Herald
havw clearly expressed an opinion that con-
gress is to blame and has no business to

middle with ths treaty of Berlin, in whi.h
the United States was not a signature,
but of course the idea of attaching any
weight to the opinion of Jurists is regard 1
on the other side of the Atlantic as a Eu-
ropean prejudlco. As to the views of En-
gland. or rather of Mr. C*hamf>erlain, who
alone has spoken, he appears to rep ret that
America, instead of wrangling over a triile
like the Venezuelan dispute, should not
have intervened to settle the Armenian
question, while the press appears to regard
such a course without dissatisfaction. Pos-
sibly, however, Mr. Chamberlain's reference
is intended to chaff the Americans on their
own intolerance in attacking England be-
cause of her intervention in Venezuela.

The Temps takes advantage of tho occa-
sion to lecture the English press on its too
fertile imagination in assuming the possi-
bility of Europe confiding to the great re-
public of the new world and of the United
States accepting the mission, in spite of
the Monroe doctrine be.ng turned upside
down, of forcing the hand of the sultan by
a naval demonstration before Constanti-
nople. "Fortunately," says the Temps,
"tlia world is not governed by fanatical po-
litical conjecture, but by the modest 'rou-
tine res' of Dowuij.g street or of the Quai
d' Orsay."

SIGNS OF A SIORM.

FRAUD AT PRIMARIES CHARGED.

85,000 ofthe 77,000 Names on the R»>
paMlcan Enrollment in the Ctty

Said to Be Bogus.

New Tork. Jan. SO.? A meeting was held
at the Mxdison Square music hall u>nignt
by the members at the committee of V>G
who are opposed to Thamas C. Piatt. The
meeting was called to order by Edward X.
Mitchell, end Cornelius N. Bliss was made
permanent chairman. Mr. Mitchell pre-
sented the report of the committee of twen-
ty-five appointed "to investigate the al-
leged fra .da in the Republican enrollment
in this city and the validity of the present
county organization; to take such action
in regard to the frauds at the recent pri-
maries and In the enrollment as they deem
ne -essary, and report to a meeting to be
called." The report reads:

"VThe committee has received very en-
couraging assurance of support and co-op-
eration from Republicans throughout the
city. Under the direction of members of
the bar acting with the committee, a num-
ber of inspectors charged with fraudulent
conduct at the recent primaries have been
arrested and held for trial by city mag.s-
trates, and their "eases are now pending
before the grand jury. Further work in
this direction is new under consideration."

The committee gives a list of assembly
districts in which they allege enrollment
has been padded to the extent of 25.0(0

mimes out of a total of 77.000. Continuing,
the report says: "The general conclusion
drawn from the investigation and from
evidence leaves no possible avenue of es-

cape that the men in control of the county
organization have devised and carried
through a deliberate scheme of wholesale
fraud, intended to secure for themselves,

without regard to the will of the majority
of the Republican voters, the absolute con-
trol of the organization, and of the dele-
gations from tiiis city to the national and
state conventions. The frauds were not
sporadic. They were so general through-

out the city, the methods pursued in vari-
ous parts of the city were so similar, arid
the work so skilfullyconcentrated at the
points where is would most surely accom-
plish its purpose, that the proof of a care-
fully prearranged design is irresistible.

"It is c.ear that the greater part of the
fraud practiced by the exponents of those
in ccntrol of the present machinery was
the result of general demoralization and
lowering of moral standards, resulting

from the mefhods of the official heads of
the party, so that many workers who
would have preferred honest methods were
ttmpted into righting opponents with
their own weapons."

Resolutions were passed favoring a new
enrollment throughout the city. By many
this is regarded as the first step toward a
separate and independent organization.
\S the enrollment is complete the com-
mit :ee of 5mQ will thtn prated to take fur-
ther action.

Mrs. Stockton to ISo Investigated by
the C hnroh.

San Francisco, Jan. S).?Another sensa-
tion was sprung today in the Brown scan-
dal. The pastor is not the only person to
be Investigated. The standing eornmitteo,
which is, in one sense, a censor of chur.-h
nvorals, has been asked to prefer charges
against Mrs. Stockton. In brief, Mr3.
Stockton will have to submit to a church
trial on charges of immorality, and the
charges that have been so difficult to place
against the pastor himself the church will
attempt to get at indirectly. The matter
has been coming to a head for some days.

The lad.es of the church have been par-
ticularly distressed about this phase of
the scandal, and Mrs. Stockton's appear-
ance at the prayer meeting Wednesday
night capped the climax, the principal
foundation for the movemsrtt against Mrs.
Stockton 5s the affidavit which was given
to the press by Dr. Brown on January 1,
In which the woman is accused of having
attempted to extort money frr>m the pas-
tor. At a time subsequent to the date of
the alleged extortion Dr. Brown attempted
to grace a church festival programme
with Mrs. Stockton's name, and threaten-
ed to discipline a member who objected.

THB PACIFIC RAILROAD DEBT.

Advocate* of the Funding Bill Before
the House Committee.

Washington City, Jan. 28.?Franics B.
Thurber. of New York, appeared before
the house committee on Pacific rosds to-
day as a representative of the national
board of trade, and the New York board of
trais and trar.sportat.osvto advocate the
passage of a funding bill for the Pacific
railroads. He commended Senator Frye's
bdl for a hundred years' extension of the
debt at 3 per cent. The settlement of the
Pacific railroad finances, he said, affected

\u25a0the business interests of the en-
tire country. He had aroused
the commercial bodies of the coun-
try to the support o? the anti-pooling:

clause of ex-Senator Reagan's interstate
commerce bill, but tho logic of events ha i
convince 1 Senator Reagan and himself that
the prohibition of pooling was unnecessary,
and that railroad rates were forced as low
by competition and other forces as they

could be. The rates on the Pacific rail-
roads were than one-third of the stan-
dard at the establishment of the lines, and
this fact should be considered in paying
obligations incurred on the basis of those
conditions. Congress should do three
things to settle the business interests of

the country: Pass a tariff bill to increase
the revenue, a Pacifio railroad funding bill

and a bankruptcy bill. C. H. Tweed, attor-
nev for the Central Pacific, also spoke.

In the hearing yesterday. Mr. Patterson,

of Tennessee, had asked Mr. Pierse. of the

Unien Pacific, whether that company

would be able to comply with a proposition

to pay the principal of its debt to the gov-

ernment within a short time if the interest
was remitted, and Mr. Pier.a had answer-
ed in the affirmative. Today Mr. Johnson,

of California, asked the same question of

Mr. Tweed, acd he answered that he did

not see how_ the Central Pacific ra..rca i

could comply with such a proposition. Its
ability to do so would depend on the coadl-

t'on of the money market and whether the
company ooun make a showing of earn-
ings good enough to float the issue o± bonds
ne:eesary to raise the funds, and he doubt-

ed whether such a showing could be made.

THE TRIAL OF CAPT. nEALY.

Two Lieutenant* Testify That He Was
Drunk en the Ship.

San Francisco, Jan. 30.-The court-mar-
tial in the ease of Capt. Heaiy, of the rev-
enue cutter Bear, charged w.ih unoffioer-
l.ke conduct under various specifications,
has heard ail the witnesses oa the charge

of drunkenness made against Healy, .uid
has passed to considera;;jn of the charges

of misconduct on the high sea*. It will
take several days to hear this matter, an 1
then the charges of Lieut. Darnels, who
avers that Capt. Heaiy spat in h;s face,
will be taken up. Daniels' story is that
Healy spat in his face, out that he forbore
to wreak summary vengeance on the Kfar's
commander. Th.s matter will occupy the
court until about the middle of next week
and after that arguments of counsel will
be heard, so the investigation will consume
probably ten days more.

The second set of charges against CapL
Heaiy, !a which the captain is charged with
drunkenness while on duty in this pert,

was taken up this morning. Lieut. Daniels,

of the Bear, who brought tha charges
against Capt. Healy, was the first wit-
ness called by the prosecution. He WAS

very positive In his statements, and his
testimony was strong against the accused.
However, as yet his evidence is unsupport-

ed. Daniels testified that Capt. Healy was
In an intoxicated condition the greater

part of the first week tha vessel was in
the harbor here after having returned from
Bering sea. '"On the 23th cf November,"
said Daniels, "Capt. Healy came on deck
drunk, and! acted in a manner unbecoming 1
a gentleman. He was noisy and overbear-
ing. He seemed to keep In that condition
until next dav, fer when he reported fer
fiyty on the ?9th he was seMU Intoxicated.
He was unable to earn* himself properly,

and actually staggered alorg the deck. I
se«?r.ed to be particularly offensive to him.
and ho appeared to delight in Insulting :ne.
Walking up to mc on the deck, he delib-
erately spat in my face."

"Why should Capt. Healy do that**
asked Attorney Hanley. for tho defense.

"I do not know," answered Daniels, "un-
less it was pure meanness on his part. He

h.id no provocation."
On cross-examination Daniels stuck to

his original stery. He was sure Capt.
Healy was drunk on the 2Sth ar.d 2?th of
November, anl nothing <vuild chanr* hJs
opinion. Lieut. Howard Emery, also of the
Bear, corroborated Daniels' charge of
drunkenness cn the 2?th. hen Capt.
Healy takes "the stand in his own behalf

he will deny all the charges marte by Dan-
iels, and in eupport of hte denial will In-
troduce a number of witnesses who w'll
swear he was sober on the days mentioned.
