The advance was chiefly due |
to $ha bullishness of the wheat situation
as set forth by the Liverpool Corn Trade |
News, which estimates the wants of the
importing countries for the whole season
at 408,000,000 bushels, against available sup-
plies of 236,000,000 bushels, and says that
the deficiency of 72,000,000 bushels can only
be made good by reducing the amount
afloat to its lowght possible limit and using
every available bushel in Russia and Amer- |
fca. The trading was active for about an
hour and a half. It quieted down for an
hour for want of anything further of an
exciting character. The price had worked
down around 65%c¢ and did not for some
time get away from between that and 66%c¢.
Later the market began to'feel the weight
of the sales which had been made around
65c, and by 12 o'clock it had begun to wear
a dejected appearance. Half an hour ater
it had gone to 6ic seller, or 1%¢ below the
highesy point it touched earlier. The clos-
ing figures were 6@6S%c, practically the |
lowest of the day.

The corn market followed the course of
the fluctuations in wheat.
