New York. J»it. a.?Prof. H. W. Wright,

who occupies the chair of experimental
physics at Yale university and is in charge
of Sloan physical laboratory, teas. accord-
ing to the Evening Poet's New Haven cor-
respondent made successful experiments
recently in photographing objects behind
opaque bodies by the agency of cathode
rays, in which Prof. W. C. Roentgen, of
Germany, was reported to have achieved
remarkable results.

imjiresslons were obtained upon a photo-
graphic plate, even when ft was Inclosed
in an opaque wrapping of black paper and
covered with a pine board half an inch
thick.

The Qullla.vut» Harbor Appropriation
Port AnK'-it-s. Jan. 27. ?Special.?Two

hills of Importance to the people of Clal-
lam county will be introduced in congress
during its present session. One provide#

for an appropriation of for a narlior
at the mouth of the Qulllayute river. The
other provides that the government land
in this city, known as urban block Si and
suburban lot 2»>, be granted to city
and county. The city hall, county court-

house and Jail are now located on these
Mocks. In the memorial to congress con-
cerning the harbor at the mouth of the
qulllayute river the following interesting
facts are set forth: This harbor is the only
one on the Pacific coast between Cape
Flattery and Gray's harbor which can be
made suitable for deep water ships.

"That the rivers of the QuiMayute valley
drain a territory aggregating about 1.280
square miles of land?an area nearly one-
sixth larger than the state of Rhode Isl-
and?and fully 90 per cent, of which is still
a part of the public domain. That this
area, with the exception of about 20,000
acres. is densely covered with merchanta-
ble timber of the first quality, the total
quantity being estimated by exports at
from 11.000,000,000 to 30,000,000.000 feet.

That the numerous affluents of the Qull-
layute river coming down from the moun-
tains north, east and southeast of this
great region, are large streams, and suita-
ble for bringing down to the ocean the
natural and other products of the
eountry. That the region, though
covered with a great natural
wealth and hleesed with a gonial

climate and productive soil, and capable

of supporting a large population, is al-
most whollyunoccupied, because Its pro-

ducts cannot now be taken to market."

Seattle, are herebv declared to be vested
In the said City of Seattle.

Sec. 3. TTe Cltv of Seattle shall wn-
tinue to have, hold and enj >v <ll public
buildings, lands, whfltvfj. waters, prop-
erly real and personal, streets, alleys and
other public places. rights t»f pro;>erty,
rights of action, suits, actions, moneys,
revenues, taxes, lioer se*. In- 'me. books,
d ;-«unents. records, archives, claims, de-
mands. and Kent;rally all things in posses-
sion and notion of every nature and de-
scription, and shall ' v subject to all obli-
gations, debts, Habittties. and duties,
of the existing municipality.
